Page eligibility is limited to those who are currently juniors in high school or will be juniors next
school year, and who will be 16 or 17 years old on or before the date of appointment. Pages are an
important element in the daily proceedings of the United States Senate. Their duties consist primarily of
delivering correspondence and legislative material to congressional offices, taking messages, preparing
the Chambers for sessions, and carrying bills and amendments to the Senators’ desks.
