Questions continue to arise about the circumstances under
which our troops were sent to war. The leak of the Down-
ing Street memo and other classified information from se-
cret meetings between U.S. and British officials prior to
theinvasion of Iraq has provided further evidencethat in-
telligence was allegedly “fixed” in order to support a deci-
sion to invade Irag.

Americans deserve to know the truth about the circum-
stances under which our troopswere sent to war. InJune, |
joined with over 100 of my colleaguesin delivering aletter
to the White House, calling on the Bush administration to
answer the questions raised by the Downing Street memo.
On July 2374, the third anniversary of the Downing Street
meeting, | held a Town Hall meeting in Oakland, where
experts discussed the implications of the memo. | alsoin-
troduced a Resolution of Inquiry, calling onthe White House
to release any and all information relating to administra-
tion meetings with Britain prior to the Congressional vote
to authorize the use force in Irag. It prompted a serious
debate about Congressional oersight in the House Interna-
tional Relations Committee, whereit was defeated on a22-
21 vote, despite drawing bipartisan support. | will con-
tinue to fight for answers to these grave questions.

Americans also deserve a clear plan to end the war in Irag
and bring our troops home. More than 1,800 U.S. troops
have died and some 12,000 more have been wounded. A
recent report places the number of Iragi civilianskilled at
25,000. Our troops have become the focus and rallying
point of theinsurgency they are asked to contain, and Ameri-
cans deserve more than just rhetoric about staying the
course.

That iswhy | have sponsored several amendments calling
for withdrawal from Irag and why | aman original co-spon-
sor of the bipartisan Abercrombie-Jones “Homeward
Bound” bill, which calls on the President to articulate a
clear plan and timeline to bring our troops home. | have
also introduced H.Con.Res. 197, a bill to make it U.S.
policy not to have permanent military basesin Irag.

I will continue to fight for answers to the pressing ques-
tions of how we were taken into this unnecessary war, and
how we will end it and bring our troops home.

the nation to fully install Radiation Portal Monitors at every
one of itsinternational marine terminals.

Every container entering the Port is now screened for nuclear
weapons or materials. As the fourth largest container port in the na-
tion, that’s about 700,000 screened containers a year.

Unfortunately, other ports around the nation cannot detect and
prevent the entry of nuclear materialsinto our country. Under the cur-
rent plan, it would take at least until 2009 before every port is fully
equipped with Radiation Portal Monitors.

The Coast Guard estimated in 2002 that $7 billion is needed for
port security, but in the last four years Congress has only provided
$737 million, and this year may barely approve $150 million more.

As a member of the Congressional Port Security Caucus, Con-
gresswoman Lee is committed to fighting to make sure our nation’s
ports have the resources they need to be secure against terrorist attack.

She introduced the Student Sup-
port Act, HR 559, which will increase the amount of school socia
workers, psychologists, and therapists in our schools. She has fought
to increase funds for No Child Left Behind, which has been rendered
ineffective by underfunding. As the Higher Education Act comes up
for reauthorization, she will support an increase in the maximum Pell
Grant and improved access to higher education for students of color
and low-income individuals.

Lee began to work with local community organizations and officials
from the courts and probation system to help returnees put their pasts
behind them.

Those efforts gave rise to a Criminal Record Remedy summit in
April. Since then, community organizations have continued to work
with the Courts, the District Attorney and the Public Defender to expe-
dite the dismissal process and to develop criminal records Self-Help
Centers, where volunteer lawyers are handling 120 cases per week and
have arranged the dismissal of 328 non-violent criminal records.

3000, the U.S. Universal Health Services Act. This bill would in-
crease the availability and continuity of healthcare through integrated
systems, finance the training and education of health care workers and
professional's, and establish a standard for performance.

In addition to advocating for healthcare for all, she realizesthe
Medicare systemisin need of review and supports a bipartisan Medi-
care commission to provide recommendations on how Medicare can
serve more people and fully compensate healthcare providers.

Globally, the United
Nation’s Joint Programme on HIV/AIDS estimates that over forty mil-
lion people are infected, the vast majority in Sub-Saharan Africa.

Asacommitted advocatein thefight against HIV/AIDS at home,
Congresswoman Lee is strongly supportive of Alameda County’s con-
tinuing AIDS State of Emergency among African Americans. In Con-
gress she has worked to pass a resolution recognizing National Black
HIV/AIDS Awareness Day, introduced a resolution on National HIV
Testing Day, argued for the swift re-authorization of the Ryan White
CARE Act, and demanded increased funding for the Minority AIDS
Initiative.

Globally, Congresswoman L ee continues to lead the charge for
more funding and for acomprehensive responseto the HIV/AIDS epi-
demic. The House is expected to pass H.R.1409, legislation she
authored that would help address the growing crisis of orphans and
vulnerable children that has been exacerbated by HIV/AIDS.
