SECTION 1. SHORT TITLE; AMENDMENT OF 1986 CODE; 3

(a) AMENDMENTS RELATED TO SECTION 102 OF 7

THE ACT.— 8

(1) Paragraph (1) of section 199(b) is amended 9

by striking ‘‘the employer’’ and inserting ‘‘the tax-10

payer’’. 11

(2) Paragraph (2) of section 199(b) is amended 12

to read as follows: 13

‘‘(2) W–2 WAGES.—For purposes of this sec-14

tion, the term ‘W–2 wages’ means, with respect to 15

any person for any taxable year of such person, the 16

sum of the amounts described in paragraphs (3) and 17

(8) of section 6051(a) paid by such person with re-18

spect to employment of employees by such person 19

during the calendar year ending during such taxable 20
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year. Such term shall not include any amount which 1

is not properly included in a return filed with the 2

Social Security Administration on or before the 60th 3

day after the due date (including extensions) for 4

such return.’’. 5

(3) Subparagraph (B) of section 199(c)(1) is 6

amended by inserting ‘‘and’’ at the end of clause (i), 7

by striking clauses (ii) and (iii), and by inserting 8

after clause (i) the following: 9

‘‘(ii) other expenses, losses, or deduc-10

tions (other than the deduction allowed 11

under this section), which are properly al-12

locable to such receipts.’’. 13

(4) Paragraph (2) of section 199(c) is amended 14

to read as follows: 15

‘‘(2) ALLOCATION METHOD.—The Secretary 16

shall prescribe rules for the proper allocation of 17

items described in paragraph (1) for purposes of de-18

termining qualified production activities income. 19

Such rules shall provide for the proper allocation of 20

items whether or not such items are directly allo-21

cable to domestic production gross receipts.’’. 22

(5) Subparagraph (A) of section 199(c)(4) is 23

amended by striking clauses (ii) and (iii) and insert-24

ing the following new clauses: 25
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‘‘(ii) in the case of a taxpayer engaged 1

in the active conduct of a construction 2

trade or business, construction of real 3

property performed in the United States 4

by the taxpayer in the ordinary course of 5

such trade or business, or 6

‘‘(iii) in the case of a taxpayer en-7

gaged in the active conduct of an engineer-8

ing or architectural services trade or busi-9

ness, engineering or architectural services 10

performed in the United States by the tax-11

payer in the ordinary course of such trade 12

or business with respect to the construc-13

tion of real property in the United 14

States.’’. 15

(6) Subparagraph (B) of section 199(c)(4) is 16

amended by striking ‘‘and’’ at the end of clause (i), 17

by striking the period at the end of clause (ii) and 18

inserting ‘‘, or’’, and by adding at the end the fol-19

lowing: 20

‘‘(iii) the lease, rental, license, sale, 21

exchange, or other disposition of land.’’. 22

(7) Paragraph (4) of section 199(c) is amended 23

by adding at the end the following new subpara-24

graphs: 25
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‘‘(C) SPECIAL RULE FOR CERTAIN GOV-1

