almost $5,000,000 to date;

Whereas Alex’s Lemonade Stand as a fundraiser brings char-

itable giving to communities and neighborhoods, making

donating simple and rewarding for everyone;

Whereas Alex’s Lemonade Stand Foundation has donated

millions of dollars to pediatric cancer care centers across

the country and the Foundation works intensively with

research and treatment facilities nationwide to identify

specific ways in which the Foundation can make a dif-

ference for children who need new advances in cancer

treatments;
