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STATEMENT BY CONGRESSMAN DAN BURTON ON THE 34TH ANNIVERSARY OF THE MUNICH OLYMPICS MASSACRE OF 1972
(Washington, D.C.) - Congressman Dan Burton [R-IN-05], a senior Member of the House International Relations Committee, released the following statement on the 34th anniversary of the Munich Olympics Massacre of 1972:

"Thirty-four years ago today, eight members of the Palestinian terrorist group, Black September Organization (BSO), a group affiliated with the Fatah organization, took eleven Israeli athletes hostage in the Olympic Village in Munich, West Germany, where they were to compete in the 1972 Summer Olympic Games.  The BSO terrorist attack claimed the lives of all eleven Israeli athletes and the life of one German police officer."

"As we remember that horrific day and those early victims of Islamic terrorism, let us not forget that Islamic terrorism is alive and thriving in vast sections of the modern Muslim world.  Rogue regimes in Syria and Iran continue to supply terrorist organizations, such as Hezbollah, the means to murder Israeli civilians, and the Palestinian Authority's government, under the leadership of the terrorist organization HAMAS, continues to implicitly support the kidnappings of Western journalists and homicide bombers."  

"While terrorism became America's reality on 9/11/01, it has been a daily reality for the Israeli people since the State of Israel was founded.  While we will soon recall the fifth anniversary of the 9/11 terrorist attacks on our country, let us recommit our support for the peace-loving people of Israel, who continue to be victims of Islamic terrorism, and renew our own resolve to a lasting victory in the Global War on Terrorism in Afghanistan and Iraq."
