OWENS HONORS WONMEN'S HISTORY VIONTH

Congressman Major Owens and New York State
Assemblymember Karim Camara commemorated Women's
History Month by honoring the bravery of Sarah Louise Keys
who in 1952 refused to give up her seat to a white Marine on a
bus in Roanoke Rapids, North Carolina. Ms. Keys was fined,
arrested, charged with disorderly conduct and spent a night in
jail before being released. A proclamation from the constituents
of the 11th District, stated, "We owe a tremendous debt of grati-
tude to Sarah Louise Keys for sitting down so we could stand up.
Her dedication to the cause of social justice by risking her life, in a
South ravaged by hatred against African Americans, is remarkable.
The pathway she made in 1952 gave others, like Mother Rosa Parks,
the strength to do the same."

Terminating the Draft (H.R.1495) - Amends the Military Selective

he war in Iraq continues to
take the lives of our young
men and women and my
heart goes out to their families and
friends. Katrina victims in New
Orleans and Mississippi are still
feeling the impact and effects of
gross neglect and are in need of

. our continued support.

Here is a brief run down on my
positions on certain vital issues:

Iraq

It is estimated that the war has cost tax-
payers over eight billion dollars. With
eight billion dollars we could have built
78,325 additional public housing units,
hired 150,752 additional public school
teachers, provided 421,720 students four-
year college scholarships at state universi-
ties, insured over five million children for
one year and paid for over one million

children to attend a year of Head Start. With a
growing insurgency that targets our troops
and with a majority of Americans feeling no
safer than before the war, we need to end our
occupation of Iraq and bring our troops
home. The "Murtha Resolution" is the best
vehicle to accomplish this task.

Tax Cuts and Budget Cuts

With a national debt over 8 trillion dollars,
Congress pushed through tax cuts that exclu-
sively benefit high-income households -- pri-
marily millionaires-- in December 2005. To
support the tax cuts for the rich Congress
made cuts in programs serving low-and mod-
erate-income families and individuals. | voted
against the 2005 tax cuts and will continue to
fight budget cuts in vital programs.

Minimum Wage

The last time the Congress increased the fed-
eral minimum wage, currently set at $5.15 an
hour, was in 1997. In the 11th Congressional
District a large percentage of workers, with

families, do not even receive a livable wage. Congress has failed by not giving these hard-
working Americans a much needed pay raise. | am actively involved in pushing the Fair
Minimum Wage Act (H.R. 2429), which would increase the federal minimum wage to
$7.25 an hour.

Neighborhood Disaster Preparation

Hurricanes can happen in New York and we know that our city is targeted by terrorists.
Either form of disaster can best be overcome by an organized community. There must be
no Katrinas in Brooklyn. We will be utilizing the local Homeland Security funded organiza-
tions to conduct a series of neighborhood workshops to train volunteers and update resi-
dents on NYC disaster plans.

Public Housing

We have demanded a federal audit and investigation of the New York City Housing
Authority. Current fiscal difficulties are being wrongly blamed on tenants only. There is a
need to examine an incompetent and bloated administrative structure which has failed to
utilize existing federal construction funds. There should be no fee increases and no rent
increases until a comprehensive audit is completed.

Jobs For Low Income Workers

Black males are the workers most seriously impacted by high unemployment; however,
females are struggling also. Since the jobs that do exist require more training and educa-
tion, it is important to create entry level jobs which provide some income while the train-
ing process is engaged. | am developing legislation to include a Homeland Security
Community Mobilization Program in the existing Community Action Program. Jobs
which deal with preparations for disaster will be allocated on the basis of poverty rates in
each neighborhood. Workers thus engaged must enroll in upward mobility programs.
