to carry out noise mitigation for a building, or 23

for the replacement of a relocatable building 24

with a permanent building, in the noise im-25
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pacted area surrounding the airport at which 1

such building is used primarily for educational 2

purposes, notwithstanding the air easement 3

granted or any terms to the contrary in such 4

judgment and final order, if—5

‘‘(i) the Secretary determines that the 6

building is adversely affected by airport 7

noise; 8

‘‘(ii) the building is owned or char-9

tered by the school district that was the 10

plaintiff in case number 986,442 or 11

986,446, which was resolved by such judg-12

ment and final order; 13

‘‘(iii) the project is for a school identi-14

fied in 1 of the settlement agreements ef-15

fective February 16, 2005, between the 16

airport and each of the school districts; 17

‘‘(iv) in the case of a project to re-18

place a relocatable building with a perma-19

nent building, the eligible project costs are 20

limited to the actual structural construc-21

tion costs necessary to mitigate aircraft 22

noise in instructional classrooms to an in-23

terior noise level meeting current stand-24
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ards of the Federal Aviation Administra-1

tion; and 2

‘‘(v) the project otherwise meets the 3

requirements of this section for authoriza-4

tion of a passenger facility charge. 5

‘‘(B) ELIGIBLE PROJECT COSTS.—In sub-6

paragraph (A)(iv), the term ‘eligible project 7

costs’ means the difference between the cost of 8

standard school construction and the cost of 9

construction necessary to mitigate classroom 10

noise to the standards of the Federal Aviation 11

Administration.’’. 12

SEC. 114. INTERMODAL GROUND ACCESS PROJECT PILOT 13

PROGRAM. 14

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‘‘(2) INTERMODAL GROUND ACCESS PROJECT 1

DEFINED.—In this section, the term ‘intermodal 2

ground access project’ means a project for con-3

structing a local facility owned or operated by an eli-4

gible agency that is directly and substantially related 5

to the movement of passengers or property traveling 6

in air transportation. 7

‘‘(3) ELIGIBLE COSTS.—8

‘‘(A) IN GENERAL.—For purposes of para-9

graph (1), the eligible cost of an intermodal 10

ground access project shall be the total cost of 11

the project multiplied by the ratio that—12

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(C) a discussion of protections that the 1

‘‘(2) SUNSET OF LIMITATION.—Paragraph (1) 15

shall cease to be effective on such date as the Con-16

‘‘(3) To obtain modifications to the aircraft to 10

meet stage 3 noise levels. 11

‘‘(4) To perform scheduled heavy maintenance 12

or significant modifications on the aircraft at a 13

maintenance facility located in the contiguous 48 14

States. 15

‘‘(5) To deliver the aircraft to an operator leas-16

ing the aircraft from the owner or return the air-17

craft to the lessor. 18

‘‘(6) To prepare, park, or store the aircraft in 19

anticipation of any of the activities described in 20

paragraphs (1) through (5). 21

‘‘(7) To provide transport of persons and goods 22

in the relief of emergency situations. 23

‘‘(8) To divert the aircraft to an alternative air 24

port in the 48 contiguous States on account of 25
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weather, mechanical, fuel, air traffic control, or 1

other safety reasons while conducting a flight in 2

order to perform any of the activities described in 3

paragraphs (1) through (7). 4

‘‘(d) STATUTORY CONSTRUCTION.—Nothing in the 5

section may be construed as interfering with, nullifying, 6

or otherwise affecting determinations made by the Federal 7

Aviation Administration, or to be made by the Administra-8

tion, with respect to applications under part 161 of title 9

14, Code of Federal Regulations, that were pending on 10

the date of enactment of this section.’’. 11

(b) CONFORMING AMENDMENTS.—12

(c) CONTENTS.—The study shall include an examina-8

tion of representative information on human factors, traf-9

fic activity, and the technology and equipment used in air 10

traffic control. 11

(d) RECOMMENDATIONS AND ESTIMATES.—In con-12

ducting the study, the National Academy of Sciences shall 13

develop—14

(1) recommendations for the development by 15

the FAA of objective staffing standards to maintain 16

the safety and efficiency of the national airspace sys-17

tem with current and future projected air traffic lev-18

els; and 19

(2) estimates of cost and schedule for the devel-20

opment of such standards by the FAA or its con-21

tractors.

sponsor of a public airport designated by the Admin-24
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istrator to be used for the development or improve-1

ment of such airport.

SEC. 813. MERRILL FIELD AIRPORT, ANCHORAGE, ALASKA. 11

(a) IN GENERAL.—Notwithstanding any other provi-12

sion of law, including the Federal Airport Act (as in effect 13

on August 8, 1958), the United States releases, without 14

monetary consideration, all restrictions, conditions, and 15

limitations on the use, encumbrance, or conveyance of cer-16

tain land located in the municipality of Anchorage, Alaska, 17

more particularly described as Tracts 22 and 24 of the 18

Fourth Addition to the Town Site of Anchorage, Alaska, 19

as shown on the plat of U.S. Survey No. 1456, accepted 20

June 13, 1923, on file in the Bureau of Land Manage-21

ment, Department of Interior. 22

(b) GRANTS.—Notwithstanding any other provision 23

of law, the municipality of Anchorage shall be released 24

SEC. 814. WILLIAM P. HOBBY AIRPORT, HOUSTON, TEXAS. 7

It is the sense of Congress that the Nation—8

(1) supports the goals and ideals of the 1940 9

Air Terminal Museum located at William P. Hobby 10

Airport in the city of Houston, Texas; 11

(2) congratulates the city of Houston and the 12

1940 Air Terminal Museum on the 80-year history 13

of William P. Hobby Airport and the vital role of the 14

airport in Houston’s and the Nation’s transportation 15

infrastructure; and 16

(3) recognizes the 1940 Air Terminal Museum 17

for its importance to the Nation in the preservation 18

and presentation of civil aviation heritage and recog-19

nizes the importance of civil aviation to the Nation’s 20

history and economy.21
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
