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Member Pay

Member's 2006 Annual Salary: $165,200.00

A Member's monthly salary is paid on the first business day of the month following the close of the
preceding monthly pay period. Pursuant thereto, a New Member's first paycheck will be issued on February
1, 2007, and will cover the period January 3 — 31 (28 days).

New Members will receive 11 monthly paychecks in the first year of service. Members will receive the
December 2007 paycheck on January 1, 2008. Thus, a new Member's gross salary for the first year of
service is 11/12 of the annual salary.

For state income tax purposes, Members are considered residents of the state from which elected.
Spouse's income may be taxed by the state or district in which they reside (DC, Virginia, or Maryland).
