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We are a nation of immigrants, but we are also a

nation of laws.  Illegal immigration should not be

tolerated nor rewarded. We must increase our efforts

to secure our borders and maintain homeland security

while respecting those who wish to enter this great

nation legally.

■ H.R. 418 - Real ID Act, implements much needed driver’s license

reforms, closes asylum loopholes, enhances border security, and

strengthens deportation laws.

■ H.R. 1817 - Homeland Security Authorization Act, provides for

funding to heighten border security and port enforcement with the

recruiting and training of 2,000 new border agents, streamlines counter-terrorism and

intelligence-gathering efforts, increases analytic expertise, and improves readiness through

training exercises.

■ H.R. 3938 - Enforcement First Immigration Reform Act,

authorizes armed forces to perform border protection functions and adds up to

700,000 law enforcement officials to the battle against illegal immigration by authorizing

state and local law enforcement to enforce immigration law. Cracks down on illegal workers

by stopping Social Security benefits and issuing tougher IRS fines for their employers.

■ H.R. 4437 - amends the Immigration and Nationality Act to strengthen

enforcement of the immigration laws and to enhance border security.

■ H.R. 3137- Clear Law Enforcement for Criminal Alien Removal

Act of 2005, or CLEAR Act of 2005, allows state and local law

enforcement personnel to fully authorize investigations, apprehend or transfer aliens in the

United States to federal custody in order to assist in the enforcement of U.S. immigration

laws; and says a state that does not have a statute permitting enforcement of federal

immigration laws within two years of enactment of this Act shall not receive certain federal

incarceration assistance.

■ H.R. 1986 - authorizes the Secretary of Defense to assign members of

the Army, Navy, Air Force, and Marine Corps, under certain circumstances and

subject to certain conditions, to assist the Department of Homeland Security in the

performance of border protection functions.

■ H.R. 997 - English Language Unity Act, establishes English as the

legal official language of the United States of America.

What Trent Franks is Doing to Ensure a Secure BorderTrent Franks’ Priorities to Secure Our Border

Federal Enforcement
Increase the number of border patrol officers and immigration
investigators to secure and patrol border ports of entry and
enforce existing immigration laws.

Secure the Homeland along the Border
Authorize our armed forces to perform border security functions
along the U.S. border; including allowing border training exercises
to be performed as the Department of Defense deems necessary.

Streamline Detention
Increase the efficiency and number of detention facilities to
comply with mandatory detention and expedited removal of
illegal aliens from within our borders.

Technology Utilization
Increase manned and unmanned aerial vehicles, remote surveillance
video, next-generation detection technology and strategic stadium
style lighting to deter and stop illegal border crossers.

Immigration Data and Identification
Ensure that accurate enforcement data on aliens is properly
recorded and that the identification can track repeat offenders and
criminal activity while adding data to terrorism watch lists.

Increased Criminal and Civil Penalties
Impose severe consequences for illegal presence, illegal
employment, alien smuggling and gang activity.
