Rahm Emanuel, 47, is a leader in Congress committed to addressing the challenges
facing families across the nation. Since taking the oath of office in 2003, he has been a
strong, effective voice for Chicago in Congress.

At the beginning of his second term, Emanuel received an assignment to serve on the
House Ways and Means Committee, which oversees taxes, trade, Social Security, and
Medicare issues.
