(a) REPEALS.—Subtitles A through C of title I of the 6

Farm Security and Rural Investment Act of 2002 (7 7
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U.S.C. 7901 et seq.) (other than sections 1001, 1101, 1

1102, 1103, 1104, and 1106) are repealed. 2

(b) BASE ACRES AND PAYMENT ACRES.—Section 3

1101 of the Farm Security and Rural Investment Act of 4

2002 (7 U.S.C. 7911) is amended—5

(1) in subsections (a)(1) and (e)(2), by striking 6

farm, may reduce the base acres for a covered com-15

modity for the farm if the reduced acres are used for 16

the planting and production of fruits or vegetables 17

for processing. 18

‘‘(2) REVERSION TO BASE ACRES FOR COVERED 19

COMMODITY.—Any reduced acres on a farm devoted 20

to the planting and production of fruits or vegeta-21

bles during a crop year under paragraph (1) shall be 22

included in base acres for the covered commodity for 23

the subsequent crop year, unless the producers on 24
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the farm make the election described in paragraph 1

(1) for the subsequent crop year. 2

‘‘(3) RECALCULATION OF BASE ACRES.—3

‘‘(A) IN GENERAL.—Subject to subpara-4

graph (B), if the Secretary recalculates base 5

acres for a farm, the planting and production of 6

fruits or vegetables for processing under para-7

graph (1) shall be considered to be the same as 8

the planting, prevented planting, or production 9

of the covered commodity.

sea oats, and industrial crops) to participate in a 4

pilot program established under this subsection.’’.

operate to ensure, to the maximum extent prac-13

ticable, that producers on a farm do not receive du-14

plicative compensation under Federal law for the 15

same loss, including by reducing crop insurance in-16

demnity payments.’’.17

SEC. 19ll. CROP INSURANCE EDUCATION ASSISTANCE. 20

(a) PARTNERSHIPS FOR RISK MANAGEMENT EDU-21

CATION.—Section 524(a)(3) of the Federal Crop Insur-22

ance Act (7 U.S.C. 1524(a)(3)) is amended—23
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(1) in subparagraph (B), by striking ‘‘A grant’’ 1

and inserting ‘‘Subject to subparagraph (E), a 2

grant’’; and 3

(2) by adding at the end the following: 4

‘‘(E) ALLOCATION TO STATES.—The Sec-5

retary shall allocate funds made available to 6

carry out this subsection for each fiscal year in 7

a manner that ensures that grants are provided 8

to eligible entities in States based on the ratio 9

that the value of agricultural production of each 10

State bears to the total value of agricultural 11

production in all States, as determined by the 12

Secretary.’’. 13

SEC. 1931. DEFINITIONS. 15

In this subtitle: 16

(1) ADJUSTED GROSS REVENUE.—The term 17

‘‘adjusted gross revenue’’, with respect to a farm of 18

an operator or producer, means the adjusted gross 19

income of the farm, as determined by the Secretary, 20

from the sale or transfer of eligible commodities of 21

the farm, as calculated—22
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(A) taking into consideration the gross re-1

ceipts (including insurance indemnities) from 2

each sale; 3

(B) including all farm payments received 4

by the operator or producer from any Federal, 5

State, or local government agency relating to 6

the eligible commodities; 7

(C) by deducting the cost or basis of any 8

eligible livestock or other item purchased for re-9

sale, such as feeder livestock, by the farm; 10

(D) excluding any revenue that does not 11

arise from the sale of eligible commodities of 12

the farm, such as revenue associated with the 13

packaging, merchandising, marketing, or re-14

processing beyond what is typically carried out 15

by a producer of the eligible commodity, as de-16

termined by the Secretary; and 17

(E) using such adjustments, additions, and 18

additional documentation as the Secretary de-19

termines to be appropriate, as presented on—20

(i) a schedule F form of the Federal 21

income tax returns of the operator or pro-22

ducer; or 23

(ii) a comparable tax form relating to 24

the farm, as approved by the Secretary. 25
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(2) APPLICABLE YEAR.—The term ‘‘applicable 1

