Eood and Workplace Safety: Protecting Workers and Consumers from Chemical Used in
Artificial Flavoring

On Friday, | joined with Senator Edward Kennedy in sending letters to the Centers for Disease Control, the Food
and Drug Administration, and the Department of Labor that outlined our concerns with the risks of diacetyl, a
chemical found in artificial flavorings. Diacetyl is commonly used in the artificial butter flavoring found in
microwave popcorn. Workers in some factories that produce artificial butter flavoring have been diagnosed with a
very serious lung condition.
