vation.  It’s more important than ever that we are looking 
at how we can grow new sectors of the U.S. economy and 
ensure our long-term competitiveness.”

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Throughout the 110th Congress, the Committee has 
strived to promote American innovation, global competi-
tiveness, and new energy research. The America COM-
PETES Act was created to help drive America’s economic 
competitiveness by supporting education and innovation. 
The Advanced Research Projects Agency for Energy 
(ARPA-E), part of COMPETES, will revolutionize how our 
country develops new energy technologies. ARPA-E aims 
to foster innovation and be the bridge to the new energy 
economy.  
 
In addition, the Committee shepherded a one-year NASA 
reauthorization into law, reaffirming a national commitment 
to a balanced, robust program of science, aeronautics, 
and human spaceflight and exploration.  Also,  Committee 
contributions to the Energy Independence and Security 
Act expanded research, development, and the demonstra-
tion of energy technologies, and promoted renewable en-
ergy, energy efficiency, and clean coal technologies.
