H.R. 2180

Title: To amend title 38, United States Code, to waive housing loan fees for certain veterans
with service-connected disabilities called to active service.

Mr. Teague of New Mexico introduced H.R. 2180 on April 29, 20009.

H.R. 2180 would:
1. Prohibit the Secretary of Veterans Affairs from collecting a housing loan fee from any
veteran who, but for the receipt of active service pay, would be entitled to compensation
for a service-connected disability.

Effective Date: Date of enactment.

Cost: Preliminary cost estimate from CBO estimates that implementation of H.R. 2180 would
have no effect direct spending or revenues.
