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Spotlight on Farms

As a founder and co-chair of the Congressional Dairy Farmers Caucus , launche
d in July 2009 , Rep. Welch has worked hard to help Vermont’s dairy farmers survive the ongoing dairy price crisis. Welch 
testified before the House Agriculture Committee  in July about the struggles facing Vermont’s family farms, introduced legislation in September to 
close a trade loophole  hurting farmers, and organized a Caucus 
meeting with Agriculture Secretary Tom Vilsack  in October. Welch successfully worked with Vermont Senators Patrick Leahy and Bernie Sanders to 
provide $350 million in emergency assistance  to dairy farmers in fall 2009.
