    Cash Assistance   
    

General Assistance (GA) is a cash payment supplemented by Medicaid, which is paid exclusively from State funds, for categories of persons who do not qualify for Federal Assistance. These catagories would include: individuals who have an illness without minor children in their care or needy children in the care of non-relatives. Needy persons applying for disability benefits might receive GA if they agree to reimburse the state from disability benefits when received as a condition of eligibility.       To provide constituents with the proper information and tools to compete in the workforce and to care for themselves and their families, I hosted my first Working Families Resources Summit in August of 2009. I recognize the increasing burden being placed on families across the District and so I organized the summit to network constituents with government agencies and private organizations. More than 300 residents from across the region attended the event in which government agencies at all levels were integrated with non-profit organizations to offer access to housing assistance, student loans, employment, health care, disability aid and other existing support. 
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
