Any documents relating to the testing of emergency response procedures and
technologies for use in responding to an accidental release of oil or gas at the
Deepwater Horizon drilling rig or other offshore deep water or ultra-deep water
drilling facilities; and

All multiagency plans, emergency management plans, and contingency plans
developed relating to an accidental release of oil or gas at the Deepwater Horizon
drilling rig or other offshore deep water or ultra-deep water drilling facilities in the
Outer Continental Shelf, including any regional and site-specific Oil-Spill Response
Plans (OSRPs), and attached documentation, prepared for or submitted to federal
or state regulators.
