The USDA Rural Development Water and
Waste Disposal Program is designed to
bring fresh, clean drinking water and sani-
tary, environmentally sound sewage facilities
to rural America’s 53 million residents.
Loans and grants are available to rural com-
munities with fewer than 10,000 residents.
Public bodies, corporations operating on a
non-profit basis, and Indian tribes, that are
unable to obtain credit from other sources at
reasonable rates and terms, are eligible for
assistance.
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HINOJOSA SECURES $310,100 FOR THE PURCHASE OF A FIRE TRUCK

Washington, DC - Congressman Rubén Hinojosa (TX-
15) announced the City of Beeville has been approved
funding in the amount of $310,000 for the purchase of a
fire truck. The funding is in the form of a grant and loan
combination through USDA - Rural Development's Com-
munity Facilities Loan and Grant Program.

Several weeks ago Beeville City Manager Ford Patton, on
behalf of Beeville Mayor Kenneth Chesshir and Beeville
Volunteer Fire Department Chief Donnie Morris, contacted
Congressman Hinojosa’s Beeville District Office emphasiz-
ing the importance of this funding and highlighting the im-
pact of first responder services in the rural Coastal Bend.
Congressman Hinojosa asked his staff to track the funding
request and then, at the appropriate time, made his sup-
port known to the USDA officials in Washington.

An efficient board values teamwork. The board elects
members that have skills in legal matters, accounting prin-
ciples, and programmatic areas, and then fosters team-
work among them. The goal is to achieve the organiza-
tion's objectives by utilizing board intel-
ligence through teamwork. Staff
should not have to act as referees

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An effective board looks at the big picture. It is alert to
signs of trouble before a crisis erupts and is always asking
questions such as: "How are we doing in meeting our mis-
sion?" "Are we working the hardest on the most important
tasks?" "Could we do things better and more efficiently?"
"Where are we in meeting our long-range goals?"

A good board has a keen sense of priorities. It works
from an agenda so that it does not waste time on frivolous
issues. It encourages planning and the use of planning
tools, freely endorsing time and money spent on anticipat-
ing future problems and preparing for them.

Doris Duke Charitable Foundation's Arts Program Announces National Projects Fund
Deadline: Open/Rolling

As part of a new initiative to help strengthen the national performing arts sector, the Doris Duke Charitable Foundation’s Arts Program will support
select national projects that strengthen the health of the dance, jazz, presenting, and/or theater fields. During a two-year pilot phase, the National Pro-
jects Fund will award a total of up to $1 million in grants to support key national projects in the dance, jazz, presenting, and/or theater fields.

5. Alibrary consortium that is a local, statewide, regional, interstate, or international cooperative association of library entities that provides for the system-
atic and effective coordination of the resources of eligible libraries, as defined above, and information centers that work to improve the services delivered to
the clientele of these libraries.

6. A library association that exists on a permanent basis, serves libraries or library professionals on a national, regional, state, or local level, and engages
in activities designed to advance the well-being of libraries and the library profession.
