U.S. Rep. Rubén Hinojosa (TX-15) announced 

a $1,000,000 grant award from the U.S. Depart-
ment of Commerce (U.S. DOC) for the Bee Devel-
opment Authority to be used for renovations and 
construction at the former Chase Naval Air Station 
(Chase Field) in Beeville, Texas. 
 
 “I could not be more pleased to receive this 
news, said Rep. Hinojosa. “I visited the hard 
working folks at Chase Field and understood 
their situation very well. I came back to Wash-
ington, D.C. with them in mind. I will continue 
to work hard in helping the residents of my 
district keep their jobs and create more em-
ployment opportunities”.  
 
 The Economic Development Administration 
(EDA) funding will be used to renovate two exist-
ing airplane hangars and the construction of an 
adjacent warehouse at Chase Field. This project 
will allow for the expansion of an existing aero-
nautics operation on the site which will create 
additional opportunities for high skilled jobs in the 
community. 
 
  

 
Joe B. Montez is the Executive Director for the 
Bee Development Authority said this is the boost 
they were waiting for. “We are delighted and we 
are very fortunate that we presented a very 
good application for this grant and we are also 
very fortunate that we had the backing of Con-
gressman Hinojosa for this very important 
project”, said Mr. Montez. 
 
 Montez said that Sikorsky Helicopter Mainte-
nance, a division of Sikorsky Aircraft Corporation, 
employs 300 people. He said the funds will be 
used primarily to upgrade the working area for the 
employees. 
 
 Laura Fischer, Chairwoman of the Bee Develop-
ment Authority, said “We are elated because 
this will enable our tenants (Sikorsky) to grow. 
This means we will be able to offer more high-
paying jobs to our residents, keeping them 
here at home. We are very grateful to our Con-
gressional delegation for shepherding this 
grant through”.  
 
 According to the EDA, this investment could cre-
ate 250 jobs and retain up to 160 jobs.

$128,385.00 GRANT  FOR 25 HOMELESS VETERANS IN HARLINGEN 

U.S. Rep. Rubén Hinojosa (TX-15) announced the Har-
lingen Housing Authority will receive $128,385,000 from the 
U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development-
Veterans Affairs Supporting Housing (HUD-VASH) to pro-
vide rental assistance for homeless veterans living in Har-
lingen. 
 
 “Too many times we’ve seen veterans who end up being 
homeless, and while some people may look the other way, 
there are others like Harlingen Housing Authority Executive 
Director, Blas Cantu Jr. who find ways to help”, said Rep. 
Hinojosa. “Mr. Cantu’s work in the community has had a 
direct impact on people’s lives and in this case we see that 
hard work directly affecting our veterans in a very positive 
way”.  
 
Harlingen Housing Executive Director Blas Cantu Jr. says 
the veterans chosen will be referred by the Veterans Ser-
vice Officer.  

 “This is wonderful news for the twenty five families who will 
benefit from this grant”, said Cantu. “This joint effort by 
HUD and our Veterans Administration Office in Washington 
and our local offices will give these families a new start”. 
 
 Cantu says this is an annual program and that the families 
will be placed in privately owned apartments or homes in 
Harlingen. 
 
 The HUD-VASH program provides vouchers for rental as-
sistance under a supportive housing program for homeless 
veterans as part of the United States Housing Act of 1937.

 The funds will be distributed to several programs. The 
Community Development Block Grants program for Hi-
dalgo County will receive $9,139,948.00. These funds will 
be used to develop viable urban communities by providing 

decent housing and suitable living environment, and by 
expanding economic opportunities, principally for low and 
moderate-income persons. 
 
 Under the Emergency Shelter Grants, Hidalgo County will 
receive $370,738.00. These funds will be used to improve 
the quality and number of emergency homeless shelters. 
 
 The third program, HOME, will receive $2,973,382.00 to 
expand the supply of decent, affordable housing to low 
and very low-income families in order to meet the needs 
and priorities of the community and it’s residents. 
 
 “Programs like these serve to help our communities thrive 
and grow”, said Rep. Hinojosa.” “I am looking forward to 
working on making sure District 15 remains in the forefront 
of securing federal grants like these”.

GRANT FUNDING FOR PROGRESO 

(Funding to be used for damages caused by Hurricane Dolly) 

U.S. Rep. Rubén Hinojosa (TX-15) announced a grant of 
$547,633 was awarded to Hidalgo County by the Texas 
Department of Rural Affairs (TDRA) for the City of Pro-
greso. The funds will be used for repairs and construction 
of streets and storm sewer systems in Progreso which were 
damaged by flooding caused by Hurricane Dolly in 2008. 
 
 “I’m glad to see that federal funding continues to 
come in for Deep South Texas under the long-term dis-
aster recovery for infrastructure program,” said Rep. 
Hinojosa. “These improvements to several neighbor-
hoods in Progreso will certainly add to the quality of 
life for the residents”. 
 
 

 The funds are made available from the 2008 Supplemental 
Community Development Block Grant (CDBG), appropri-
ated by Congress through the Department of Housing and 
Urban Development (HUD) and administered by the 
(TDRA). 
 
 The improvements include a new road base and asphalt 
resurfacing on FM 1015-Ford St. and between Martinez St. 
to Maritza St.  Improvements also include a storm sewer 
system which will be placed in the Catarina subdivision.

To preserve and ensure continued access to such collections, institutions must implement 
preventive conservation measures, which encompass managing relative humidity, temperature, light and pollutants in collection spaces; providing protec-
tive storage enclosures and systems for collections; and safeguarding collections from theft and from natural and man-made disasters. As they strive to be 
effective stewards of humanities collections, cultural repositories are increasingly interested in sustainable preservation strategies, which balance preserva-
tion effectiveness, cost, and environmental impact. A growing body of research suggests that institutions can develop effective, energy-efficient, and envi-
ronmentally sensitive preservation measures, particularly for managing the environmental conditions under which collections are stored or exhibited. NEH 
therefore invites proposals that explore and implement sustainable preservation measures that are designed to mitigate the greatest risks to collections 
rather than to meet prescriptive targets. To help institutions develop sound preventive conservation projects, NEH encourages collaborative and interdisci-
plinary planning, which is important for identifying sustainable strategies. Such planning should include consideration of the following factors: the nature of 
the materials in a collection; the performance of the building, its envelope, and its systems in moderating internal environmental conditions; the capabilities 
of the institution; the nature of the local climate and the effects of climate change; the cost-effectiveness and energy efficiency of various approaches to 
preventive conservation; and the project’s impact on the environment.
