Eligible Applicants: Volunteer and combination fire departments are eligible to apply for: Hiring of Firefighters Category, or Recruitment and Retention of 
Volunteer Firefighters Category, or Both categories; if the applicant wishes to apply for both categories, two separate applications must be completed, one 
for each category, Career fire departments are eligible to apply for funding only in the Hiring of Firefighters Category, Municipalities and fire districts may 
submit applications on behalf of fire departments lacking the legal status to do so, such as those under the auspices of the municipality or district, Organi-
zations representing the interests of volunteer firefighters and individual fire departments (volunteer or combination) may apply for funding for regional 
projects. In completing the “Department Characteristics” section of the application, the regional applicant must include data approximating the characteris-
tics of the entire region affected by the grant.
