SEC. 101. During the current fiscal year, applicable
appropriations and funds made available to the Depart-
ment of Commerce by this Aect shall be available for the
activities specified in the Act of October 26, 1949 (15
U.S.C. 1514), to the extent and in the manner prescribed
by the Act, and, notwithstanding 31 U.S.C. 3324, may
be used for advanced payments not otherwise authorized
only upon the certification of officials designated by the
Secretary of Commerce that such payments are in the
public interest.

SEC. 102. During the current fisecal year, appropria-
tions made available to the Department of Commerce by
this Act for salaries and expenses shall be available for
hire of passenger motor vehicles as authorized by 31

U.S.C. 1343 and 1344, services as authorized by 5 U.S.C.
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3109; and uniforms or allowances therefor, as authorized
by law (5 U.S.C. 56901-5902).

SEC. 103. Not to exceed 5 percent of any appropria-
tion made available for the current fiscal year for the De-
partment of Commerce in this Act may be transferred be-
tween such appropriations, but no such appropriation shall
be increased by more than 10 percent by any such trans-
fers: Provided, That any transfer pﬁrsuant to this section
shall be treated as a reprogramming of funds under seec-
tion 505 of this Act and shall not be available for obliga-
tion or expenditure except in compliance with the proce-
dures éet forth in that section: Provided further, That the
Secretary of Commerce shall notify the Committees on Ap-

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agreements regarding fisheries, marine mammals, or sea
turtles: Provided, That the Secretary of Commerce shall
be responsible for the development and interdepartmental
coordination of the policies of the United States with re-
spect to the international negotiations and agreements re-
ferred to in this section.

SEC. 109. Nothing in this title shall be construed to
prevent a grant recipient from deterring child pornog-
raphy, copyright infringement, or any other unlawful ac-
tivity over its networks.

SEC. 110. The Administration of the National Oce-
anic and Atmospheric Administration is authorized to use,
with their consent, with reimbursement and subject to the

shall be available to the Attorney General for official re-
ception and representation expenses.

SEC. 202. None of the funds appropriated by this
title shall be available to pay for an abortion, except where
the life of the mother would be endangered if the fetus
were carried to term, or in the ease of rape: Provided,
That should this prohibition be declared unconstitutional
by a court of compefent jurisdiction, this section shall be
null and void.

SEcC. 203. None of the funds appropriated under this
title shall be used to require any person to perform, or
facilitate in any way the performance of, any abortion.

SEC. 204. Nothing in the preceding section shall re-
move the obligation of the Director of the Bureau of Pris-
ons to provide escort services necessary for a female in-
mate to receive such service outside the Federal facility:
Provided, That nothing in this section in any way dimin-
ishes the effect of section 203 intended to address the phil-
osophical beliefs of individual employees of the Bureau of

Prisons.
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SEC. 205. Not to exceed b percent of any appropfia—
tion made available for the current fiscal year for the De-
partment of }Justice in this Act may be transferred be-
tween such appropriations, but no suech appropriation, ex-
cept as otherwise specifically provided, shall be increased
by more than 10 pereent by any such transfers: Provided,
That any transfer pursuant to this section shall be treated
as a reprogramming of funds under section 505 of this
Act and shall not be available for obligation except in com-
pliance with the procedures set forth in that section.
