Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Representa-1

tives of the United States of America in Congress assembled, 2

That the following sums are appropriated, out of any 3

money in the Treasury not otherwise appropriated, for the 4

fiscal year ending September 30, 2010, and for other pur-5

poses, namely: 6

(INCLUDING TRANSFER OF FUNDS) 7

For necessary expenses of the Department of State 8

and the Foreign Service not otherwise provided for, 9

$8,229,000,000, of which $1,577,427,000 is for World-10

wide Security Protection (to remain available until ex-11

pended): Provided, That the Secretary of State may trans-12

fer up to $137,600,000 of the total funds made available 13

under this heading to any other appropriation of any de-14

partment or agency of the United States, upon the concur-15

rence of the head of such department or agency, to sup-16

port operations in and assistance for Afghanistan and to 17

carry out the provisions of the Foreign Assistance Act of 18

1961: Provided further, That, consistent with existing law 19

and regulation, the Secretary of State shall notify in writ-20

ing the member of the House of Representatives rep-21

resenting the district of a left-behind parent when the par-22

ent reports an international child abduction to the Depart-23

ment of State and the Secretary shall maintain a comput-24

erized data tracking system to track and monitor such re-25
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ported international child abduction cases: Provided fur-1

ther, That the requirements of the previous proviso shall 2

not apply to cases where the left-behind parent does not 3

consent to the Secretary taking such actions: Provided fur-4

ther, That funds made available under this heading shall 5

be allocated as follows: 6

(1) HUMAN RESOURCES.—For necessary ex-7

penses for training, human resources management, 8

and salaries, including employment without regard 9

to civil service and classification laws of persons on 10

a temporary basis (not to exceed $700,000), as au-11

thorized by section 801 of the United States Infor-12

mation and Educational Exchange Act of 1948, 13

$2,667,130,000 to remain available until September 14

30, 2011, of which not less than $138,075,000 shall 15

be available only for public diplomacy American sal-16

aries, and, $220,840,000 is for Worldwide Security 17

Protection and shall remain available until expended. 18

(2) OVERSEAS PROGRAMS.—For necessary ex-19

penses for the regional bureaus of the Department 20

of State and overseas activities as authorized by law, 21

$2,497,158,000, to remain available until September 22

30, 2011, of which not less than $381,800,000 shall 23

be available only for public diplomacy international 24

information programs. 25
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(3) DIPLOMATIC POLICY AND SUPPORT.—For 1

necessary expenses for the functional bureaus of the 2

Department of State including representation to cer-3

tain international organizations in which the United 4

States participates pursuant to treaties ratified pur-5

suant to the advice and consent of the Senate or 6

specific Acts of Congress, general administration, 7

and arms control, nonproliferation and disarmament 8

activities as authorized, $892,012,000, to remain 9

available until September 30, 2011. 10

(4) SECURITY PROGRAMS.—For necessary ex-11

penses for security activities, $2,172,700,000, to re-12

main available until September 30, 2011, of which, 13

$1,356,587,000 is for Worldwide Security Protection 14

and shall remain available until expended. 15

(5) FEES AND PAYMENTS COLLECTED.—In ad-16

dition to amounts otherwise made available under 17

this heading— 18

(A) not to exceed $1,653,305 shall be de-19

rived from fees collected from other executive 20

agencies for lease or use of facilities located at 21

the International Center in accordance with sec-22

tion 4 of the International Center Act, and, in 23

addition, as authorized by section 5 of such 24

Act, $490,000, to be derived from the reserve 25
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authorized by that section, to be used for the 1

purposes set out in that section; 2

(B) as authorized by section 810 of the 3

United States Information and Educational Ex-4

change Act, not to exceed $6,000,000, to re-5

main available until expended, may be credited 6

to this appropriation from fees or other pay-7

ments received from English teaching, library, 8

motion pictures, and publication programs and 9

from fees from educational advising and coun-10

seling and exchange visitor programs; and 11

(C) not to exceed $15,000, which shall be 12

derived from reimbursements, surcharges and 13

fees for use of Blair House facilities. 14

(6) TRANSFER AND REPROGRAMMING.— 15

(A) Notwithstanding any provision of this 16

Act, funds may be reprogrammed within and 17

between subsections under this heading subject 18

to section 7015 of this Act. 19

(B) Of the amount made available under 20

this heading, not to exceed $10,000,000 may be 21

transferred to, and merged with, funds made 22

available by this Act under the heading ‘‘Emer-23

gencies in the Diplomatic and Consular Serv-24
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ice’’, to be available only for emergency evacu-1

ations and rewards, as authorized. 2

(C) Funds appropriated under this heading 3

are available for acquisition by exchange or pur-4

chase of passenger motor vehicles as authorized 5

by law and, pursuant to 31 U.S.C. 1108(g), for 6

the field examination of programs and activities 7

in the United States funded from any account 8

contained in this title. 9

CIVILIAN STABILIZATION INITIATIVE 10

For necessary expenses to establish, support, main-11

tain, mobilize, and deploy a civilian response corps in co-12

ordination with the United States Agency for Inter-13

national Development, and for related reconstruction and 14

stabilization assistance to prevent or respond to conflict 15

or civil strife in foreign countries or regions, or to enable 16

transition from such strife, $125,000,000, to remain avail-17

able until expended: Provided, That funds made available 18

under this heading may be made available in fiscal year 19

2010 to provide administrative expenses for the Office of 20

the Coordinator for Reconstruction and Stabilization: Pro-21

vided further, That notwithstanding any other provision 22

of law and following consultation with the Committees on 23

Appropriations, the President may exercise transfer au-24

thorities contained in the Foreign Assistance Act of 1961 25
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for reconstruction and stabilization assistance managed by 1

the Office of the Coordinator for Reconstruction and Sta-2

bilization, United States Department of State, only to sup-3

port an actively deployed civilian response corps, subject 4

to the regular notification procedures of the Committees 5

on Appropriations: Provided further, That not later than 6

45 days after enactment of this Act, the Secretary of State 7

and the Administrator of the United States Agency for 8

International Development shall submit a coordinated 9

joint spending plan for funds made available under this 10

heading and under the heading ‘‘Civilian Stabilization Ini-11

tiative’’ in title II of this Act. 12

CAPITAL INVESTMENT FUND 13

For necessary expenses of the Capital Investment 14

Fund, $160,000,000, to remain available until expended, 15

as authorized: Provided, That section 135(e) of Public 16

Law 103-236 shall not apply to funds available under this 17

heading. 18

OFFICE OF INSPECTOR GENERAL 19

For necessary expenses of the Office of Inspector 20

General, $100,000,000, notwithstanding section 209(a)(1) 21

of the Foreign Service Act of 1980 (Public Law 96-465), 22

as it relates to post inspections, of which $23,000,000 23

shall be for the Special Inspector General for Iraq Recon-24

struction for reconstruction oversight, and $23,000,000 25
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shall be for the Special Inspector General for Afghanistan 1

