YOUR PACKAGE MUST INCLUDE:

1. Completed Questionnaire
a. Please do not leave questions blank or guess responses especially when submitting agency/account names.  
b. Failure to respond adequately to each question could needlessly jeopardize funding to your project if selected for submission.  
i. For example: The database for submitting your request to the House Appropriations Committee will not allow your project to be submitted if a response is blank.  This is particularly true for the difficult questions 9, 10 and 11.  The electronic system will not allow us to enter any other information regarding your request until every preceding section is entered.  Special note: If someone tells you to leave questions blank, they are in essence hindering your requests.  House Committee will not accept your request.
ii. If any of the questions are blank or do not list an appropriate account/agency, Rep. Baca will not be able to submit your request to the House Appropriations Committee.  
iii. Due to House Committee deadlines, corrections to your requests will be difficult and may not be accepted.  The office deadline is extended as much as possible to accommodate your requests.  Due to the volume of requests received, changes made to your requests are not guaranteed after the March 1, 2010 deadline.
2. It is extremely helpful if the primary Letter of Support from the non-federal sponsor of each project request demonstrates intent to cost-share the project.  For most projects, only one letter will be submitted to the House Committee.  If you are submitting multiple letters, please indicate which letter is the primary letter.
3. Special Note: Priority will be given to projects located within the 43rd Congressional District.  There will be a limited exception for some regional requests.
