U.S. Service Academy Nominations

Each year | nominate high school seniors from the 12" Congressional District for
appointments to the U.S. Military, Naval, Air Force and Merchant Marine Academies.
The U.S. Coast Guard Academy does not require a nomination.

With regard to the USAFA, USNA and USMA, there are various nomination authorities
to which eligible candidates may apply including both U.S. Senators from the applicant’s
state, his or her U.S. Representative, the Vice President and the President (for children
and legally adopted children of career officers and enlisted personnel of the armed forces,
active or reserve). Each Representative and each Senator is allowed five slots for each
Service Academy at any one time. Candidates applying to the U.S. Merchant Marine
Academy may seek a nomination from any U.S. Representative within the state that he or
she resides.

Because competition for nomination and appointment is keen, all interested persons
should apply through all sources for which they are eligible and for all Service
Academies in which they have a real interest. An individual may be nominated by more
than one nominating authority and to more than one academy.

My Academy Selection Committee typically meets in November to interview each
applicant. The committee’s recommendations to nominate are based on SAT/ACT
scores, class rank, physical aptitude scores, extracurricular activities, physical fitness,
medical examination and letters of recommendation. The deadline for submitting a
completed application is Monday, October 22, 2012.

Each applicant for a nomination must meet the following basic eligibility requirements by
July 1 of the year you seek admission to a Service Academy:

e Must be a United States citizen; and

e Must be at least 17 years old, but not have passed his or her 23" birthday; and
e Must be unmarried; and

e Must have no legal obligation to support children or other dependents.

An essay (500 words or less) explaining your reasons for wanting to attend a
Service Academy.

A small photograph of yourself.

All materials must be
postmarked no later than Monday, October 22, 2012 to assure that your application will
be considered.
