The Health Care Freedom Plan
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Protects the right of Americans to keep their
employer-based plan if they choose to.

Provides Americans without employer-based
health insurance with vouchers of $2000 for
individuals and $5000 for families to purchase
health insurance.

Allows Americans with Health Savings Accounts
(HSAs) to use their HSA funds to pay for
insurance premiums, encouraging employers to
contribute to their employees” HSAs.

Creates a national market for health insurance by
allowing individuals to purchase health
insurance plans in any state.

Provides block grants to states to develop
innovative models that ensure affordable health
insurance coverage for Americans with pre-
existing health conditions.

Reduces predatory and frivolous malpractice
lawsuits against physicians and hospitals.

Assures that every health care consumer has access
to price information prior to treatment so they can
make informed decisions about their care.

Repeals financial bailouts (TARP) to fund health
care vouchers.
