Washington, DC -- As National En-
dowment for the Arts Chairman 
Rocco Landesman has noted, "Art 
works everywhere," which is why 
the agency’s Challenge America 

Fast-Track (CAFT) program supports projects from primarily 
small and mid-sized arts organizations that extend the reach 
of the arts to underserved audiences -- those whose oppor-
tunities to experience the arts are limited by geography, eth-
nicity, economics, or disability. Chairman Landesman an-
nounced that 162 Challenge America grants totaling 
$1,620,000 will be awarded to organizations in 46 states, 
plus the District of Columbia and the U.S. Virgin Islands. 
Challenge America Fast-Track grants are all $10,000 and 
receive expedited application review. Organizations are noti-
fied approximately six months after they apply with the pos-
sibility to start a project shortly after notification. For smaller 
organizations that operate on compressed timeframes, hav-
ing an expedited review (in addition to competing for grant 
dollars with organizations of similar size) enhances their 
access to federal funding. 
"Taken together, these Challenge America Fast-Track 
grants provide an extraordinary sampling of the work that 
arts organizations do to reach underserved communities," 
said Chairman Landesman. "With these grants, we are help-
ing to ensure that art works for all Americans." 
Along with not-for-profit arts organizations, grantees in this 
announcement include a community housing authority, mu-
nicipal tourism department, state mining and technology 
institute, and social service agency -- all using the arts to 
engage audiences and make their communities more liv-

able. In addition, among the 162 grantees, 47 or about 30 
percent are first-time grantees to the NEA, a significant 
number that demonstrates the program’s important gateway 
role.

Enterprise Green Communities Offers Charrette and Sustainability Grants for Green Affordable Housing Projects 
Deadline: Open /Rolling 
An initiative of Enterprise Community Partners, Enterprise Green Communities provides funds and expertise to enable affordable housing developers to 
build and rehabilitate homes that are healthier, more energy efficient, and better for the environment. In addition to loans and other funding options, Green 
Communities offers Charrette and Sustainability grants to help cover the costs of planning and implementing green components of affordable housing 
developments, as well as tracking their costs and benefits. Charrette grants provide up to $5,000 per project for affordable housing developers to engage 
in integrative design. A Green Communities charrette involves an intense working session that brings together a diverse group of housing development 
professionals as well as residents, technical experts, funders, policy makers, and community stakeholders to integrate sustainable green design principles 
into affordable housing developments. By supporting charrettes at the schematic design phase, Enterprise seeks to help developers establish green goals 
as early as possible so that the most cost-effective green strategies can be incorporated in the building and site plans. Projects applying for pre-
development charrette funds must be in the early stages of planning or schematic design phase of development. Sustainability Training grants (post-
construction) of up to $5,000 each are provided for affordable housing developers to maximize the health, economic, and environmental benefits of green 
development throughout a project's life cycle.

Emergency Capital Repair Grants for Multifamily Housing Projects Designated for Occupancy by the Elderly 
U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development (HUD) 
Deadline: Open/Rolling 
This notice announces the availability of approximately $5 million in FY 2010, grant funds to make emergency capital repairs to eligible multifamily projects 
owned by private nonprofit entities that are designated for occupancy by elderly tenants. The capital repair needs must relate to items that present an im-
mediate threat to the health, safety, and quality of life of the tenants. The intent of these grants is to provide one-time assistance for emergency items that 
could not be absorbed within the project’s operating budget and other project resources, and where the tenants’ continued occupancy in the immediate 
near future would be jeopardized by a delay in initiating the proposed cure. The notice provides instructions for owners of multifamily projects to request 
funding and instructions for the HUD field offices to process requests. 
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Maximum Grant Size: $500,000 
Eligible Applicants: Eligibility for emergency capital repair grants under this notice is restricted to: Private nonprofit owners of eligible multifamily-assisted 
housing developments designated for occupancy by elderly tenants, as specified in Sections 683(2)(B),(C),(D),(E),(F), or (G) of the Housing and Commu-
nity Development Act of 1992 (Pub. L. 102-550, approved October 28, 1992). A private non-profit organization is defined in Section 1701q of Title 12 of the 
U.S. Code, as enacted under the Housing Act of 1959. The definition in Section 1701q also includes a for-profit limited partnership the sole general partner 
of which is (1) nonprofit or (2) a corporation wholly owned and controlled by a nonprofit. Limited Liability Corporations (LLCs) are not included in the defini-
tion of the term “private nonprofit organizations”. Unless a project is located in a presidentially declared disaster area, it must have had final closing on or 
before January 1, 2005.

The purpose of this Demonstration Pre-Development Grant program is to assist Sponsors of projects that receive Fund Reservation Awards pursuant to 
the FY 2010 NOFA for the Section 202 Supportive Housing for the Elderly program, as amended to include FY 2011 appropriations, by providing pre-
development grant funding for architectural and engineering work, site control, and other planning related expenses that are eligible for funding under the 
Section 202 Supportive Housing for the Elderly program. Subsequent to providing pre-development grant funding to the selected applicants, HUD will as-
sess the impact of the availability of such funding on the ability of project Sponsors to expedite the development processing of projects from Section 202
