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Congressman Rubén Hinojosa announced that the 
U.S. Department of Labor has awarded Workforce 
Solutions (McAllen) and Cameron Works, along with 
other border programs, $5,999,998 through the Work-
force Innovation Fund grants to develop and expand 
innovative strategies to help Americans return to work. 

Congressman Hinojosa serves as the ranking member 
of the Subcommittee on Higher Education and Work-
force Training and led the fight for the Workforce In-
vestment Act (WIA) in efforts to help train 
and prepare Texans to enter the work-
force. 

"This is an incredible and much need-
ed investment into our communities 
that will serve our residents, and our 
local and state economy well currently 
and in the future," said Congressman 
Hinojosa. "I congratulate my friend and CEO of 
Workforce Solutions Bonnie Gonzalez for her 
steadfast support and dedication to seeing this 
grant through from beginning to end. We are unit-
ed in bringing better opportunities to our residents 
along the Texas border."  

A total of $146.9 million in Workforce Innovation Fund 
grants was awarded to only 26 communities across 
the nation. The Growing Regional Opportunity for the 
Workforce (GROW) grant, under the Workforce Inno-
vation Fund, was awarded to a consortium of five 
Workforce Investment Boards (WIB's) through the 
Border Workforce Alliance (BWA). The Texas Coun-
ties  receiving the funding are: Hidalgo, Cameron, 
Willacy, Starr, Jim Hogg, Zapata, Dimmit, Edwards, 

LaSalle, Maverick, Real, Uvalde, Val Verde, Zavala, 
Brewster, Culberson, El Paso, Hudspeth, Jeff  Davis, 
Webb, Kinney and Presidio. 

"This is wonderful news, not just for the communities 
we serve but the entire state of Texas. With these 
funds, Project GROW will serve specific populations 
that face many of the same barriers and provide them 
with the necessary resources and tools to succeed in 
the workforce," said Yvonne 'Bonnie' Gonzalez, CEO 

of Workforce Solutions. "I would be re-
miss if I did not mention our many part-
ners that helped make this possible, 
including our congressional offices, and 
workforce development boards that rep-
resent the BWA, along the Texas/
Mexico border spanning from El Paso to 
Brownsville, TX; Jobs for the Future; and 
business and community partners." 

The GROW program is designed to improve and 
streamline case management and supportive services 
offered to participants and to comprehensively link 
education and training programs to real employer 
workforce needs in the region. 

"We aim to develop and expand innovative strate-
gies to help our residents return to work by deliv-
ering services more efficiently and focusing on 
partnerships with specific employers or industry 
sectors," said Congressman Hinojosa. "We want 
our residents to upgrade their skills so as to be 
prepared to take on high skilled jobs.

CONGRESSMAN RUBÉN ANNOUNCES ATASCOSA HEALTH CENTER AWARDED 
FEDERAL GRANT FOR FEDERALLY QUALIFIED HEALTH CENTER IN THREE RIVERS 

Congressman Rubén Hinojosa (D-TX-15) announced the 
Health Resources and Services Administration's New Access 
Points grant program has awarded $483,333 for the first year of a 
three year program to the Atascosa Health Center for a Federally 
Qualified Health Center in Three Rivers to serve the area's indi-
gent population.  The funding comes from the Health Resources 
and Services Administration's New Access Points grant program 
made possible through the Affordable Care Act of 2010. 

 

"I am very pleased that this very important grant was award-
ed to the Atascosa Health Center for Three Rivers and its 
surrounding communities for primary and preventive health 
care services", said Congressman Hinojosa. "I applaud the 
concerted effort by political and community leaders who all 
worked very hard to make this happen. I want to thank Exec-
utive Director of the Atascosa Health Center Monty Small for 
also working with me to make sure constituents of Texas' 

15th Congressional District would receive proper health 
care." 

 

Planning for the health center began when the Texas Department 
of Health and Human Services designated Live Oak County as a 
"lagging behind county" which meant that the children of low in-
come families were behind in their basic health care needs. Texas 
DHS determined that 35% of the population in Live Oak County 
lives at or below the poverty level.  

