(a) STUDY.— The Comptroller General of the United 2

States shall conduct a study of the Keystone XL pipeline 3

project to determine—4

(1) the total projected costs of cleanup activities 5

that would be required in the event of a discharge 6

of oil and hazardous substances from the project; 7

and 8

(2) the potential impacts of such a discharge 9

on—10

(A) public health; 11

(B) the environment; and 12

(C) the quantity and quality of water avail-13

able for agricultural and municipal purposes. 14

(b) REPORT.—The Comptroller General shall submit 15

to Congress a report containing the findings of the study 16

required under subsection (a). 17
