TOPLINE SUMMARY:  
H.R. 3460  would prohibit the President from lifting sanctions pursuant to the Joint Comprehensive 
Plan of Action (JCPOA) (the Iran nuclear agreement) until January 21, 2017.  The President would 
additionally be prohibited from removing a foreign person listed in Annex II of the deal from the list of 
specially designated nationals and blocked persons maintained by the Department of the Treasury’s 
Office of Foreign Asset Control, who are prohibited from trading or initiating financial transactions 
with U.S. citizens.

H.R. 3460 would prohibit the President from lifting sanctions described in sections 4 through 7.9 of Annex 
II of the JCPOA, as well as any other sanctions related to Iran’s nuclear program to which the United States 
is a party.
