‘‘(5) The costs and benefits of potential Federal 3

regulation of insurance across various lines of insur-4

ance (except health insurance). 5

‘‘(6) The feasibility of regulating only certain 6

lines of insurance at the Federal level, while leaving 7

other lines of insurance to be regulated at the State 8

level. 9

‘‘(7) The ability of any potential change in the 10

regulation of insurance to eliminate or minimize reg-11

ulatory arbitrage’’. 12

Page 2 of the amendment, line 1, strike ‘‘Improved 

and broadened regulation’’ and insert ‘‘Regulation’’.
