SEC. 102. CLASSIFIED SCHEDULE OF AUTHORIZATIONS. 8

(a) SPECIFICATIONS OF AMOUNTS AND PERSONNEL 9

LEVELS.—The amounts authorized to be appropriated 10

under section 101 and, subject to section 103, the author-11

ized personnel ceilings as of September 30, 2016, for the 12

conduct of the intelligence activities of the elements listed 13

in paragraphs (1) through (16) of section 101, are those 14

specified in the classified Schedule of Authorizations pre-15

pared to accompany this division of this Act. 16

(b) AVAILABILITY OF CLASSIFIED SCHEDULE OF AU-17

THORIZATIONS.— 18

(1) AVAILABILITY.—The classified Schedule of 19

Authorizations referred to in subsection (a) shall be 20

made available to the Committee on Appropriations 21

of the Senate, the Committee on Appropriations of 22

the House of Representatives, and to the President.

(2) DISTRIBUTION BY THE PRESIDENT.—Sub-24

SEC. 103. PERSONNEL CEILING ADJUSTMENTS. 14

year 2016 by the classified Schedule of Authorizations re-18

ferred to in section 102(a) if the Director of National In-19

telligence determines that such action is necessary to the 20

performance of important intelligence functions, except 21

that the number of personnel employed in excess of the 22

number authorized under such section may not, for any 23

element of the intelligence community, exceed 3 percent 24

covered individual, including the credit worthi-7

ness of the covered individual; 8

‘‘(C) publicly available information, wheth-9

er electronic, printed, or other form, including 10

relevant security or counterintelligence informa-11

tion about the covered individual or information 12

that may suggest ill intent, vulnerability to 13

blackmail, compulsive behavior, allegiance to 14

another country, change in ideology, or that the 15

covered individual lacks good judgment, reli-16

ability, or trustworthiness; and 17

‘‘(D) data maintained on any terrorist or 18

criminal watch list maintained by any agency, 19

State or local government, or international or-20

ganization. 21

‘‘(c) REVIEWS OF COVERED INDIVIDUALS.— 22

‘‘(1) REVIEWS.— 23

‘‘(A) IN GENERAL.—The enhanced per-24

sonnel security program of an agency shall re-25
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quire that, not less than 2 times every 5 years, 1

the head of the agency shall conduct or request 2

the conduct of automated record checks and 3

checks of information from sources under sub-4

section (b) to ensure the continued eligibility of 5

each covered individual to access classified in-6

formation and hold a sensitive position unless 7

more frequent reviews of automated record 8

checks and checks of information from sources 9

under subsection (b) are conducted on the cov-10

ered individual. 11

‘‘(B) SCOPE OF REVIEWS.—Except for a 12

covered individual who is subject to more fre-13

quent reviews to ensure the continued eligibility 14

of the covered individual to access classified in-15

formation and hold a sensitive position, the re-16

views under subparagraph (A) shall consist of 17

random or aperiodic checks of covered individ-18

uals, such that each covered individual is sub-19

ject to at least 2 reviews during the 5-year pe-20

riod beginning on the date on which the agency 21

implements the enhanced personnel security 22

program of an agency, and during each 5-year 23

period thereafter. 24
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‘‘(C) INDIVIDUAL REVIEWS.—A review of 1

the information relating to the continued eligi-2

bility of a covered individual to access classified 3

information and hold a sensitive position under 4

subparagraph (A) may not be conducted until 5

after the end of the 120-day period beginning 6

on the date the covered individual receives the 7

notification required under paragraph (3). 8

‘‘(2) RESULTS.—The head of an agency shall 9

take appropriate action if a review under paragraph 10

(1) finds relevant information that may affect the 11

continued eligibility of a covered individual to access 12

classified information and hold a sensitive position. 13

UALS.—The head of an agency shall ensure that 15

each covered individual is adequately advised of the 16

types of relevant security or counterintelligence in-17

formation the covered individual is required to re-18

port to the head of the agency.

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(b) RESOLUTION OF BACKLOG OF OVERDUE PERI-1

ODIC REINVESTIGATIONS.— 2

(1) IN GENERAL.—The Director of National In-3

telligence shall develop and implement a plan to 4

eliminate the backlog of overdue periodic reinvestiga-5

tions of covered individuals. 6

(2) REQUIREMENTS.—The plan developed 7

under paragraph (1) shall— 8

(A) use a risk-based approach to— 9

(i) identify high-risk populations; and 10

(ii) prioritize reinvestigations that are 11

to develop a strategy, with milestones and benchmarks, 22

to ensure that there is a comprehensive interagency review 23

of policies and practices for planning and acquiring na-24

tional security satellite systems and architectures, includ-25

countries, consistent with the National Space Policy issued 2

on June 28, 2010.
