SEC. 4003. APPLICATION AND EFFECT OF CHANGES IN AL-3

LOCATIONS AND AGGREGATES. 4

(a) APPLICATION.—Any adjustments of allocations 5

and aggregates made pursuant to this concurrent resolu-6

tion shall— 7

(1) apply while that measure is under consider-8

ation; 9

(2) take effect upon the enactment of that 10

measure; and 11

(3) be published in the Congressional Record as 12

soon as practicable. 13

(b) EFFECT OF CHANGED ALLOCATIONS AND AG-14

GREGATES.—Revised allocations and aggregates resulting 15

from these adjustments shall be considered for the pur-16

poses of the Congressional Budget Act of 1974 (2 U.S.C. 17

621 et seq.) as the allocations and aggregates contained 18

in this concurrent resolution. 19

(c) BUDGET COMMITTEE DETERMINATIONS.—For 20

SEC. 4004. EXERCISE OF RULEMAKING POWERS. 15

Congress adopts the provisions of this title— 16

(1) as an exercise of the rulemaking power of 17

the Senate and the House of Representatives, re-18

spectively, and as such they shall be considered as 19

part of the rules of each House or of that House to 20

which they specifically apply, and such rules shall 21

supersede other rules only to the extent that they 22

are inconsistent with such other rules; and 23

(2) with full recognition of the constitutional 24

right of either the Senate or the House of Rep-25
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resentatives to change those rules (insofar as they 1

relate to that House) at any time, in the same man-2

ner, and to the same extent as is the case of any 3

other rule of the Senate or House of Representa-4

tives. 5
