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Affordable Care Act Update

The U.S. Supreme Court ruled that the Affordable Care Act,
or health reform law, was constitutional. The U.S. constitution
gives the U.S. Supreme Court the job of deciding what is
and what isn't constitutional.

Now, just like Social Security and Medicare, the Affordable
Care Act is the law of our great nation. | was proud to serve
on the House Energy and Commerce Committee’'s Subcom-
mittee on Health, which actually drafted the bill. | read it
many times and made a lot of amendments so I'm especially
proud of this historic decision.

The Affordable Care Act has already benefited millions of
Americans since it became law in 2010, and will continue to
help those who are in greatest need: children, young adults,
people with pre-existing conditions and our seniors.

In our own Congressional District, it's especially important
because we have the highest rates of uninsured individuals
in the country. As of March 2012, the 29th District has experi-
enced major benefits from the Affordable Care Act :

e 9,000 young adults have health insurance due to the pro-
vision allowing dependents up to age 26 to stay on their
family’s insurance plan

e 3,400 seniors in the district received prescription drug
discounts worth $1.8 million

17,000 children and 600,000 adults have health insurance that covers preventive services without paying any co-pays, coin-
surance, or deductibles

40,000 seniors received Medicare preventive services without paying any co-pays, coinsurance, or deductibles

490 small businesses in the district have received tax credits to help maintain or expand health care coverage for their employees

In Texas, 7,536,000 residents, including 2,094,00 children, no longer have had to worry about lifetime dollar limits on health
benefits while they fight cancer and other chronic diseases. Among other benefits, the Affordable Care Act also granted
Texas $3.8 million in funding for expanding school-based health centers.

The U.S. Supreme Court and Congress have made a huge leap toward improving the lives of millions of Americans through
access to affordable and quality health care, and bans unjustifiable premium hikes or coverage denial for the people who
need it most. It's our duty as Americans and legislators to work together to make sure that no American has to forgo or be
denied life-saving health care in the greatest and most prosperous nation in the world.

GAIN Act Passed by House of Representatives

On May 30, the House of Representatives overwhelmingly supported the Food and Drug Administration Reform Act. Includ-
ed in this bill was the Generating Antibiotic Incentives Now (GAIN) Act, a bipartisan bill introduced by myself and Congress-
man Phil Gingrey (R-GA), and supported by several other Members from both sides of the aisle.

The GAIN Act is a critical step toward addressing potential public health crises caused by drug resistant bacterial infections.
The bill gives the FDA the tools necessary to incentivize the development of next generation antibiotics that will keep us
safe and healthy in the event of a “superbug.”

The incentives in the bill are critical to getting drugs to market that treat serious and life threatening infections that are currently
unavailable. There are already instances of death and serious complications in our country due to drug-resistant pathogens.

We cannot allow ourselves to go back to the way things were before penicillin, when scraped knees and minor injuries were life
threatening and difficult to treat. Without our bill, the drug companies will simply not develop these drugs and we will continue
to be exposed to the risk of a large scale public health crisis, which experts believe is likely within the next ten years.

The GAIN Act provisions of the FDA Reform bill represent a careful bipartisan balance that appropriately protects patient
safety and responsibly offers incentives to innovative drug companies seeking cures to the world’s most deadly bacterial
pathogens like drug-resistant tuberculosis, MRSA, and others that we are currently not equipped to treat.

REGISTER TO VOTE

Exercise your right to vote on November 6.

If you are not already registered to vote, the form included
here can be mailed to the Harris County Regjistrar. The last day
to register to vote for the general election is October 9, 2012.

Before you register, verify your eligibility to vote. You
must be a resident of Harris County, be a U.S. Citizen,
be at least 18, and not be convicted of a felony or have
satisfied the court’s requirements after a felony.

If you need to update your existing registration, you can
contact the Harris County Voter Registration Department
at 713-368-8683.

Vote by Mail

To be eligible to vote by mail, you must satisfy one of the
following requirements: be 65 or older, have a disabil-
ity, be confined in jail, or expect to be absent from the
county on Election Day. Requests to apply for a ballot by
mail must be received by the Harris County Clerk’s office
before October 30, 2012.

Vote in Person

Early voting can help you avoid lines at the polls on
Election Day. Early voting will be held from October 22
through November 2.

Poll locations may be different than previous times because
of new boundaries created by redistricting. To find your

As part of the federal government'’s efforts to cut
down on spending, the annual statements that you
used to receive by mail are now available online.

Your online statement provides: Estimates of the
retirement and disability benefits you may receive;
Estimates of benefits your family may get when

you receive Social Security or pass away; a list of
your lifetime earnings according to Social Security’s
records; The estimated Social Security and Medi-
care taxes you've paid; Information about qualifying
and signing up for Medicare; Things to consider for
those age 55 and older who are thinking of retiring;
General information about Social Security for every-
one; The opportunity to apply online for retirement
and disability benefits; and a printable version of
your Social Security Statement.
