(1) no Federal funds shall be made available 12

before January 1, 2015, to carry out any provision 13

of the Patient Protection and Affordable Care Act 14

(Public Law 111-148) or title I and subtitle B of 15

title II of the Health Care and Education Reconcili-16

ation Act of 2010 (Public Law 111-152), or of the 17

are hereby rescinded; 3

(2) any funds made available for fiscal year 4

and Education Reconciliation Act of 2010 (Public 9

(c) SCHIP EXCEPTION.—Subsections (a) and (b) 16

shall not apply with respect to section 10203 of the Pa-17

tient Protection and Affordable Care Act and the amend-18

ments made by such section.

  (b) Limitation on Federal funding Notwithstanding any other provision of law and subject to subsection (c)— 
  (1) no Federal funds shall be made available before January 1, 2015, to carry out any provision of the Patient Protection and Affordable Care Act (Public Law 111-148) or title I and subtitle B of title II of the Health Care and Education Reconciliation Act of 2010 (Public Law 111-152), or of the amendments made by any such provision and all unobligated balances available under such provisions are hereby rescinded; 
  (2) any funds made available for fiscal year 2014 by this joint resolution or any other Act to carry out any provision of the Patient Protection and Affordable Care Act (Public Law 111-148) or title I or subtitle B of title II of the Health Care and Education Reconciliation Act of 2010 (Public Law 111-152), or any amendment made by any such provision, are rescinded; and 
  (3) any funds made so available for fiscal year 2015 to carry out any such provision or amendment shall not be available for obligation until January 1, 2015. 
  (c) SCHIP exception Subsections (a) and (b) shall not apply with respect to section 10203 of the Patient Protection and Affordable Care Act and the amendments made by such section.
