o Make sure the FAA can carry out its essential functions
(H.J. Res. 90)

e Maintain funding for our border security (H.J. Res. 79)

Until Congress passes and the President signs into law an
acceptable solution to fund the federal government, though,
some official activity is required to be suspended by law. During
this lapse in appropriations, all non-essential staff in my offices
have been furloughed and are prevented from engaging in
official activity.
