  (1) In general Beginning not later than one year after the date of the enactment of this section, the Secretary may make grants, on a competitive basis, to eligible producers on farms that have incurred financial damages, market losses, or testing costs, as determined by the Secretary, due to— 
  (A) the unauthorized release of a genetically engineered plant, regardless of the regulatory status of such plant; or 
  (B) contamination resulting from herbicide drift from herbicides applied to fields containing genetically engineered plants.
