This pushes for an expedited but sound environmental process for
the removal of hazardous, dead, and dying trees in the areas affected by the Wallow Fire. 1 also
touched on a long-term forest health solution in the works, the Four Forest Restoration Initiative
4-FRI1). The 4-FRI proposal calls for the Forest Service to partner with private industry to
restore our forests, ultimately reducing damaging wildfire impacts while providing forest jobs,
markets for wood products, and ecological restoration. It was a pleasure working with
Congressman Pearce on this.
