SEC. 101. The Continuing Appropriations Act, 2019 3

(division C of Public Law 115–245) is further amended—4

(1) by striking the date specified in section 5

105(3) and inserting ‘‘February 8, 2019’’; and 6

(2) by adding after section 136 the following: 7

‘‘SEC. 137. Notwithstanding section 251(a)(1) of the 8

Balanced Budget and Emergency Deficit Control Act of 9

1985 and the timetable in section 254(a) of such Act, the 10

final sequestration report for fiscal year 2019 pursuant 11

to section 254(f)(1) of such Act and any order for fiscal 12

year 2019 pursuant to section 254(f)(5) of such Act shall 13

be issued, for the Congressional Budget Office, 10 days 14

after the date specified in section 105(3), and for the Of-15

fice of Management and Budget, 15 days after the date 1

specified in section 105(3). 2

‘‘SEC. 138. The authority provided under title XXI 3

of the Homeland Security Act of 2002 (6 U.S.C. 621 et 4

seq.), as amended by section 2(a) of the Protecting and 5

of 2014 (Public Law 113–254), shall continue in effect 7

through the date specified in section 105(3). 8

‘‘SEC. 139. Section 319L(e)(1)(A) of the Public 9

Health Service Act (42 U.S.C. 247d–7e(e)(1)(A)) shall 10

continue in effect through the date specified in section 11

105(3) of this Act. 12

‘‘SEC. 140. Section 405(a) of the Pandemic and All 13

Hazards Preparedness Act (42 U.S.C. 247d–6a note) shall 14

continue in effect through the date specified in section 15

105(3) of this Act. 16

‘‘SEC. 141. Notwithstanding any other provision of 17

this Act, there is appropriated for ‘U.S. Customs and Bor-18

der Protection—Procurement, Construction, and Improve-19

ments’ $5,710,357,000 for fiscal year 2019, to remain 20

available until September 30, 2023. 21

mined eligible under section 1902(a)(10)(C) of 11

such Act (42 U.S.C. 1396a(a)(10)(C)) or by 12

reason of section 1902(f) of such Act (42 13

U.S.C. 1396a(f)) or otherwise on the basis of a 14

reduction of income based on costs incurred for 15

medical or other remedial care under which the 16

State disregarded the income and assets of the 17

individual’s spouse in determining the initial 18

and ongoing financial eligibility of an individual 19

for such services in place of the spousal impov-20

erishment provisions applied under section 1924 21

of such Act (42 U.S.C. 1396r–5).

SEC. 103. REDUCTION IN FMAP AFTER 2020 FOR STATES 3

WITHOUT ASSET VERIFICATION PROGRAM. 4

Section 1940 of the Social Security Act (42 U.S.C. 5

1396w) is amended by adding at the end the following 6

new subsection: 7

‘‘(k) REDUCTION IN FMAP AFTER 2020 FOR NON-8

COMPLIANT STATES.—9

‘‘(1) IN GENERAL.—With respect to a calendar 10

quarter beginning on or after January 1, 2021, the 11

Federal medical assistance percentage otherwise de-12

termined under section 1905(b) for a non-compliant 13

State shall be reduced—14

‘‘(A) for calendar quarters in 2021 and 15

2022, by 0.12 percentage points; 16

‘‘(B) for calendar quarters in 2023, by 17

0.25 percentage points; 18

‘‘(C) for calendar quarters in 2024, by 19

0.35 percentage points; and 20

‘‘(D) for calendar quarters in 2025 and 21

each year thereafter, by 0.5 percentage points. 22

‘‘(2) NON-COMPLIANT STATE DEFINED.—For 23

purposes of this subsection, the term ‘non-compliant 24

State’ means a State—25
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‘‘(A) that is one of the 50 States or the 1