ERNMENT CONTRACTS.—Gross receipts derived 2

from the manufacture or production of any 3

property described in subparagraph (A)(i)(I) 4

shall be treated as meeting the requirements of 5

subparagraph (A)(i) if— 6

‘‘(i) such property is manufactured or 7

produced by the taxpayer pursuant to a 8

contract with the Federal Government, and 9

‘‘(ii) the Federal Acquisition Regula-10

tion requires that title or risk of loss with 11

respect to such property be transferred to 12

the Federal Government before the manu-13

facture or production of such property is 14

complete. 15

‘‘(D) PARTNERSHIPS OWNED BY EX-16

PANDED AFFILIATED GROUPS.—For purposes 17

of this paragraph, if all of the interests in the 18

capital and profits of a partnership are owned 19

by members of a single expanded affiliated 20

group at all times during the taxable year of 21

such partnership, the partnership and all mem-22

bers of such group shall be treated as a single 23

taxpayer during such period.’’. 24

(8) Paragraph (1) of section 199(d) is amended 1

to read as follows: 2

‘‘(1) APPLICATION OF SECTION TO PASS-THRU 3

ENTITIES.— 4

‘‘(A) PARTNERSHIPS AND S CORPORA-5

TIONS.—In the case of a partnership or S cor-6

poration— 7

‘‘(i) this section shall be applied at the 8

partner or shareholder level, 9

‘‘(ii) each partner or shareholder shall 10

take into account such person’s allocable 11

share of each item described in subpara-12

graph (A) or (B) of subsection (c)(1) (de-13

termined without regard to whether the 14

‘‘(C) TAXABLE INCOME OF COOPERATIVES 6

DETERMINED WITHOUT REGARD TO CERTAIN 7

DEDUCTIONS.—For purposes of this section, 8

the taxable income of a specified agricultural or 9

horticultural cooperative shall be computed 10

without regard to any deduction allowable 11

under subsection (b) or (c) of section 1382 (re-12

lating to patronage dividends, per-unit retain 13

allocations, and nonpatronage distributions). 14

‘‘(D) SPECIAL RULE FOR MARKETING CO-15

OPERATIVES.—For purposes of this section, a 16

specified agricultural or horticultural coopera-17

tive described in subparagraph (F)(ii) shall be 18

treated as having manufactured, produced, 19

grown, or extracted in whole or significant part 20

any qualifying production property marketed by 21

the organization which its patrons have so man-22

ufactured, produced, grown, or extracted. 23

‘‘(E) QUALIFIED PAYMENT.—For purposes 24

of this paragraph, the term ‘qualified payment’ 25
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means, with respect to any person, any amount 1

which— 2

‘‘(i) is described in paragraph (1) or 3

(3) of section 1385(a), 4

‘‘(ii) is received by such person from 5

a specified agricultural or horticultural co-6

operative, and 7

‘‘(iii) is attributable to qualified pro-8

duction activities income with respect to 9

which a deduction is allowed to such coop-10

erative under subsection (a). 11

‘‘(F) SPECIFIED AGRICULTURAL OR HORTI-12

CULTURAL COOPERATIVE.—For purposes of 13

this paragraph, the term ‘specified agricultural 14

or horticultural cooperative’ means an organiza-15

tion to which part I of subchapter T applies 16

which is engaged— 17

‘‘(i) in the manufacturing, production, 18

growth, or extraction in whole or signifi-19

cant part of any agricultural or horti-20

cultural product, or 21

‘‘(ii) in the marketing of agricultural 22

or horticultural products.’’. 23

(10) Clause (i) of section 199(d)(4)(B) is 24

amended— 25
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(A) by striking ‘‘50 percent’’ and inserting 1

‘‘more than 50 percent’’, and 2

(B) by striking ‘‘80 percent’’ and inserting 3

‘‘at least 80 percent’’. 4

(11)(A) Paragraph (6) of section 199(d) is 5

amended to read as follows: 6

‘‘(6) COORDINATION WITH MINIMUM TAX.—For 7

purposes of determining alternative minimum tax-8

able income under section 55— 9

‘‘(A) the deduction under this section shall 10

be determined without regard to any adjust-11

ments under sections 56 through 59, and 12

‘‘(B) in the case of a corporation, sub-13

section (a)(1)(B) shall be applied by sub-14

stituting ‘alternative minimum taxable income’ 15

for ‘taxable income’.’’. 16

(B) Paragraph (2) of section 199(a) is amended 17

by striking ‘‘subsections (d)(1) and (d)(6)’’ and in-18

serting ‘‘subsection (d)(1)’’. 19

(12) Subsection (d) of section 199 is amended 20

by redesignating paragraph (7) as paragraph (8) 21

and by inserting after paragraph (6) the following 22

new paragraph: 23

‘‘(7) UNRELATED BUSINESS TAXABLE IN-24

COME.—For purposes of determining the tax im-25
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posed by section 511, subsection (a)(1)(B) shall be 1

applied by substituting ‘unrelated business taxable 2

income’ for ‘taxable income’.’’. 3

(13) Subsection (d) of section 199, as amended 4

by the preceding paragraphs of this subsection, is 5

further amended by redesignating paragraph (8) as 6

paragraph (9) and by inserting after paragraph (7) 7

the following new paragraph: 8

‘‘(8) COORDINATION WITH CARRYOVER OF NET 9

OPERATING LOSS.—The deduction allowable under 10

this section shall not be taken into account for pur-11

poses of computing taxable income under section 12

172(b)(2).’’. 13

(14) Paragraph (9) of section 199(d), as redes-14

ignated by the preceding paragraphs of this sub-15

section, is amended by inserting ‘‘, including regula-16

tions which prevent more than 1 taxpayer from 17

being allowed a deduction under this section with re-18

spect to any activity described in subsection 19

(c)(4)(A)(i)’’ before the period at the end. 20

(15) Clause (i) of section 163(j)(6)(A) is 21

amended by striking ‘‘and’’ at the end of subclause 22

(II), by redesignating subclause (III) as subclause 23

(IV), and by inserting after subclause (II) the fol-24

lowing new subclause: 25
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‘‘(III) any deduction allowable 1