year’’ means a fiscal year covered by a risk manage-2

ment account contract. 3

(3) AVERAGE ADJUSTED GROSS REVENUE.—4

The term ‘‘average adjusted gross revenue’’ means—5

(A) the rolling average of the adjusted 6

gross revenue of an operator or producer for 7

each of the 5 preceding taxable years; or 8

(B) in the case of a beginning farmer or 9

rancher, or another agricultural operation that 10

does not have adjusted gross revenue for each 11

of the 5 preceding taxable years, the estimated 12

income of the operation for the applicable year, 13

as determined by the Secretary. 14

(4) ELIGIBLE COMMODITY.—The term ‘‘eligible 15

commodity’’ means any annual or perennial crop 16

raised or produced by an operator or producer. 17

(5) FARM.—18

(A) IN GENERAL.—The term ‘‘farm’’ 19

means any parcel of land used for the raising 20

or production of an eligible commodity that is 21

considered to be a separate operation, as deter-22

mined by the Secretary. 23

(B) INCLUSIONS.—The term ‘‘farm’’ in-24

cludes—25
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(i) any parcel of land and related ag-1

ricultural production facilities on which an 2

operator or producer has more than de 3

minimis operational control; and 4

(ii) any parcel of land subject to more 5

than de minimis common ownership, as de-6

termined by the Secretary, unless the com-7

mon owners of the parcel—8

(I) except with respect to a con-9

servation condition established in an 10

applicable rental agreement, do not 11

have operational control regarding any 12

portion of the parcel; and 13

(II) do not share in the proceeds 14

of the parcel, other than cash rent. 15

(C) EXCLUSION.—The term ‘‘farm’’ does 16

not include a parcel that is not a portion of a 17

farm subject to a risk management account 18

contract. 19

(D) APPLICABILITY OF CFR.—Except as 20

otherwise provided in this subtitle or by the 21

Secretary, by regulation, part 718 of title 7, 22

Code of Federal Regulations (or successor regu-23

lations), shall apply to the definition, constitu-24
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tion, and reconstitution of a farm for purposes 1

of this paragraph. 2

(6) OPERATOR.—The term ‘‘operator’’ means a 3

producer who controls an agricultural operation on 4

a farm, as determined by the Secretary. 5

(7) PRODUCER.—The term ‘‘producer’’ means a 6

person that, as determined by the Secretary, for an 7

applicable year—8

(A) shares in the risk of producing, or pro-9

vides a material contribution in producing, an 10

eligible commodity; 11

(B) has a substantial beneficial interest in 12

the farm on which the eligible commodity is 13

produced; 14

(C)(i) for each of the 5 preceding taxable 15

years, has filed—16

(I) a schedule F form of the Federal 17

income tax return relating to the eligible 18

commodity; or 19

(II) a comparable tax form related to 20

the eligible commodity, as approved by the 21

Secretary; or 22

(ii) is a beginning farmer or rancher, or 23

another producer that does not have adjusted 24
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gross revenue for each of the 5 preceding tax-1

able years, as determined by the Secretary; and 2

(D)(i) during the 5 preceding taxable 3

years, has earned at least $10,000 in average 4

adjusted gross revenue; 5

(ii) is a limited resource farmer or rancher, 6

as determined by the Secretary; or 7

(iii) in the case of a beginning farmer or 8

rancher, or another producer that does not have 9

adjusted gross revenue for each of the 5 pre-10

ceding taxable years, has at least $10,000 in es-11

timated income from all farms for the applica-12

ble year, as determined by the Secretary. 13

(8) RISK MANAGEMENT ACCOUNT.—The term 14

‘‘risk management account’’ means a farm income 15

stabilization assistance account maintained at a 16

qualified financial institution in accordance with 17

such terms as the Secretary may establish. 18

SEC. 1932. RISK MANAGEMENT ACCOUNT CONTRACTS. 19

(a) ESTABLISHMENT OF PROGRAM.—The Secretary 20

shall establish and carry out a program under which the 21

Secretary shall offer to enter into contracts with eligible 22

operators and producers in accordance with this section—23
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(1) to provide to the operators and producers a 1

reserve to assist in the stabilization of farm income 2

during low-revenue years; 3

(2) to assist operators and producers to invest 4

in value-added farms; and 5

(3) to recognize high levels of environmental 6

stewardship. 7

(b) ELIGIBILITY.—8

(1) IN GENERAL.—Any operator that has par-9