Reconstruction for reconstruction oversight. 2

EDUCATIONAL AND CULTURAL EXCHANGE PROGRAMS 3

For expenses of educational and cultural exchange 4

programs, as authorized, $600,000,000, to remain avail-5

able until expended: Provided, That not to exceed 6

$5,000,000, to remain available until expended, may be 7

credited to this appropriation from fees or other payments 8

received from or in connection with English teaching, edu-9

cational advising and counseling programs, and exchange 10

visitor programs as authorized. 11

REPRESENTATION ALLOWANCES 12

For representation allowances as authorized, 13

$8,175,000. 14

PROTECTION OF FOREIGN MISSIONS AND OFFICIALS 15

For expenses, not otherwise provided, to enable the 16

Secretary of State to provide for extraordinary protective 17

services, as authorized, $28,500,000, to remain available 18

until September 30, 2011. 19

EMBASSY SECURITY, CONSTRUCTION, AND MAINTENANCE 20

For necessary expenses for carrying out the Foreign 21

Service Buildings Act of 1926 (22 U.S.C. 292-303), pre-22

serving, maintaining, repairing, and planning for buildings 23

that are owned or directly leased by the Department of 24

State, renovating, in addition to funds otherwise available, 25
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the Harry S Truman Building, and carrying out the Dip-1

lomatic Security Construction Program as authorized, 2

$876,850,000, to remain available until expended as au-3

thorized, of which not to exceed $25,000 may be used for 4

domestic and overseas representation as authorized: Pro-5

vided, That none of the funds appropriated in this para-6

graph shall be available for acquisition of furniture, fur-7

nishings, or generators for other departments and agen-8

cies. 9

In addition, for the costs of worldwide security up-10

grades, acquisition, and construction as authorized, 11

$847,300,000, to remain available until expended. 12

EMERGENCIES IN THE DIPLOMATIC AND CONSULAR 13

SERVICE 14

(INCLUDING TRANSFER OF FUNDS) 15

For necessary expenses to enable the Secretary of 16

State to meet unforeseen emergencies arising in the Diplo-17

matic and Consular Service, $10,000,000, to remain avail-18

able until expended as authorized, of which not to exceed 19

$1,000,000 may be transferred to, and merged with, funds 20

appropriated by this Act under the heading ‘‘Repatriation 21

Loans Program Account’’, subject to the same terms and 22

conditions. 23
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BUYING POWER MAINTENANCE ACCOUNT 1

To offset adverse fluctuations in foreign currency ex-2

change rates and/or overseas wage and price changes, as 3

authorized by section 24(b) of the State Department Basic 4

Authorities Act of 1956 (22 U.S.C. 2696(b)), $7,500,000, 5

to remain available until expended. 6

REPATRIATION LOANS PROGRAM ACCOUNT 7

(INCLUDING TRANSFER OF FUNDS) 8

For the cost of direct loans, $739,000, as authorized: 9

Provided, That such costs, including the cost of modifying 10

such loans, shall be as defined in section 502 of the Con-11

gressional Budget Act of 1974.

For necessary expenses, not otherwise provided for, 3

to meet annual obligations of membership in international 4

multilateral organizations, pursuant to treaties ratified 5

pursuant to the advice and consent of the Senate, conven-6

tions or specific Acts of Congress, $1,697,000,000: Pro-7

vided, That the Secretary of State shall, at the time of 8

the submission of the President’s budget to Congress 9

under section 1105(a) of title 31, United States Code, 10

transmit to the Committees on Appropriations the most 11

recent biennial budget prepared by the United Nations for 12

the operations of the United Nations: Provided further, 13

That the Secretary of State shall notify the Committees 14

on Appropriations at least 15 days in advance (or in an 15

emergency, as far in advance as is practicable) of any 16

United Nations action to increase funding for any United 17

Nations program without identifying an offsetting de-18

crease elsewhere in the United Nations budget: Provided 19

further, That any payment of arrearages under this title 20

shall be directed toward activities that are mutually agreed 21

upon by the United States and the respective international 22

organization: Provided further, That none of the funds ap-23

propriated in this paragraph shall be available for a 24

United States contribution to an international organiza-25
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tion for the United States share of interest costs made 1

known to the United States Government by such organiza-2

tion for loans incurred on or after October 1, 1984, 3

through external borrowings. 4

CONTRIBUTIONS FOR INTERNATIONAL PEACEKEEPING 5

ACTIVITIES 6

For necessary expenses to pay assessed and other ex-7

penses of international peacekeeping activities directed to 8

the maintenance or restoration of international peace and 9

security, $2,125,000,000, of which 15 percent shall re-10

main available until September 30, 2011: Provided, That 11

none of the funds made available by this Act shall be obli-12

gated or expended for any new or expanded United Na-13

tions peacekeeping mission unless, at least 15 days in ad-14

vance of voting for the new or expanded mission in the 15

American manufacturers and suppliers are being given op-12

portunities to provide equipment, services, and material 13

for United Nations peacekeeping activities equal to those 14

being given to foreign manufacturers and suppliers. 15

retary of State certifies and reports in writing to the Com-10

mittees on Appropriations that such taxes have not been 11

reimbursed to the Government of the United States. 12

(c) DE MINIMIS EXCEPTION.—Foreign taxes of a de 13

minimis nature shall not be subject to the provisions of 14

subsection (b). 15

(d) REPROGRAMMING OF FUNDS.—Funds withheld 16

from obligation for each country or entity pursuant to sub-17

section (b) shall be reprogrammed for assistance to coun-18

tries which do not assess taxes on United States assistance 19

or which have an effective arrangement that is providing 20

substantial reimbursement of such taxes. 21

(e) DETERMINATIONS.— 22

(1) The provisions of this section shall not 23

apply to any country or entity the Secretary of State 24

determines— 25
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(A) does not assess taxes on United States 1

assistance or which has an effective arrange-2

ment that is providing substantial reimburse-3

ment of such taxes; or 4

(B) the foreign policy interests of the 5

United States outweigh the purpose of this sec-6

tion to ensure that United States assistance is 7

not subject to taxation. 8

(2) The Secretary of State shall consult with 9

the Committees on Appropriations at least 15 days 10

prior to exercising the authority of this subsection 11

with regard to any country or entity. 12

(2) the term ‘‘bilateral agreement’’ refers to a 23

framework bilateral agreement between the Govern-24

or an individual agreement between the Government 4

of the United States and such government that de-5

scribes, among other things, the treatment for tax 6

purposes that will be accorded the United States as-7

sistance provided under that agreement.