 

"The New Access Point grant is part of Congress' effort to 
expand access to high quality care while extending health 
insurance to the majority of Americans", said Congressman 
Hinojosa. "I fully supported the Affordable Care Act which is 
the very legislation that is providing $11 Billion in new fund-
ing for Federally Qualified Health Centers in order to

grant of $715,495.00 was awarded to the McAllen Independent 
School District by the United States Department of Education. 
The funding will be used for physical education and health in-
structional services over a 3 year period. 

 

"So many students will benefit from this program that is focused 
on keeping our children physically active and nutritionally aware," 
said U.S. Rep. Hinojosa. "I congratulate the educators involved in 
this program for working to receive this award but more im-
portantly for concentrating their efforts on keeping our students 
up to Texas State standards when it comes to their health and 
wellbeing." 

 

Mario Reyna, Coordinator for Health/ Physical Education and 
After School Enrichment Program at McAllen I.S.D. says the first 
phase for this new program will involve hiring new employees, 
staff development, creating monitoring system to gather District 
data. The City of McAllen offered a letter of support for the pro-
gram that will benefit thousands of students each year. 

The McAllen I.S.D. along with Texas VALLEY (Valuing Activity 
with Lifestyle Lessons to Encourage Youth) will enable a series of 
much-needed changes within the K-12 physical education pro-
gram. This partnership will focus on providing the means to turn 
around the less effective programs already in place in an effort to 
create a new obesity prevention model.  

 

The grant funding is specifically meant to accomplish several 
things; 

 

1. Dramatically increase the percentage of K-12 students meeting 
the Texas State standards. 

2. Implement a more focused physical activity, nutrition, and 
health program. 

3. Implement a data system to track and monitor student success 
and attainment.  
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CONGRESSMAN RUBÉN HINOJOSA ANNOUNCES $1.5 MILLION IN FEDERAL 
GRANTS AWARDED TO 2 SOUTH TEXAS LOW-INCOME HOUSING PROVIDERS 

Congressman Rubén Hinojosa (D-TX-15) announced two federal 
grants totaling $1,547,892 were awarded, by the U.S. Department 
of the Treasury, to two low-income housing providers in the Rio 
Grande Valley. $1,453,806 was awarded to Affordable Homes of 
South Texas, Inc. (AHSTI) in McAllen. $94,086 was awarded to 
the South Texas Collaborative for Housing Develop-
ment, Inc. in La Feria. The grants are available 
through the Community Development Financial Insti-
tutions Fund (CDFI) program with the U.S. Depart-
ment of the Treasury.  

 

"This is such a positive accomplishment for everyone 
involved at Affordable Homes of South Texas and the South Tex-
as Collaborative for Housing Development," said U.S. Rep. Hino-
josa. "I have personally seen first-hand the joy a family experienc-
es when they are able to afford their first home. The funding from 
this federal program will provide financial literacy services for our 
constituents and will go a very long way in helping so many of our 
residents become homeowners in the Rio Grande Valley." 

 

Affordable Homes of South Texas Executive Director Bobby Cal-
villo says this grant could help 60 families or more. Funds will be 
used to finance homes for low-income families and will also pro-
vide financial literacy. 

 

"Today’s U.S. Treasury CDFI grant announcement is 
great news for South Texas and for the AHSTI Board of 
Directors and staff.  This $1.4 million will be used to pro-
vide responsible mortgage and consumer loan financing 
to families that are often vulnerable to predatory lenders 
for their financial services need. AHSTI has been a trust-
ed mortgage provider as well as a quality affordable 

home builder for 36 years and currently has a waiting list of over 
1,200 families in need of a new home. These funds will allow 
AHSTI to further diversify its programs and services to meet the 
needs of all our constituents; working families in Hidalgo County 
and South Texas," said Calvillo. AHSTI is the recipient of the larg-
est CDFI award in Texas this year as well as a recipient of fund-
ing from the CDFI for the third consecutive year. 