District of Columbia; 2

‘‘(B) with respect to which the Secretary 3

has not approved a State plan amendment sub-4

mitted under subsection (a)(2); and 5

‘‘(C) that is not operating, on an ongoing 6

basis, an asset verification program in accord-7

ance with this section.’’. 8

SEC. 104. MEDICAID IMPROVEMENT FUND. 9

(c) CLASSIFICATION OF BUDGETARY EFFECTS.—23

Notwithstanding Rule 3 of the Budget Scorekeeping 24

Guidelines set forth in the joint explanatory statement of 25

port 105–217 and section 250(c)(8) of the Balanced 2

Budget and Emergency Deficit Control Act of 1985, the 3

budgetary effects of this division shall not be estimated—4

(1) for purposes of section 251 of such Act; and 5

(d) PAYGO ANNUAL REPORT.—For the purposes of 9

plicable policies of crop insurance under the Federal Crop 25
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Insurance Act (7 U.S.C. 1501 et seq.) or the Noninsured 1

Crop Disaster Assistance Program (NAP) under section 2

196 of the Federal Agriculture Improvement and Reform 3

Act of 1996 (7 U.S.C. 7333) shall not exceed 85 percent 4

of the loss as determined by the Secretary: Provided fur-5

ther, That the total amount of payments received under 6

this heading for producers who did not obtain a policy or 7

plan of insurance for an insurable commodity for the ap-8

plicable crop year under the Federal Crop Insurance Act 9

(7 U.S.C. 1501 et seq.) for the crop incurring the losses 10

or did not file the required paperwork and pay the service 11

fee by the applicable State filing deadline for a noninsur-12

  Provided further, That in administering the funds under this heading, the Secretary of Housing and Urban Development may waive, or specify alternative requirements for, any provision of any statute or regulation that the Secretary administers in connection with the obligation by the Secretary or the use by the recipient of these funds (except for requirements related to fair housing, nondiscrimination, labor standards, and the environment), if the Secretary finds that good cause exists for the waiver or alternative requirement and such waiver or alternative requirement would not be inconsistent with the overall purpose of title I of the Housing and Community Development Act of 1974:

  Provided further, That, notwithstanding section 104(g)(2) of the Housing and Community Development Act of 1974 (42 U.S.C. 5304(g)(2)), the Secretary may, upon receipt of a request for release of funds and certification, immediately approve the release of funds for an activity or project assisted under this heading if the recipient has adopted an environmental review, approval or permit under the preceding proviso or the activity or project is categorically excluded from review under the National Environmental Policy Act of 1969 (42 U.S.C. 4321 et seq.): 
  Provided further, That the Secretary shall publish via notice in the Federal Register any waiver, or alternative requirement, to any statute or regulation that the Secretary administers pursuant to title I of the Housing and Community Development Act of 1974 no later than 5 days before the effective date of such waiver or alternative requirement: 
  Provided further, That of the amounts made available under this heading, up to $5,000,000 shall be made available for capacity building and technical assistance, including assistance on contracting and procurement processes, to support States, units of general local government, or Indian tribes (and their subrecipients) that receive allocations pursuant to this heading, received disaster recovery allocations under the same heading in Public Law 115–254, or may receive similar allocations for disaster recovery in future appropriations Acts: 
  Provided further, That of the amounts made available under this heading and under the same heading in Public Law 115-254, up to $2,500,000 shall be transferred, in aggregate, to  Department of Housing and Urban Development—Program Office Salaries and Expenses—Community Planning and Development for necessary costs, including information technology costs, of administering and overseeing the obligation and expenditure of amounts under this heading: 
  Provided further, That the amount specified in the preceding proviso shall be combined with funds appropriated under the same heading and for the same purpose in Public Law 115– 254 and the aggregate of such amounts shall be available for any of the purposes specified under this heading or the same heading in Public Law 115–254 without limitation:

GENERAL PROVISIONS—THIS TITLE   
  1001. 
  (a) Amounts previously made available for activities authorized under title I of the Housing and Community Development Act of 1974 (42 U.S.C. 5301 et seq.) related to disaster relief, long-term recovery, restoration of infrastructure and housing, economic revitalization, and mitigation in the most impacted and distressed areas resulting from a major disaster, including funds provided under section 145 of division C of Public Law 114–223, section 192 of division C of Public Law 114–223 (as added by section 101(3) of division A of Public Law 114–254), section 421 of division K of Public Law 115–31, and any mitigation funding provided under the heading  Department of Housing and Urban Development–Community Planning and Development–Community Development Fund of Public Law 115–123 that were allocated in response to Hurricane Matthew may be used interchangeably and without limitation for the same activities in the most impacted and distressed areas related to Hurricane Florence. In addition, any funds provided under the heading  Department of Housing and Urban Development—Community Planning and Development—Community Development Fund in this Act or in division I of Public Law 115–254 that are allocated in response to Hurricane Florence may be used interchangeably and without limitation for the same activities in the most impacted and distressed areas related to Hurricane Matthew. Until HUD publishes the Federal Register Notice implementing this provision, grantees may submit for HUD approval revised plans for the use of funds related to Hurricane Matthew that expand the eligible beneficiaries of existing programs contained in such previously approved plans to include those impacted by Hurricane Florence. Approval of any such revised plans shall include the execution of revised grant terms and conditions as necessary.  
  (b) Amounts made available for administrative costs for activities authorized under title I of the Housing and Community Development Act of 1974 (42 U.S.C. 5301 et seq.) related to disaster relief, long-term recovery, restoration of infrastructure and housing, economic revitalization, and mitigation in the most impacted and distressed areas under this title or any future Act, and amounts previously provided under section 420 of division L of Public Law 114–113, section 145 of division C of Public Law 114–223, section 192 of division C of Public Law 114–223 (as added by section 101(3) of division A of Public Law 114–254), section 421 of division K of Public Law 115–31, and under the heading  Department of Housing and Urban Development—Community Planning and Development—Community Development Fund of division B of Public Law 115–56, Public Law 115–123, and Public Law 115–254, shall be available for eligible administrative costs of the grantee related to any disaster relief funding identified in this subsection without regard to the particular disaster appropriation from which such funds originated.  
  (c) Amounts repurposed pursuant to this section that were previously designated by the Congress as an emergency requirement or as being for disaster relief pursuant to the Balanced Budget and Emergency Deficit Control Act are designated by the Congress, respectively, as an emergency requirement pursuant to section 251(b)(2)(A)(i) of the Balanced Budget and Emergency Deficit Control Act of 1985 or as being for disaster relief pursuant to section 251(b)(2)(D) of the Balanced Budget and Emergency Deficit Control Act of 1985.  
  XI GENERAL PROVISIONS—THIS DIVISION 
  1101. Each amount appropriated or made available by this division is in addition to amounts otherwise appropriated for the fiscal year involved.  
  1102. No part of any appropriation contained in this division shall remain available for obligation beyond the current fiscal year unless expressly so provided herein.  
  1103. Unless otherwise provided for by this division, the additional amounts appropriated by this division to appropriations accounts shall be available under the authorities and conditions applicable to such appropriations accounts for fiscal year 2019.  
  1104. Each amount designated in this division by the Congress as being for an emergency requirement pursuant to section 251(b)(2)(A)(i) of the Balanced Budget and Emergency Deficit Control Act of 1985 shall be available (or rescinded or transferred, if applicable) only if the President subsequently so designates all such amounts and transmits such designations to the Congress.  
  1105. For purposes of this division, the consequences or impacts of any hurricane shall include damages caused by the storm at any time during the entirety of its duration as a cyclone, as defined by the National Hurricane Center.  
  1106. Any amount appropriated by this division, designated by the Congress as an emergency requirement pursuant to section 251(b)(2)(A)(i) of the Balanced Budget and Emergency Deficit Control Act of 1985 and subsequently so designated by the President, and transferred pursuant to transfer authorities provided by this division shall retain such designation.   This division may be cited as the  Additional Supplemental Appropriations for Disaster Relief, 2019.