under section 199, and’’. 2

(16) Paragraph (2) of section 170(b) is amend-3

ed by redesignating subparagraphs (C) and (D) as 4

subparagraphs (D) and (E), respectively, and by in-5

serting after subparagraph (B) the following new 6

subparagraph: 7

‘‘(C) section 199,’’. 8

(17) Paragraph (1) of section 613A(d) is 9

amended by redesignating subparagraphs (B), (C), 10

and (D) as subparagraphs (C), (D), and (E), respec-11

tively, and by inserting after subparagraph (A) the 12

following new subparagraph: 13

‘‘(B) any deduction allowable under section 14

199,’’. 15

(18) Subsection (e) of section 102 of the Amer-16

ican Jobs Creation Act of 2004 is amended to read 17

as follows: 18

‘‘(e) EFFECTIVE DATE.— 19

‘‘(1) IN GENERAL.—The amendments made by 20

this section shall apply to taxable years beginning 21

after December 31, 2004. 22

‘‘(2) APPLICATION TO PASS-THRU ENTITIES, 23

ETC.—In determining the deduction under section 24

199 of the Internal Revenue Code of 1986 (as added 25
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by this section), items arising from a taxable year of 1

a partnership, S corporation, estate, or trust begin-2

ning before January 1, 2005, shall not be taken into 3

account for purposes of subsection (d)(1) of such 4

section.’’.

nevertheless be considered to have satisfied the 13

requirements of such paragraph for such quar-14

ter if— 15

‘‘(i) following the corporation, trust, 16

or association’s identification of the failure 17

to satisfy the requirements of such para-18

graph for a particular quarter, a descrip-19

tion of each asset that causes the corpora-20

tion, trust, or association to fail to satisfy 21

the requirements of such paragraph at the 22

close of such quarter of any taxable year is 23

tion’s identification of the failure to satisfy 12

the requirements of such paragraph oc-13

curred or such other time period prescribed 14

by the Secretary and in the manner pre-15

scribed by the Secretary, or 16

‘‘(II) the requirements of such para-17

graph are otherwise met within the time 18

period specified in subclause (I). 19

‘‘(B) RULE FOR CERTAIN DE MINIMIS 20

FAILURES.—A corporation, trust, or association 21

that fails to meet the requirements of para-22

graph (4)(B)(iii) for a particular quarter shall 23

nevertheless be considered to have satisfied the 24
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requirements of such paragraph for such quar-1

ter if— 2

‘‘(i) such failure is due to the owner-3

ship of assets the total value of which does 4

not exceed the lesser of— 5

‘‘(I) 1 percent of the total value 6

of the trust’s assets at the end of the 7

quarter for which such measurement 8

is done, and 9

‘‘(II) $10,000,000, and 10

‘‘(ii)(I) the corporation, trust, or asso-11

ciation, following the identification of such 12

failure, disposes of assets in order to meet 13

the requirements of such paragraph within 14

6 months after the last day of the quarter 15

in which the corporation, trust or associa-16

tion’s identification of the failure to satisfy 17

the requirements of such paragraph oc-18

curred or such other time period prescribed 19

by the Secretary and in the manner pre-20

scribed by the Secretary, or 21

‘‘(II) the requirements of such para-22

graph are otherwise met within the time 23

period specified in subclause (I). 24

‘‘(C) TAX.— 25
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‘‘(i) TAX IMPOSED.—If subparagraph 1

(A) applies to a corporation, trust, or asso-2

ciation for any taxable year, there is here-3

by imposed on such corporation, trust, or 4

association a tax in an amount equal to 5

the greater of— 6

‘‘(I) $50,000, or 7

‘‘(II) the amount determined 8

(pursuant to regulations promulgated 9

by the Secretary) by multiplying the 10

net income generated by the assets 11

described in the schedule specified in 12

subparagraph (A)(i) for the period 13

specified in clause (ii) by the highest 14

rate of tax specified in section 11. 15

‘‘(ii) PERIOD.—For purposes of clause 16

(i)(II), the period described in this clause 17

is the period beginning on the first date 18

that the failure to satisfy the requirements 19

of such paragraph (4) occurs as a result of 20

the ownership of such assets and ending on 21

the earlier of the date on which the trust 22

disposes of such assets or the end of the 23

first quarter when there is no longer a fail-24

ure to satisfy such paragraph (4). 25
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‘‘(iii) ADMINISTRATIVE PROVISIONS.—1