RESERVATIONS OF FUNDS 9

SEC. 7014. (a) Funds appropriated under titles II 10

through VI of this Act which are specifically designated 11

may be reprogrammed for other programs within the same 12

account notwithstanding the designation if compliance 13

with the designation is made impossible by operation of 14

any provision of this or any other Act: Provided, That any 15

such reprogramming shall be subject to the regular notifi-16

cation procedures of the Committees on Appropriations: 17

Provided further, That assistance that is reprogrammed 18

pursuant to this subsection shall be made available under 19

the same terms and conditions as originally provided. 20

(b) In addition to the authority contained in sub-21

section (a), the original period of availability of funds ap-22

propriated by this Act and administered by the United 23

States Agency for International Development that are spe-24

cifically designated for particular programs or activities by 25
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this or any other Act shall be extended for an additional 1

fiscal year if the Administrator of such agency determines 2

and reports promptly to the Committees on Appropria-3

tions that the termination of assistance to a country or 4

a significant change in circumstances makes it unlikely 5

that such designated funds can be obligated during the 6

original period of availability: Provided, That such des-7

ignated funds that continue to be available for an addi-8

tional fiscal year shall be obligated only for the purpose 9

of such designation. 10

(c) Ceilings and specifically designated funding levels 11

contained in this Act shall not be applicable to funds or 12

authorities appropriated or otherwise made available by 13

any subsequent Act unless such Act specifically so directs: 14

Provided, That specifically designated funding levels or 15

minimum funding requirements contained in any other 16

Act shall not be applicable to funds appropriated by this 17

Act. 18

REPROGRAMMING NOTIFICATION REQUIREMENTS 19

SEC. 7015. (a) None of the funds made available in 20

title I of this Act, or in prior appropriations Acts to the 21

agencies and departments funded by this Act that remain 22

available for obligation or expenditure in fiscal year 2010, 23

or provided from any accounts in the Treasury of the 24

United States derived by the collection of fees or of cur-25
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rency reflows or other offsetting collections, or made avail-1

able by transfer, to the agencies and departments funded 2

by this Act, shall be available for obligation or expenditure 3

through a reprogramming of funds that: (1) creates new 4

programs; (2) eliminates a program, project, or activity; 5

(3) increases funds or personnel by any means for any 6

project or activity for which funds have been denied or 7

restricted; (4) relocates an office or employees; (5) closes 8

or opens a mission or post; (6) reorganizes or renames 9

offices; (7) reorganizes programs or activities; or (8) con-10

tracts out or privatizes any functions or activities pres-11

ently performed by Federal employees; unless the Commit-12

tees on Appropriations are notified 15 days in advance of 13

such reprogramming of funds. 14

(b) For the purposes of providing the executive 15

branch with the necessary administrative flexibility, none 16

of the funds provided under title I of this Act, or provided 17

under previous appropriations Acts to the agency or de-18

partment funded under title I of this Act that remain 19

available for obligation or expenditure in fiscal year 2010, 20

or provided from any accounts in the Treasury of the 21

United States derived by the collection of fees available 22

to the agency or department funded by title I of this Act, 23

shall be available for obligation or expenditure for activi-24

ties, programs, or projects through a reprogramming of 25
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funds in excess of $1,000,000 or 10 percent, whichever 1

is less, that: (1) augments existing programs, projects, or 2

activities; (2) reduces by 10 percent funding for any exist-3

ing program, project, or activity, or numbers of personnel 4

by 10 percent as approved by Congress; or (3) results from 5

any general savings, including savings from a reduction 6

in personnel, which would result in a change in existing 7

programs, activities, or projects as approved by Congress; 8

unless the Committees on Appropriations are notified 15 9

days in advance of such reprogramming of funds. 10

(c) For the purposes of providing the executive 11

branch with the necessary administrative flexibility, none 12

of the funds made available under titles II through V in 13

this Act under the headings ‘‘Global Health and Child 14

Survival’’, ‘‘Development Assistance’’, ‘‘International Or-15

ganizations and Programs’’, ‘‘Trade and Development 16

Agency’’, ‘‘International Narcotics Control and Law En-17

forcement’’, ‘‘Assistance for Europe, Eurasia and Central 18

Asia’’, ‘‘Economic Support Fund’’, ‘‘Democracy Fund’’, 19

‘‘Peacekeeping Operations’’, ‘‘Capital Investment Fund’’, 20

‘‘Operating Expenses’’, ‘‘Civilian Stabilization Initiative’’, 21

‘‘Office of Inspector General’’, ‘‘Nonproliferation, Anti- 22

terrorism, Demining and Related Programs’’, ‘‘Millen-23

nium Challenge Corporation’’, ‘‘Foreign Military Financ-24

(d) For purposes of this section ‘‘international finan-13

cial institutions’’ are the International Bank for Recon-14

struction and Development, the Inter-American Develop-15

ment Bank, the Asian Development Bank, the Asian De-16

velopment Fund, the African Development Bank, the Afri-17

can Development Fund, the International Monetary Fund, 18

the North American Development Bank, and the Euro-19

pean Bank for Reconstruction and Development. 20

DEBT-FOR-DEVELOPMENT 21

SEC. 7031. In order to enhance the continued partici-22

pation of nongovernmental organizations in debt-for-devel-23

opment and debt-for-nature exchanges, a nongovern-24

mental organization which is a grantee or contractor of 25
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the United States Agency for International Development 1

may place in interest bearing accounts local currencies 2

which accrue to that organization as a result of economic 3

assistance provided under title III of this Act and, subject 4

to the regular notification procedures of the Committees 5

on Appropriations, any interest earned on such investment 6

shall be used for the purpose for which the assistance was 7

provided to that organization. 8

AUTHORITY TO ENGAGE IN DEBT BUYBACKS OR SALES 9

SEC. 7032. (a) LOANS ELIGIBLE FOR SALE, REDUC-10

TION, OR CANCELLATION.— 11

(1) AUTHORITY TO SELL, REDUCE, OR CANCEL 12

CERTAIN LOANS.—Notwithstanding any other provi-13

sion of law, the President may, in accordance with 14

this section, sell to any eligible purchaser any 15

concessional loan or portion thereof made before 16

January 1, 1995, pursuant to the Foreign Assist-17

ance Act of 1961, to the government of any eligible 18

country as defined in section 702(6) of that Act or 19

on receipt of payment from an eligible purchaser, re-20

duce or cancel such loan or portion thereof, only for 21

the purpose of facilitating— 22

(A) debt-for-equity swaps, debt-for-develop-23

ment swaps, or debt-for-nature swaps; or 24
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(B) a debt buyback by an eligible country 1