CONGRESSMAN RUBÉN HINOJOSA ANNOUNCES UTPA AWARDED GRANT FOR A 
REGIONAL CONFERENCE ON THE STUDY OF FACTORS SURROUNDING  TSUNAMIS  

Congressman Rubén Hinojosa (D-TX-15) announced a $38, 
998 grant was awarded to the University of Texas-Pan Amer-
ican (UTPA) by the National Science Foundation (NSF). The 
award will support an NSF/The Conference Board of the 
Mathematical Sciences (CBMS) regional conference in the 
summer of 2013 on the UTPA campus on solitons in two-
dimensional water waves and applications to tsunamis. The 
term soliton has recently been coined to describe a pulse like 
nonlinear wave (solitary wave) which emerges from a colli-
sion with a similar pulse having unchanged shape and 
speed. 

 

"UTPA continues to provide impressive educational opportu-
nities for our students in the fields of Science, Technology, 
Engineering and Mathematics or STEM," said U.S. Rep. Hi-

nojosa.  "As the NSF continues to support many research 
projects an events our levels of education become stronger 
and our students wiser. Congratulations to the administration 
and staff of UTPA." 

 

The conference will feature a series of lectures by Dr. Yuji 
Kodama from Ohio State University.  Other lectures will be 
presented by experts in the field. The conference will serve 
approximately 30 students who are in the beginning stages 
of their careers. 
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USDA SEEKS APPLICATIONS FOR GRANTS TO HELP AG PRODUCERS TO BRING 
VALUE TO THEIR PRODUCT 

TEMPLE, August 2012 – Agri-
culture Secretary Tom Vilsack 
today invited agricultural pro-
ducers to apply for grants to 
increase the value of their prod-
ucts. 

 

   “Producers can greatly enhance the bottom line of their busi-
nesses and improve their economic prospects when they improve 
the value of their products, thus expanding their markets and cus-
tomer base,” Vilsack said. “The Value Added Producer Grant pro-
gram (VAPG) has a proven track record of doing just that and I 
am pleased to announce that we are inviting producers to apply 
for these grants by the deadline. The funds in this program enable 
America’s farmers, ranchers and rural business owners to find 
ways to expand their product offerings, revenue streams and cre-
ate more economic opportunity by bringing additional value to 
what they already produce.”  

 

  “Investing in the creative ideas of innovative Texans will result in 
a positive step towards rural economic and community develop-
ment,” said Paco Valentin, Texas Rural Development State Direc-
tor. “We are pleased to offer this opportunity to rural entrepre-
neurs and producers whose endeavors will increase the value of 
agricultural commodities and therefore promote job creation in 
their communities.” 

 

   Applicants have until October 15, 2012 to apply.  Vilsack em-
phasized that far too many producers are missing out on signifi-
cant economic opportunities when their products are enhanced 
further away from the farm.  “When our producers keep their val-
ue-added activities closer to the farm, it not only improves their 
bottom line; it strengthens our rural economy and strengthens our 
rural communities.”  

 

   USDA Rural Development is making up to $14 million in grants 
available for projects that help farmers and ranchers produce bio-
based products from agricultural commodities.  The grants, which 
are competitively awarded, are available for planning activities or 
for working capital expenses, but not for both.  The maximum 
grant amount is $100,000 for planning grants and $300,000 for 
working capital grants. Generating new products, creating and 
expanding marketing opportunities and increasing producer in-
come are the goals of the VAPG program.  

 

      Businesses of all sizes are encouraged to apply, but priority 
will be given to operators of small and medium-sized farms or 
ranches that are structured as family farms, beginning farmers or 
ranchers, or those owned by socially-disadvantaged farmers or 
ranchers.  Grants are available for projects up to 36 months in 
duration. 

       

     USDA, through its Rural Development mission area, has an 
active portfolio of more than $172 billion in loans and loan guar-
antees. These programs are designed to improve the economic 
stability of rural communities, businesses, residents, farmers and 
ranchers and improve the quality of life in rural America.  
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FY 2012 AFG and SAFER grant applications are being processed 
and will undergo peer review panel evaluations in the near future. 