For purposes of subtitle F, the taxes im-2

posed by this subparagraph shall be treat-3

ed as excise taxes with respect to which the 4

deficiency procedures of such subtitle 5

apply.’’. 6

(2) Subsection (m) of section 856 is amended 7

by adding at the end the following new paragraph: 8

‘‘(6) TRANSITION RULE.— 9

‘‘(A) IN GENERAL.—Notwithstanding para-10

graph (2)(C), securities held by a trust shall 11

not be considered securities held by the trust 12

for purposes of subsection (c)(4)(B)(iii)(III) if 13

such securities— 14

‘‘(i) were held by such trust on Octo-15

ber 22, 2004, and continuously thereafter, 16

and 17

‘‘(ii) would not be taken into account 18

for purposes of such subsection by reason 19

of paragraph (7)(C) of subsection (c) (as 20

in effect on October 22, 2004) if the 21

amendments made by section 243 of the 22

American Jobs Creation Act of 2004 had 23

never been enacted. 24
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‘‘(B) RULE NOT TO APPLY TO SECURITIES 1

HELD AFTER MATURITY DATE.—Subparagraph 2

(A) shall not apply with respect to any security 3

after the latest maturity date under the con-4

tract (as in effect on October 22, 2004) taking 5

into account any renewal or extension permitted 6

under the contract if such renewal or extension 7

does not significantly modify any other terms of 8

the contract. 9

‘‘(C) SUCCESSORS.—If the successor of a 10

trust to which this paragraph applies acquires 11

securities in a transaction to which section 381 12

applies, such trusts shall be treated as a single 13

entity for purposes of determining the holding 14

period of such securities under subparagraph 15

(A)(i).’’. 16

(3) Subparagraph (E) of section 857(b)(2) is 17

amended by striking ‘‘section 856(c)(7)(B)(iii), and 18

section 856(g)(1).’’ and inserting ‘‘section 19

856(c)(7)(C), and section 856(g)(5)’’. 20

(4) Subsection (g) of section 243 of the Amer-21

ican Jobs Creation Act of 2004 is amended to read 22

as follows: 23

‘‘(g) EFFECTIVE DATES.— 24
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‘‘(1) SUBSECTIONS (A) AND (B).—The amend-1

ments made by subsections (a) and (b) shall apply 2

to taxable years beginning after December 31, 2000. 3

‘‘(2) SUBSECTIONS (C) AND (E).—The amend-4

ments made by subsections (c) and (e) shall apply 5

to taxable years beginning after the date of the en-6

actment of this Act. 7

‘‘(3) SUBSECTION (D).—The amendment made 8

by subsection (d) shall apply to transactions entered 9

into after December 31, 2004. 10

‘‘(4) SUBSECTION (F).— 11

‘‘(A) The amendment made by paragraph 12

(1) of subsection (f) shall apply to failures with 13

respect to which the requirements of subpara-14

graph (A) or (B) of section 856(c)(7) of the In-15

ternal Revenue Code of 1986 (as added by such 16

paragraph) are satisfied after the date of the 17

enactment of this Act. 18

‘‘(B) The amendment made by paragraph 19

(2) of subsection (f) shall apply to failures with 20

respect to which the requirements of paragraph 21

(6) of section 856(c) of the Internal Revenue 22

Code of 1986 (as amended by such paragraph) 23

are satisfied after the date of the enactment of 24

this Act. 25
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‘‘(C) The amendments made by paragraph 1

(3) of subsection (f) shall apply to failures with 2

respect to which the requirements of paragraph 3

(5) of section 856(g) of the Internal Revenue 4

Code of 1986 (as added by such paragraph) are 5

satisfied after the date of the enactment of this 6

Act. 7

‘‘(D) The amendment made by paragraph 8

(4) of subsection (f) shall apply to taxable years 9

ending after the date of the enactment of this 10

Act. 11

‘‘(E) The amendments made by paragraph 12

(5) of subsection (f) shall apply to statements 13

filed after the date of the enactment of this 14

Act.’’. 15

(e) AMENDMENTS RELATED TO SECTION 244 OF 16

THE ACT.— 17

(1) Paragraph (2) of section 181(d) is amended 18

by striking the last sentence in subparagraph (A), by 19

redesignating subparagraph (B) as subparagraph 20

(C), and by inserting after subparagraph (A) the fol-21

lowing new subparagraph: 22

‘‘(B) SPECIAL RULES FOR TELEVISION SE-23

RIES.—In the case of a television series— 24
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‘‘(i) each episode of such series shall 1

be treated as a separate production, and 2

‘‘(ii) only the first 44 episodes of such 3

series shall be taken into account.’’. 4

(2) Subparagraph (C) of section 1245(a)(2) is 5

amended by inserting ‘‘181,’’ after ‘‘179B,’’. 6

(f) AMENDMENT RELATED TO SECTION 245 OF THE 7