of its own qualified debt, only if the eligible 2

country uses an additional amount of the local 3

currency of the eligible country, equal to not 4

less than 40 percent of the price paid for such 5

debt by such eligible country, or the difference 6

between the price paid for such debt and the 7

face value of such debt, to support activities 8

that link conservation and sustainable use of 9

natural resources with local community develop-10

ment, and child survival and other child devel-11

opment, in a manner consistent with sections 12

707 through 710 of the Foreign Assistance Act 13

of 1961, if the sale, reduction, or cancellation 14

would not contravene any term or condition of 15

any prior agreement relating to such loan. 16

(2) TERMS AND CONDITIONS.—Notwithstanding 17

any other provision of law, the President shall, in ac-18

cordance with this section, establish the terms and 19

conditions under which loans may be sold, reduced, 20

or canceled pursuant to this section. 21

(3) ADMINISTRATION.—The Facility, as defined 22

in section 702(8) of the Foreign Assistance Act of 23

1961, shall notify the administrator of the agency 24

primarily responsible for administering part I of the 25
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Foreign Assistance Act of 1961 of purchasers that 1

the President has determined to be eligible, and 2

shall direct such agency to carry out the sale, reduc-3

tion, or cancellation of a loan pursuant to this sec-4

tion. Such agency shall make adjustment in its ac-5

counts to reflect the sale, reduction, or cancellation. 6

(4) LIMITATION.—The authorities of this sub-7

section shall be available only to the extent that ap-8

propriations for the cost of the modification, as de-9

fined in section 502 of the Congressional Budget Act 10

of 1974, are made in advance. 11

(b) DEPOSIT OF PROCEEDS.—The proceeds from the 12

sale, reduction, or cancellation of any loan sold, reduced, 13

or canceled pursuant to this section shall be deposited in 14

the United States Government account or accounts estab-15

lished for the repayment of such loan. 16

(c) ELIGIBLE PURCHASERS.—A loan may be sold 17

pursuant to subsection (a)(1)(A) only to a purchaser who 18

presents plans satisfactory to the President for using the 19

loan for the purpose of engaging in debt-for-equity swaps, 20

debt-for-development swaps, or debt-for-nature swaps. 21

(d) DEBTOR CONSULTATIONS.—Before the sale to 22

any eligible purchaser, or any reduction or cancellation 23

pursuant to this section, of any loan made to an eligible 24

country, the President should consult with the country 25
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concerning the amount of loans to be sold, reduced, or 1

canceled and their uses for debt-for-equity swaps, debt- 2

for-development swaps, or debt-for-nature swaps. 3

(e) AVAILABILITY OF FUNDS.—The authority pro-4

vided by subsection (a) may be used only with regard to 5

funds appropriated by this Act under the heading ‘‘Debt 6

Restructuring’’. 7

SPECIAL DEBT RELIEF FOR THE POOREST 8

SEC. 7033. (a) AUTHORITY TO REDUCE DEBT.—The 9

President may reduce amounts owed to the United States 10

(or any agency of the United States) by an eligible country 11

as a result of— 12

(1) guarantees issued under sections 221 and 13

222 of the Foreign Assistance Act of 1961; 14

(2) credits extended or guarantees issued under 15

the Arms Export Control Act; or 16

(3) any obligation or portion of such obligation, 17

to pay for purchases of United States agricultural 18

commodities guaranteed by the Commodity Credit 19

Corporation under export credit guarantee programs 20

authorized pursuant to section 5(f) of the Com-21

modity Credit Corporation Charter Act of June 29, 22

1948, as amended, section 4(b) of the Food for 23

Peace Act of 1966, as amended (Public Law 89– 24
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808), or section 202 of the Agricultural Trade Act 1

of 1978, as amended (Public Law 95–501). 2

(b) LIMITATIONS.— 3

(1) The authority provided by subsection (a) 4

may be exercised only to implement multilateral offi-5

cial debt relief and referendum agreements, com-6

monly referred to as ‘‘Paris Club Agreed Minutes’’. 7

(2) The authority provided by subsection (a) 8

may be exercised only in such amounts or to such 9

extent as is provided in advance by appropriations 10

Acts. 11

(3) The authority provided by subsection (a) 12

may be exercised only with respect to countries with 13

heavy debt burdens that are eligible to borrow from 14

the International Development Association, but not 15

from the International Bank for Reconstruction and 16

Development, commonly referred to as ‘‘IDA-only’’ 17

countries. 18

(c) CONDITIONS.—The authority provided by sub-19

section (a) may be exercised only with respect to a country 20

whose government— 21

(1) does not have an excessive level of military 22

expenditures; 23

(2) has not repeatedly provided support for acts 24

of international terrorism; 25
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(3) is not failing to cooperate on international 1

narcotics control matters; 2

(4) (including its military or other security 3

forces) does not engage in a consistent pattern of 4

gross violations of internationally recognized human 5

rights; and 6

(5) is not ineligible for assistance because of the 7

application of section 527 of the Foreign Relations 8

Authorization Act, Fiscal Years 1994 and 1995. 9

(d) AVAILABILITY OF FUNDS.—The authority pro-10

vided by subsection (a) may be used only with regard to 11

the funds appropriated by this Act under the heading 12

‘‘Debt Restructuring’’. 13

(e) CERTAIN PROHIBITIONS INAPPLICABLE.—A re-14

duction of debt pursuant to subsection (a) shall not be 15

considered assistance for the purposes of any provision of 16

law limiting assistance to a country. The authority pro-17

vided by subsection (a) may be exercised notwithstanding 18

section 620(r) of the Foreign Assistance Act of 1961 or 19

section 321 of the International Development and Food 20

Assistance Act of 1975. 21

SPECIAL AUTHORITIES 22

SEC. 7034. (a) AFGHANISTAN, IRAQ, PAKISTAN, 23

LEBANON, MONTENEGRO, VICTIMS OF WAR, DISPLACED 24

CHILDREN, AND DISPLACED BURMESE.—Funds appro-25
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priated under titles III through VI of this Act that are 1

made available for assistance for Afghanistan may be 2

made available notwithstanding section 7012 of this Act 3

or any similar provision of law and section 660 of the For-4

eign Assistance Act of 1961, and funds appropriated in 5

titles III and VI of this Act that are made available for 6

Iraq, Lebanon, Montenegro, Pakistan, and for victims of 7

war, displaced children, and displaced Burmese, and to as-8

sist victims of trafficking in persons and, subject to the 9

regular notification procedures of the Committees on Ap-10

propriations, to combat such trafficking, may be made 11

available notwithstanding any other provision of law. 12

(b)(1) WAIVER.—The President may waive the provi-13

sions of section 1003 of Public Law 100–204 if the Presi-14

dent determines and certifies in writing to the Speaker 15

of the House of Representatives and the President pro 16

tempore of the Senate that it is important to the national 17

security interests of the United States. 18

(2) PERIOD OF APPLICATION OF WAIVER.—Any 19

waiver pursuant to paragraph (1) shall be effective for no 20

more than a period of 6 months at a time and shall not 21

apply beyond 12 months after the enactment of this Act. 22

(c) SMALL BUSINESS.—In entering into multiple 23

award indefinite-quantity contracts with funds appro-24

priated by this Act, the United States Agency for Inter-25
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national Development may provide an exception to the fair 1