1. Award announcements will begin in late September and 
continue on a rolling basis until all FY 2012 AFG and SAFER 
grant funds have been awarded. The list of new awardees will be 
posted each week on the Awards page for each grant program on 
the AFG website.  

2. All applicants will be notified of the decision made on 
their application regardless of whether they will receive an award.  

3. To receive an award, you must be registered and have 
up-to-date information in the online System for Award Manage-
ment or SAM (SAM.gov), which has replaced the Central Contrac-
tor Registry (CCR). As with the CCR, SAM registration is FREE of 
charge and required of all Federal awardees. Follow the FAQs 
and User Guides on the SAM.gov website for specific instructions.  

• If you registered previously in the CCR, you don't have 
to do anything with SAM until it is time for your annual data up-
date, unless there has been a change in your organization's finan-
cial or payment information. Your previously entered CCR data 
was migrated to the new SAM system, which will notify you via e-
mail when it is time for your annual data update and verification. 
At that time you will need to create a new SAM account to check 
and verify your existing data; follow the SAM FAQs and User 
Guides for specific instructions.  

• NEW AWARDEES. SAM registration is required to re-
ceive any Federal grant award. If your organization applied for a 
grant but has not yet registered in SAM, please go to https://
www.sam.gov/portal/public/SAM/ and follow the FAQs and User 
Guides to complete the registration process. AFG and SAFER 
awardees that have not completed the SAM registration process 
will not be able to draw grant funds.

GRANTEE REMINDER: DON'T FORGET TO FILE YOUR 
GRANT'S SEMIANNUAL FEDERAL FINANCIAL REPORTS (SF
-425) 

Grantees that received awards on or after October 1, 2009, are 
required by law to submit semiannual Federal Financial Reports 
(FFR) (also known as Standard Form-425) throughout the grant's 
entire period of performance. They are due twice during the cal-
endar year. 

 

SF-425 Report Due Dates  

• January 30 (No later than January 30 for the period cov-
ering July 1 – December 31.) 

• July 30 (No later than July 30 for the period covering 
January 1 – June 30.) 

• Final SF-425: Due 90 days after the end date of the 
grant's performance period. 

You must submit SF-425 reports by these specific dates for as 
long as your grant is open. Even if you just received the award on 
June 10, for example, and have not spent any grant funds, you 
will still have to submit a SF-425 by July 31 to report on the period 
of January 1 through June 30. 

We advise you to write down the due dates for these reports and 
set up a system of reminders to ensure that you submit them on 
time. A past-due SF-425 report will delay approval of any pay-
ment or amendment request you may have pending. 

 

HOW TO SUBMIT THE SF-425 

You'll prepare and submit your SF-425 reports online in the 
"Manage Grant" section of the E-Grant system at https://
portal.fema.gov/famsVuWeb/home. 

1. First, read the line-by-line instructions for completing 
your SF-425, which can be found on the AFG Website under 
"Grants Management Assistance" in Rules & Tools. 

2. Log in to the AFG's E-Grant System where you submit-
ted your original application: (https://portal.fema.gov/famsVuWeb/
home). Complete and submit the SF-425 by the required dead-
lines.  

3. Save printed copies of all submitted SF-425 reports in a 
grant binder and store the binder in a locked filing cabinet.

Value-Added Producer Grants 

U.S. Department of Agriculture (USDA), Rural Business-Cooperative Service (RBS) 

Deadline: 10/15/2012 

USDA announces the availability of grants through the Value- Added Producer Grant (VAPG) program for Fiscal Year 2012. Approximately $14 million in 

competitive grant funds for FY 2012 is available to help agricultural producers enter into value-added activities. At the discretion of the Secretary, addi-

tional funds may be made available to qualified ranking applications that respond to this announcement from prior year carry-over funds. 