opportunity process for placing task orders under such 2

contracts when the order is placed with any category of 3

small or small disadvantaged business. 4

(d) VIETNAMESE REFUGEES.—Section 594(a) of the 5

Foreign Operations, Export Financing, and Related Pro-6

grams Appropriations Act, 2005 (enacted as division D 7

of Public Law 108–447; 118 Stat. 3038) is amended by 8

striking ‘‘2010’’ and inserting ‘‘2011’’. 9

(e) RECONSTITUTING CIVILIAN POLICE AUTHOR-10

ITY.—In providing assistance with funds appropriated by 11

this Act under section 660(b)(6) of the Foreign Assistance 12

Act of 1961, support for a nation emerging from insta-13

bility may be deemed to mean support for regional, dis-14

trict, municipal, or other sub-national entity emerging 15

from instability, as well as a nation emerging from insta-16

bility. 17

(f) INTERNATIONAL PRISON CONDITIONS.—Funds 18

appropriated by this Act to carry out the provisions of 19

chapters 1 and 11 of part I and chapter 4 of part II of 20

the Foreign Assistance Act of 1961, and the Support for 21

East European Democracy (SEED) Act of 1989, shall be 22

made available notwithstanding section 660 of the Foreign 23

Assistance Act of 1961 for assistance to address inhumane 24

conditions in prisons and other detention facilities admin-25
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istered by foreign governments that the Secretary of State 1

determines are making efforts to address, among other 2

things, prisoners’ health, sanitation, nutrition and other 3

basic needs. 4

(g) EXTENSION OF AUTHORITY.—The Foreign Oper-5

ations, Export Financing, and Related Programs Appro-6

priations Act, 1990 (Public Law 101–167) is amended— 7

(1) in section 599D (8 U.S.C. 1157 note)— 8

(A) in subsection (b)(3), by striking ‘‘and 9

2009’’ and inserting ‘‘2009, and 2010’’; and 10

(B) in subsection (e), by striking ‘‘2009’’ 11

each place it appears and inserting ‘‘2010’’; and 12

(2) in section 599E (8 U.S.C. 1255 note) in 13

subsection (b)(2), by striking ‘‘2009’’ and inserting 14

‘‘2010’’. 15

(h) WORLD FOOD PROGRAM.—Of the funds managed 16

by the Bureau for Democracy, Conflict, and Humanitarian 17

$10,000,000 shall be made available as a general contribu-20

tion to the World Food Program, notwithstanding any 21

other provision of law.

(i) DISARMAMENT, DEMOBILIZATION AND RE-23

law, regulation or Executive order, funds appropriated by 25

grams under the headings ‘‘Economic Support Fund’’, 3

‘‘Peacekeeping Operations’’, ‘‘International Disaster As-4

sistance’’, and ‘‘Transition Initiatives’’ should be made 5

available to support programs to disarm, demobilize, and 6

reintegrate into civilian society former members of foreign 7

terrorist organizations: Provided, That the Secretary of 8

State shall consult with the Committees on Appropriations 9

prior to the obligation of funds pursuant to this sub-10

section: Provided further, That for the purposes of this 11

subsection the term ‘‘foreign terrorist organization’’ 12

means an organization designated as a terrorist organiza-13

tion under section 219 of the Immigration and Nationality 14

Act.

(j) PROGRAM FOR RESEARCH AND TRAINING ON 16

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(k) MIDDLE EAST FOUNDATION.—Funds appro-1

priated by this Act and prior Acts for a Middle East Foun-2

dation shall be subject to the regular notification proce-3

dures of the Committees on Appropriations. 4

(l) INTERPARLIAMENTARY EXCHANGES.—Of the un-5

obligated funds in the ‘‘Educational and Cultural Ex-6

change Programs’’ appropriation account, $411,687 shall 7

be transferred to the permanent appropriation for delega-8

tion expenses provided under Section 303 of the Depart-9

ments of Commerce, Justice, and State, the Judiciary, and 10

Related Agencies Appropriations Act, 1988, as enacted 11

into law by section 101(a) of Public Law 100-202 (22 12

USC 276e Note), for the purpose of conducting Inter-13

parliamentary Exchanges and shall remain available until 14

expended. 15

ARAB LEAGUE BOYCOTT OF ISRAEL 16

SEC. 7035. It is the sense of the Congress that— 17

(1) the Arab League boycott of Israel, and the 18

secondary boycott of American firms that have com-19

mercial ties with Israel, is an impediment to peace 20

in the region and to United States investment and 21

trade in the Middle East and North Africa; 22

(2) the Arab League boycott, which was regret-23

tably reinstated in 1997, should be immediately and 24
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publicly terminated, and the Central Office for the 1

Boycott of Israel immediately disbanded; 2

(3) all Arab League states should normalize re-3

lations with their neighbor Israel; 4

(4) the President and the Secretary of State 5

should continue to vigorously oppose the Arab 6

League boycott of Israel and find concrete steps to 7

demonstrate that opposition by, for example, taking 8

into consideration the participation of any recipient 9

country in the boycott when determining to sell 10

weapons to said country; and 11

(5) the President should report to Congress an-12

nually on specific steps being taken by the United 13

States to encourage Arab League states to normalize 14

their relations with Israel to bring about the termi-15

nation of the Arab League boycott of Israel, includ-16

ing those to encourage allies and trading partners of 17

the United States to enact laws prohibiting busi-18

nesses from complying with the boycott and penal-19

izing businesses that do comply. 20

PALESTINIAN STATEHOOD 21

SEC. 7036. (a) LIMITATION ON ASSISTANCE.—None 22

of the funds appropriated under titles III through VI of 23

this Act may be provided to support a Palestinian state 24
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unless the Secretary of State determines and certifies to 1