Maximum Grant Size: $300,000 

Number of Awards: 120 

Eligible Applicants: You must be an Independent Producer, Agricultural Producer Group, Farmer or Rancher Cooperative, or a Majority Controlled Pro-

duced-Based Business to apply to this program; and you must meet all related requirements for Emerging Market (as applicable), Citizenship, Legal 

Authority and Responsibility, Multiple Grants and Active Grants. In addition, you must meet Departmental requirements related to debarment, suspen-

sion and exclusion from participation in Federal assistance programs, as well as requirements related to outstanding Federal income taxes, judgments 

and delinquencies. For detailed requirements, see 7 CFR 4284.920 and 7 CFR 4284.921.  

As a special emphasis, Rural Development encourages applications from Federally Recognized Tribal Groups and corporations and subdivisions of 

Tribal Groups undertaking or planning to undertake eligible value-added projects. For further tribal eligibility questions, please contact your local Rural 

Development office. As part of applicant eligibility, it is important to clarify that all four applicant types must meet the Independent Producer and Agricul-

tural Producer definition requirements in 7 CFR 4284.902, including, but not limited to, production and ownership of the majority of the raw agricultural 

commodity that will be transformed into the proposed value-added product for the project. All applicants must maintain ownership of the raw agricultural 

commodity through the production and marketing of the value-added product, with one partial exception for Mid-Tier Value Chain projects noted in its 

definition in 7 CFR 4284.902. Businesses that contract out the production of an agricultural commodity are not considered Independent Producers, and 

businesses that produce the agricultural commodity under contract for another business and do not own the raw commodity or value-added product 

produced are not considered Independent Producers. Finally, all applicants for working capital funds must document the quantity of the agricultural com-

modity that will be used for the value- added product, expressed in an appropriate unit of measure (acres, pounds, bushels, etc.) to demonstrate the 

scale of the applicant's project. This quantification must include an estimated total quantity of the agricultural commodity needed for the project, the 

quantity that will be provided (produced and owned) by the agricultural producers of the applicant organization, and the quantity that will be purchased or 

donated from third-party sources. The application must demonstrate that the amount of applicant commodity contributed to the project is the majority of 

the total agricultural commodity needed for the value-added project.

Sustaining Cultural Heritage Collections 

National Endowment for the Humanities (NEH)

Sustaining Cultural Heritage Collections (SCHC) helps cultural institutions meet the complex challenge of preserving large and diverse holdings of humani-

ties materials for future generations by supporting preventive conservation measures that mitigate deterioration and prolong the useful life of collections.  

Libraries, archives, museums, and historical organizations across the country are responsible for collections of books and manuscripts, photographs, 

sound recordings and moving images, archaeological and ethnographic artifacts, art, and historical objects that facilitate research, strengthen teaching, 

and provide opportunities for life-long learning in the humanities. To preserve and ensure continued access to such collections, institutions must implement 

preventive conservation measures, which encompass managing relative humidity, temperature, light, and pollutants in collection spaces; providing protec-

tive storage enclosures and systems for collections; and safeguarding collections from theft and from natural and man-made disasters. As museums, li-

braries, archives, and other collecting institutions strive to be effective stewards of humanities collections, they must find ways to implement preventive 

conservation measures that are scientifically sound and sustainable. This program therefore helps cultural repositories plan and implement preservation 

strategies that pragmatically balance effectiveness, cost, and environmental impact. Projects should be designed to be as cost effective, energy efficient, 

and environmentally sensitive as possible, and they should aim to mitigate the greatest risks to collections rather than to meet prescriptive targets. To help 

institutions develop sound and sustainable preventive conservation projects, NEH encourages collaborative and interdisciplinary planning. Such planning 

should include consideration of the following factors: the nature of the materials in a collection; the performance of the building, its envelope, and its sys-

tems in moderating internal environmental conditions; the capabilities of the institution; the nature of the local climate and the effects of climate change; the 

cost-effectiveness and energy efficiency of various approaches to preventive conservation; and the project’s impact on the environment. 

Eligible Applicants: U.S. nonprofit organizations are eligible, as are state and local governmental agencies and federally recognized Indian tribal govern-

ments.