the appropriate congressional committees that— 2

(1) the governing entity of a new Palestinian 3

state— 4

(A) has demonstrated a firm commitment 5

to peaceful co-existence with the State of Israel; 6

(B) is taking appropriate measures to 7

counter terrorism and terrorist financing in the 8

West Bank and Gaza, including the dismantling 9

of terrorist infrastructures, and is cooperating 10

with appropriate Israeli and other appropriate 11

security organizations; and 12

(2) the Palestinian Authority (or the governing 13

entity of a new Palestinian state) is working with 14

other countries in the region to vigorously pursue ef-15

forts to establish a just, lasting, and comprehensive 16

peace in the Middle East that will enable Israel and 17

an independent Palestinian state to exist within the 18

context of full and normal relationships, which 19

should include— 20

(A) termination of all claims or states of 21

belligerency; 22

(B) respect for and acknowledgment of the 23

sovereignty, territorial integrity, and political 24

independence of every state in the area through 25
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measures including the establishment of demili-1

tarized zones; 2

(C) their right to live in peace within se-3

cure and recognized boundaries free from 4

threats or acts of force; 5

(D) freedom of navigation through inter-6

national waterways in the area; and 7

(E) a framework for achieving a just set-8

tlement of the refugee problem. 9

(b) SENSE OF CONGRESS.—It is the sense of Con-10

gress that the governing entity should enact a constitution 11

assuring the rule of law, an independent judiciary, and 12

respect for human rights for its citizens, and should enact 13

other laws and regulations assuring transparent and ac-14

countable governance. 15

(c) WAIVER.—The President may waive subsection 16

(a) if he determines that it is important to the national 17

security interests of the United States to do so. 18

(d) EXEMPTION.—The restriction in subsection (a) 19

shall not apply to assistance intended to help reform the 20

Palestinian Authority and affiliated institutions, or the 21

governing entity, in order to help meet the requirements 22

of subsection (a), consistent with the provisions of section 23

7040 of this Act (‘‘Limitation on Assistance to the Pales-24

tinian Authority’’). 25
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RESTRICTIONS CONCERNING THE PALESTINIAN 1

AUTHORITY 2

SEC. 7037. None of the funds appropriated under ti-3

tles II through VI of this Act may be obligated or ex-4

pended to create in any part of Jerusalem a new office 5

of any department or agency of the United States Govern-6

ment for the purpose of conducting official United States 7

Government business with the Palestinian Authority over 8

Gaza and Jericho or any successor Palestinian governing 9

entity provided for in the Israel-PLO Declaration of Prin-10

ciples: Provided, That this restriction shall not apply to 11

the acquisition of additional space for the existing Con-12

sulate General in Jerusalem: Provided further, That meet-13

ings between officers and employees of the United States 14

and officials of the Palestinian Authority, or any successor 15

Palestinian governing entity provided for in the Israel- 16

PLO Declaration of Principles, for the purpose of con-17

ducting official United States Government business with 18

such authority should continue to take place in locations 19

other than Jerusalem. As has been true in the past, offi-20

cers and employees of the United States Government may 21

continue to meet in Jerusalem on other subjects with Pal-22

estinians (including those who now occupy positions in the 23

Palestinian Authority), have social contacts, and have inci-24

dental discussions. 25
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PROHIBITION ON ASSISTANCE TO THE PALESTINIAN 1

BROADCASTING CORPORATION 2

SEC. 7038. None of the funds appropriated or other-3

wise made available by this Act may be used to provide 4

equipment, technical support, consulting services, or any 5

other form of assistance to the Palestinian Broadcasting 6

Corporation. 7

ASSISTANCE FOR THE WEST BANK AND GAZA 8

SEC. 7039. (a) OVERSIGHT.—For fiscal year 2010, 9

30 days prior to the initial obligation of funds for the bi-10

lateral West Bank and Gaza Program, the Secretary of 11

State shall certify to the Committees on Appropriations 12

that procedures have been established to assure the Comp-13

troller General of the United States will have access to 14

appropriate United States financial information in order 15

to review the uses of United States assistance for the Pro-16

gram funded under the heading ‘‘Economic Support 17

Fund’’ for the West Bank and Gaza. 18

(b) VETTING.—Prior to the obligation of funds ap-19

propriated by this Act under the heading ‘‘Economic Sup-20

port Fund’’ for assistance for the West Bank and Gaza, 21

the Secretary of State shall take all appropriate steps to 22

ensure that such assistance is not provided to or through 23

any individual, private or government entity, or edu-24

cational institution that the Secretary knows or has reason 25
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to believe advocates, plans, sponsors, engages in, or has 1

engaged in, terrorist activity nor, with respect to private 2

entities or educational institutions, those that have as a 3

principal officer of the entity’s governing board or gov-4

erning board of trustees any individual that has been de-5

termined to be involved in, or advocating terrorist activity 6

or determined to be a member of a designated foreign ter-7

rorist organization. The Secretary of State shall, as appro-8

priate, establish procedures specifying the steps to be 9

taken in carrying out this subsection and shall terminate 10

assistance to any individual, entity, or educational institu-11

tion which the Secretary has determined to be involved 12

in or advocating terrorist activity. 13

(c) PROHIBITION.— 14

(1) None of the funds appropriated under titles 15

III through VI of this Act for assistance under the 16

West Bank and Gaza Program may be made avail-17

able for the purpose of recognizing or otherwise hon-18

oring individuals who commit, or have committed 19

acts of terrorism. 20

(2) Notwithstanding any other provision of law, 21

none of the funds made available by this or prior ap-22

propriations act, including funds made available by 23

transfer, may be made available for obligation for se-24

curity assistance for the West Bank and Gaza until 25
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the Secretary of State reports to the Committees on 1

Appropriations on the benchmarks that have been 2

established for security assistance for the West 3

Bank and Gaza and reports on the extent of Pales-4

tinian compliance with such benchmarks. 5

(d) AUDITS.— 6

(1) The Administrator of the United States 7

Agency for International Development shall ensure 8

that Federal or non-Federal audits of all contractors 9

and grantees, and significant subcontractors and 10

sub-grantees, under the West Bank and Gaza Pro-11

gram, are conducted at least on an annual basis to 12

ensure, among other things, compliance with this 13

section. 14

(2) Of the funds appropriated by this Act up to 15

$500,000 may be used by the Office of the Inspector 16

General of the United States Agency for Inter-17

national Development for audits, inspections, and 18

other activities in furtherance of the requirements of 19

this subsection. Such funds are in addition to funds 20

otherwise available for such purposes. 21

(e) Subsequent to the certification specified in sub-22

section (a), the Comptroller General of the United States 23

shall conduct an audit and an investigation of the treat-24

ment, handling, and uses of all funds for the bilateral 25
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West Bank and Gaza Program, including all funds pro-1

vided as cash transfer assistance, in fiscal year 2010 2

under the heading ‘‘Economic Support Fund’’. The audit 3

shall address— 4

(1) the extent to which such Program complies 5

with the requirements of subsections (b) and (c), 6

and 7

(2) an examination of all programs, projects, 8

and activities carried out under such Program, in-9

cluding both obligations and expenditures.

(f) Funds made available in this Act for West Bank 11

and Gaza shall be subject to the regular notification proce-12

dures of the Committees on Appropriations. 13

(g) Not later than 180 days after enactment of this 14

Act, the Secretary of State shall submit a report to the 15

Committees on Appropriations updating the report con-16

tained in section 2106 of chapter 2 of title II of Public 17

Law 109–13. 18

LIMITATION ON ASSISTANCE FOR THE PALESTINIAN 19

AUTHORITY 20

SEC. 7040. (a) PROHIBITION OF FUNDS.—None of 21

the funds appropriated by this Act to carry out the provi-22

sions of chapter 4 of part II of the Foreign Assistance 23

Act of 1961 may be obligated or expended with respect 24

to providing funds to the Palestinian Authority. 25
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(b) WAIVER.—The prohibition included in subsection 1

(a) shall not apply if the President certifies in writing to 2

the Speaker of the House of Representatives, the Presi-3

dent pro tempore of the Senate, and the Committees on 4

Appropriations that waiving such prohibition is important 5

to the national security interests of the United States. 6

(c) PERIOD OF APPLICATION OF WAIVER.—Any 7

waiver pursuant to subsection (b) shall be effective for no 8

more than a period of 6 months at a time and shall not 9

apply beyond 12 months after the enactment of this Act. 10

(d) REPORT.—Whenever the waiver authority pursu-11

ant to subsection (b) is exercised, the President shall sub-12

mit a report to the Committees on Appropriations detail-13

ing the justification for the waiver, the purposes for which 14

the funds will be spent, and the accounting procedures in 15

place to ensure that the funds are properly disbursed. The 16

report shall also detail the steps the Palestinian Authority 17

has taken to arrest terrorists, confiscate weapons and dis-18

mantle the terrorist infrastructure. 19

(e) CERTIFICATION.—If the President exercises the 20

waiver authority under subsection (b), the Secretary of 21

State must certify and report to the Committees on Ap-22

propriations prior to the obligation of funds that the Pal-23

estinian Authority has established a single treasury ac-24

count for all Palestinian Authority financing and all fi-25
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nancing mechanisms flow through this account, no parallel 1

financing mechanisms exist outside of the Palestinian Au-2

thority treasury account, and there is a single comprehen-3

sive civil service roster and payroll. 4

(f) PROHIBITION TO HAMAS AND THE PALESTINE 5

LIBERATION ORGANIZATION.— 6

(1) None of the funds appropriated in titles III 7

through VI of this Act may be obligated for salaries 8

of personnel of the Palestinian Authority located in 9

Gaza or may be obligated or expended for assistance 10

to Hamas or any entity effectively controlled by 11

7055. (a) Subject to subsection (c), of the funds 22

appropriated under titles III through VI by this Act that 23

are made available for assistance for a foreign country, 24

an amount equal to 110 percent of the total amount of 25
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the unpaid fully adjudicated parking fines and penalties 1

and unpaid property taxes owed by the central government 2

of such country shall be withheld from obligation for as-3

sistance for the central government of such country until 4

the Secretary of State submits a certification to the Com-5

mittees on Appropriations stating that such parking fines 6

and penalties and unpaid property taxes are fully paid. 7

(b) Funds withheld from obligation pursuant to sub-8

section (a) may be made available for other programs or 9

activities funded by this Act, after consultation with and 10

subject to the regular notification procedures of the Com-11

mittees on Appropriations, provided that no such funds 12

shall be made available for assistance for the central gov-13

ernment of a foreign country that has not paid the total 14

amount of the fully adjudicated parking fines and pen-15

alties and unpaid property taxes owed by such country.

or subdivision thereof. 14

(B) None of the funds appropriated by this 5

Sudan, including the cost of selling, reducing, 10

or canceling amounts owed to the United 11

States, and modifying concessional loans, guar-12

antees, and credit agreements.

7073. (a) None of the funds appropriated under 10

the heading ‘‘Assistance for Europe, Eurasia and Central 11

Asia’’ in this Act may be made available for the Govern-12

ment of the Russian Federation, after 180 days from the 13

date of the enactment of this Act, unless the President 14

determines and certifies in writing to the Committees on 15

Appropriations that the Government of the Russian Fed-16

eration: 17

(1) has implemented no statute, Executive 18

order, regulation or similar government action that 19

would discriminate, or which has as its principal ef-20

fect discrimination, against religious groups or reli-21

gious communities in the Russian Federation in vio-22

lation of accepted international agreements on 23

human rights and religious freedoms to which the 24

Russian Federation is a party; and 25
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(2) is— 1

(A) honoring its international obligations 2

regarding freedom of expression, assembly, and 3

press, as well as due process; 4

(B) is investigating and prosecuting law 5

enforcement personnel credibly alleged to have 6

committed human rights abuses against polit-7

ical leaders, activists and journalists; and 8

(C) is immediately releasing political lead-9

ers, activists and journalists who remain in de-10

tention. 11

UZBEKISTAN 12

SEC. 7074. (a) Funds appropriated by this Act may 13

be made available for assistance for the central Govern-14

ment of Uzbekistan only if the Secretary of State deter-15

mines and reports to the Committees on Appropriations 16

that the Government of Uzbekistan is making substantial 17

and continuing progress— 18

(1) in meeting its commitments under the 19

‘‘Declaration on the Strategic Partnership and Co-20

operation Framework Between the Republic of 21

Uzbekistan and the United States of America’’, in-22

cluding respect for internationally recognized human 23

rights, establishing a genuine multi-party system, 24
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and ensuring free and fair elections, freedom of ex-1

(b) If the Secretary of State has credible evidence 6

that any current or former official of the Government of 7

Uzbekistan was responsible for the deliberate killings of 8

civilians in Andijan in May 2005, or for other violations 9

of internationally recognized human rights in Uzbekistan, 10

not later than 6 months after enactment of this Act any 11

person identified by the Secretary pursuant to this sub-12

section shall be ineligible for admission to the United 13

States.

(c) NATIONAL SOLIDARITY PROGRAM.—Of the funds 7

appropriated under the heading ‘‘Economic Support 8

Fund’’ that are available for assistance for Afghanistan, 9

not less than $175,000,000 shall be made available for 10

the National Solidarity Program. 11

(d) ANTICORRUPTION.—Ten percent of the funds ap-12

propriated under the heading ‘‘International Narcotics 13

Control and Law Enforcement’’ that are available for as-14

sistance for the Government of Afghanistan shall be with-15

held from obligation until the Secretary of State reports 16

to the Committees on Appropriations that the Government 17

of Afghanistan is implementing a policy to promptly re-18

move from office any government official who is credibly 19

alleged to have engaged in narcotics trafficking, gross vio-20

lations of internationally recognized human rights, or 21

other major crimes.

Funds made available by this Act for UNFPA may not 11

be made available to UNFPA unless— 12

(1) UNFPA maintains funds made available to 13

UNFPA under this section in an account separate 14

from other accounts of UNFPA; 15

(2) UNFPA does not commingle amounts made 16

available to UNFPA under this section with other 17

sums; and 18

(3) UNFPA does not fund abortions. 19

(e) REPORT TO CONGRESS AND DOLLAR-FOR-DOL-20

LAR WITHHOLDING OF FUNDS.— 21

(1) Not later than 4 months after the date of 22

enactment of this Act, the Secretary of State shall 23

submit a report to the Committees on Appropria-24

tions indicating the amount of funds that the 25

(b) CLIMATE CHANGE ADAPTATION.—Funds appro-3

priated by this Act may be made available for a United 4

States contribution to the Least Developed Countries 5

Fund and to the Special Climate Change Fund to support 6

grants for climate change adaptation programs and activi-7

ties, if the Global Environment Facility makes publicly 8

available on its website an annual report detailing the cri-9

teria used to determine which programs and activities re-10

ceive funds, the manner in which such programs and ac-11

tivities meet such criteria, the extent of local involvement 12

in such programs and activities, the amount of funds pro-13

vided, and the results achieved. 14

(c) BIODIVERSITY.—Of the funds appropriated by 15

title III of this Act, not less than $200,000,000 shall be 16

cruitment and training of Tamils into the Sri Lankan Se-10

curity Forces, Tamil language training for Sinhalese 11

forces, and human rights training for all security forces.

(c) DEMINING.—In addition to subsection (a), up to 13

$1,000,000 of the funds appropriated under the heading 14

‘‘Nonproliferation, Anti-terrorism, Demining and Related 15

Programs’’ shall be provided for demining of conflict af-16

fected areas. 17

(d) REPORTING REQUIREMENT.—Not later than 60 18

days after enactment of this Act, the Secretary of State 19

shall report to the Committee on Appropriations on the 20

extent to which the Government of Sri Lanka’s is: 21

(1) providing unrestricted humanitarian access 22

to the displaced within camps; 23

(2) providing protection for internally displaced 24

persons (IDPs) and humanitarian workers, including 25
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the International Committee of the Red Cross at all 1

sites where the military and police conduct security 2

screening; 3

(3) permitting freedom of movement for IDPs 4

once they have completed security screening, includ-5

ing allowing the displaced to return home or move 6

to other safe locations; 7

(4) allowing civilian authorities to run without 8

interference camps and hospitals that house the dis-9

placed; and 10

(5) allowing for the safe and timely return of 11

IDPs to their homes. 12

(7) not engaging in operations with financial in-18

stitutions or related entities in violation of relevant 19

United States law and is enhancing its transparency 20

and financial due diligence and working to diversify 21

its banking operations in the region; and 22

(8) in compliance with the United Nations 23

Board of Auditors’ biennial audit requirements and 24
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is implementing in a timely fashion the Board’s rec-1

SEC. 7087. None of the funds made available in this 6

detained at Naval Station, Guantanamo Bay, Cuba, un-11

less, not later than 5 days after the conclusion of the 12

agreement but prior to implementation of the agreement, 13

the Secretary of State notifies the Committees on Appro-14

priations in writing of the terms of the agreement. 15

SEC. 7088. (a) OPPOSITION TO IMF PROVIDING 17

HARD CURRENCY FOR SDRS RECEIVED BY TERRORIST 18

COUNTRIES.—The Secretary of the Treasury shall in-19

struct the United States Executive Director at the Inter-20

national Monetary Fund to use the voice, vote, and influ-21

ence of the United States to oppose the provision by the 22

Fund of United States dollars, euros, or Japanese yen to 23

any country the government of which the Secretary of 24

State has determined, for purposes of section 6(j) of the 25
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Export Administration Act of 1979, section 620A of the 1

Foreign Assistance Act of 1961, or section 40 of the Arms 2

Export Control Act, to be a government that has repeat-3

edly provided support for acts of international terrorism, 4

in exchange for any Special Drawing Rights received by 5

the country pursuant to the amendments to the Articles 6

of Agreement of the Fund as described in section 64 of 7

the Bretton Woods Agreements Act. 8

(b) SUNSET ON AUTHORITY TO MAKE LOANS TO 9

FUND THE NEW ARRANGEMENTS TO BORROW.—Section 10

17(a)(2) of the Bretton Woods Agreements Act (22 U.S.C. 11

286e-2(a)(2)) is amended by inserting ‘‘: Provided further, 12

That the authority to make loans under this section shall 13

expire on the date that is 5 years after the date of the 14

enactment of this proviso’’ before the period. 15

(c) LIMITATION ON PERCENTAGE OF NEW ARRANGE-16

MENTS TO BORROW TO BE FUNDED BY THE UNITED 17

STATES.—At any time during fiscal years 2009 through 18

tion of internationally accepted accounting 24

practices, independent external audits, full dis-25
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closure, and provision of consolidated state-1

ments. 2

(3) A detailed description of the trade policies 3

of the countries, including any unfair trade practices 4

or adverse effects of the trade policies on the United 5

States. 6

(4) The amount, rate of interest, and disburse-7

ment and repayment schedules of any funds dis-8

bursed by the International Monetary Fund pursu-9

ant to the New Arrangements to Borrow. 10

INTELLECTUAL PROPERTY RIGHTS PROTECTIONS 11

SEC. 7089. Prior to the obligation of the funds made 12

available in this Act for ‘‘Contribution to the Clean Tech-13

nology Fund’’ or ‘‘Strategic Climate Fund’’ of the World 14

Bank, the Secretary of State shall certify in writing to 15

the Committees on Appropriations that all actions taken 16

during the negotiations of the United Nations Framework 17

Convention on Climate Change ensure robust compliance 18

with and enforcement of existing international legal re-19

quirements as of the date of the enactment of this Act 20

that respect intellectual property rights and effective intel-21

lectual property rights protection and enforcement for en-22

ergy and environment technology, including wind, solar, 23

biomass, geothermal, hydro, landfill gas, natural gas, ma-24

rine, trash combustion, fuel cell, hydrogen, microturbine, 25
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nuclear, clean coal, electric battery, alternative fuel, alter-1

native refueling infrastructure, advanced vehicle, electric 2

grid, or energy efficiency-related technologies. 3

This Act may be cited as the ‘‘Department of State, 4

Foreign Operations, and Related Programs Appropria-5

tions Act, 2010’’. 6
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
