A BILL

Making appropriations for the Departments of Liabor, Health
and Human Services, and Education, and related agen-
cies for the fiscal year ending September 30, 2019, and

for other purposes.
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Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Representa-

tives of the United States of America in Congress assembled,
That the following sums are appropriated, out of any
money in the Treasury not otherwise appropriated, for the
Departments of Labor, Health and Human Services, and
Education, and related agencies for the fiscal year ending
September 30, 2019, and for other purposes, namely:
TITLE I
DEPARTMENT OF LABOR
EMPLOYMENT AND TRAINING ADMINISTRATION
TRAINING AND EMPLOYMENT SERVICES

For necessary expenses of the Workforece Innovation
and Opportunity Act (referred to in this Act as “WIOA”),
and the Second Chance Act of 2007, $3,474,341,000, plus

reimbursements, shall be available. Of the amounts pro-

vided:

(1) for grants to States for adult employment
and training activities, youth activities, and dis-
located worker employment and training activities,
$2,789,832,000 as follows:

(A) $845,556,000 for adult employment
and training activities, of which $133,556,000

shall be available for the period July 1, 2019

through June 30, 2020, and of which
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$712,000,000 shall be available for the period

October 1, 2019 through June 30, 2020;

(B) $903,416,000 for youth activities,
which shall be available for the period April 1,
2019 through June 30, 2020; and

(C) $1,040,860,000 for dislocated worker
employment and training activities, of which
$180,860,000 shall be available for the period
July 1, 2019 through June 30, 2020, and of
which $860,000,000 shall be available for the
period October 1, 2019 through June 30, 2020:

Provided, That the funds available for allotment to
outlying areas to carry out subtitle B of title I of the
WIOA shall not be subject to the requirements of
section 127(b)(1)(B)(i1) of such Act: Provided fur-
ther, That section 189(1)(3)(A)(i1) of the WIOA shall
be applied in fiscal year 2019 by striking “of sec-
tions 8 through 10”7 and “(29 U.S.C. 49g through
491)”, and by inserting “the colocation of employ-
ment service offices with one-stop centers, the des-
ignation of a cooperating State agency, the estab-
lishment and maintenance of a national system of

ublic emplovment service offices” after ‘‘veterans,”’:

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(2) for national programs, $684,509,000 as fol-

(A) $200,000,000 for the dislocated work-
ers assistance national reserve, which shall be
available through September 30, 2020: Pro-
vided, That funds provided to carry out section
132(a)(2)(A) of the WIOA may be used to pro-
vide assistance to a State for statewide or local
use in order to address cases where there have
been worker dislocations across multiple sectors
or across multiple local areas and such workers
remain dislocated; coordinate the State work-
force development plan with emerging economic
development needs; and train such eligible dis-
located workers: Provided further, That funds
provided to carry out sections 168(b) and
169(c) of the WIOA may be used for technical
assistance and demonstration projects, respec-
tively, that provide assistance to new entrants
in the workforce and incumbent workers: Pro-
vided further, That of the funds provided under
this subparagraph, $30,000,000 shall be for
training and employment assistance under sec-
tions 168(b), 169(¢) (notwithstanding the 10

percent limitation in such section) and 170 of
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the WIOA for workers in counties identified by
the most recent United States Census Bureau

data available as having poverty rates for all

(B) $55,000,000 for Native American pro-
orams under section 166 of the WIOA, which
shall be available for the period July 1, 2019

(C) $87,896,000 for migrant and seasonal
farmworker programs under section 167 of the
WIOA, including $81,447,000 for formula
orants (of which not less than 70 percent shall
be for employment and training services),
$5,922,000 for migrant and seasonal housing
(of which not less than 70 percent shall be for
permanent housing), and $527,000 for other
discretionary purposes, which shall be available
for the period July 1, 2019 through June 30,
notwithstanding
other provision of law or related regulation, the
Department of Labor shall take no action lim-
iting the number or proportion of eligible par-
ticipants receiving related assistance services or

discouraging grantees from providing such serv-

(D) $92,534,000 for YouthBuild activities
as described in section 171 of the WIOA, which
shall be available for the period April 1, 2019
through June 30, 2020;

(E) $93,079,000 for ex-offender activities,
under the authority of section 169 of the WIOA
and section 212 of the Second Chance Act of
2007, which shall be available for the period
April 1, 2019 through June 30, 2020: Provided,
That of this amount, $25,000,000 shall be for
competitive gorants to national and regional
intermediaries for activities that prepare young
ex-offenders and school dropouts for employ-
ment, with a priority for projects serving high-
crime, high-poverty areas;

(F) $6,000,000 for the Workforce Data
Quality Initiative, under the authority of section
169 of the WIOA, which shall be available for
the period July 1, 2019 through June 30,
2020; and

(G) $150,000,000 to expand apprentice-
ship opportunities, to be available to the Sec-
retary to carry out activities through grants, co-
operative agreements, contracts and other ar-

rangements, with States and other appropriate
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entities, which shall be available for the period
April 1, 2019 through June 30, 2020.
JOB CORPS
(INCLUDING TRANSFER OF FUNDS)

To carry out subtitle C of title I of the WIOA, includ-

ing Federal administrative expenses, the purchase and

of passenger motor vehicles, the construction, alter-

ation, and repairs of buildings and other facilities, and the

purchase of real property for training centers as author-

by the WIOA, $1,718,655,000, plus reimbursements,

as follows:

(1) $1,603,325,000 for Job Corps Operations,
which shall be available for the period July 1, 2019
through June 30, 2020;

(2) $83,000,000 for construction, rehabilitation
and acquisition of Job Corps Centers, which shall be
available for the period July 1, 2019 through June
30, 2022, and which may include the acquisition,
maintenance, and repair of major items of equip-
ment: Provided, That the Secretary may transfer up
to 15 percent of such funds to meet the operational
needs of such centers or to achieve administrative ef-
ficiencies: Provided further, That any funds trans-
ferred pursuant to the preceding provision shall not

be available for oblication after June 30, 2020: Pro-

vided further, That the Committees on Appropria-

tions of the House of Representatives and the Sen-

ate are notified at least 15 days in advance of any

transfer; and

(3) $32,330,000 for necessary expenses of Job

Corps, which shall be available for obligation for the

period October 1, 2018 through September 30,

2019:
Provided, That no funds from any other appropriation
shall be used to provide meal services at or for Job Corps
centers: Provided further, That notwithstanding section
144(a)(1) of the WIOA, the Secretary may prioritize the
enrollment of applicants who are at least 20 years old into
the Job Corps program.

To carry out title V of the Older Americans Act of
1965 (referred to in this Act as “OAA”), $400,000,000,
which shall be available for the period April 1, 2019
through June 30, 2020, and may be recaptured and reobli-
cated in accordance with section 517(¢) of the OAA.

STATE UNEMPLOYMENT INSURANCE AND EMPLOYMENT
SERVICE OPERATIONS

For authorized administrative expenses,
$84,066,000, together with not to exceed $3,176,216,000
which may be expended from the Employment Security
Administration Account in the Unemployment Trust Fund

(“the Trust Fund”), of which:
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(1) $2,515,816,000 from the Trust Fund is for

orants to States for the administration of State un-
employment insurance laws as authorized under title
IIT of the Social Security Act (including not less
than $150,000,000 to conduct in-person reemploy-
ment and eligibility assessments and unemployment
insurance improper payment reviews, and to provide
reemployment services and referrals to training as
appropriate, for claimants of unemployment insur-
ance for ex-service members under 5 U.S.C. 8521 et.
seq. and for claimants of regular unemployment
compensation, including those who are profiled as
most likely to exhaust their benefits in each State:
Provided, That of the amount provided under this
heading, $117,000,000 is provided to meet the terms
of section 251(b)(2)(E)(11) of the Balanced Budget
and Emergency Deficit Control Act of 1985, as
amended, and $33,000,000 is additional new budget
authority  specified for purposes of section
251(b)(2)(E) of such Aect; and $9,000,000 for con-
tinued support of the Unemployment Insurance In-
tegrity Center of Excellence), the administration of
unemployment insurance for Federal employees and
for ex-service members as authorized under 5 U.S.C.

8501-8523, and the administration of trade read-
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justment allowances, reemployment trade adjustment
assistance, and alternative trade adjustment assist-
ance under the Trade Act of 1974 and under section
231(a) of the Trade Adjustment Assistance Exten-
sion Act of 2011 and section 405(a) of the Trade
Preferences Extension Act of 2015, and shall be
available for obligation by the States through De-
cember 31, 2019, except that funds used for auto-
mation shall be available for Kederal obligation
through December 31, 2019, and for State obliga-
tion through September 30, 2021, or, if the automa-
tion is being carried out through consortia of States,
for State obligation through September 30, 2024,
and for expenditure through September 30, 2025,
and funds for competitive grants awarded to States
for improved operations and to conduct in-person re-
employment and eligibility assessments and unem-
ployment insurance improper payment reviews and
provide reemployment services and referrals to train-
ing, as appropriate, shall be available for Federal ob-
ligation through December 31, 2019, and for obliga-
tion by the States through September 30, 2021, and
funds for the Unemployment Insurance Integrity
Center of Excellence shall be available for obligation

by the State through September 30, 2020, and
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funds used for unemployment insurance workloads
experienced through September 30, 2019 shall be
available for Federal obligation through December
31, 2019;

(2) $13,897,000 from the Trust Fund is for na-
tional activities necessary to support the administra-
tion of the Federal-State unemployment insurance
system;

(3) $564,375,000 from the Trust Fund, to-
oether with $21,413,000 from the General Fund of
the Treasury, is for grants to States in accordance
with section 6 of the Wagner-Peyser Act, and shall
be available for Federal obligation for the period
July 1, 2019 through June 30, 2020: Provided, That
notwithstanding the funding allocation in section 7
of the Wagner-Peyser Act, States may use up to 100
percent of the funds allotted to the State under sec-
tion 6 of such Act to carry out the activities de-
seribed 1n section 7(a) of such Act;

(4) $19,818,000 from the Trust Fund is for na-
tional activities of the Employment Service, includ-
ing administration of the work opportunity tax cred-
it under section 51 of the Internal Revenue Code of
1986, and the provision of technical assistance and

staff training under the Wagner-Peyser Act;
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(5) $62,310,000 from the Trust Fund is for the

administration of foreign labor certifications and re-
lated activities under the Immigration and Nation-
ality Act and related laws, of which $48,028,000
shall be available for the Federal administration of
such activities, and $14,282,000 shall be available
for erants to States for the administration of such
activities; and
(6) $62,653,000 from the General Fund is to
provide workforce information, national electronic
tools, and one-stop system building under the Wag-
ner-Peyser Act and shall be available for Federal ob-
lication for the period July 1, 2019 through June
30, 2020:
Provided, That to the extent that the Average Weekly In-
sured Unemployment (“AWIU”) for fiscal year 2019 is
projected by the Department of Labor to exceed
2,030,000, an additional $28,600,000 from the Trust
Fund shall be available for obligation for every 100,000
increase in the AWIU level (including a pro rata amount
for any increment less than 100,000) to carry out title
IIT of the Social Security Act: Provided further, That
funds appropriated in this Act that are allotted to a State
to carry out activities under title III of the Social Security

Act may be used by such State to assist other States in
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carrying out activities under such title III if the other
States include areas that have suffered a major disaster
declared by the President under the Robert T. Stafford

Disaster Relief and Emergency Assistance Act: Provided

Sfurther, That the Secretary may use funds appropriated

for grants to States under title IIT of the Social Security
Act to make payments on behalf of States for the use of
the National Directory of New Hires under section
453(3)(8) of such Act: Provided further, That the Sec-
retary may use funds appropriated for grants to States
under title IIT of the Social Security Act to make pay-
ments on behalf of States to the entity operating the State
Information Data Exchange System: Provided further,
That the Secretary may use funds appropriated for grants
to States under title IIT of the Social Security Act to make
payments on behalf of States to the entity operating the
Unemployment Insurance Integrity Center of Excellence:
Provided further, That funds appropriated in this Act
which are used to establish a national one-stop career cen-
ter system, or which are used to support the national ac-
tivities of the Federal-State unemployment insurance, em-
ployment service, or immigration programs, may be obli-
cated in contracts, grants, or agreements with States and
non-State entities: Provided further, That States awarded

competitive grants for improved operations under title III

of the Social Security Act, or awarded grants to support
the national activities of the Federal-State unemployment
insurance system, may award subgrants to other States
and non-State entities under such grants, subject to the
conditions applicable to the grants: Provided further, That
funds appropriated under this Act for activities authorized
under title I of the Social Security Act and the Wagner-
Peyser Act may be used by States to fund integrated Un-
employment Insurance and Employment Service automa-
tion efforts, notwithstanding cost allocation principles pre-
seribed under the final rule entitled “Uniform Administra-
tive Requirements, Cost Principles, and Audit Require-
ments for Federal Awards” at part 200 of title 2, Code
of Federal Regulations: Provided further, That the Sec-
retary, at the request of a State participating in a consor-
tium with other States, may reallot funds allotted to such
State under title III of the Social Security Act to other
States participating in the consortium or to the entity op-
erating the Unemployment Insurance Information Tech-
nology Support Center in order to carry out activities that
benefit the administration of the unemployment com-

pensation law of the State making the request: Provided

Sfurther, That the Secretary may collect fees for the costs

associated with additional data collection, analyses, and

reporting services relating to the National Agricultural
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Workers Survey requested by State and local govern-
ments, public and private institutions of higher education,
and nonprofit organizations and may utilize such sums,
in accordance with the provisions of 29 U.S.C. 9a, for the
National Agricultural Workers Survey infrastructure,
methodology, and data to meet the information collection
and reporting needs of such entities, which shall be cred-
ited to this appropriation and shall remain available until
September 30, 2020, for such purposes.
ADVANCES TO THE UNEMPLOYMENT TRUST FUND AND
OTHER FUNDS

For repayable advances to the Unemployment Trust
Fund as authorized by sections 905(d) and 1203 of the
Social Security Act, and to the Black Lung Disability
Trust Fund as authorized by section 9501(¢)(1) of the In-
ternal Revenue Code of 1986; and for nonrepayable ad-
vances to the revolving fund established by section 901(e)
of the Social Security Act, to the Unemployment Trust
Fund as authorized by 5 U.S.C. 8509, and to the “Federal
Unemployment Benefits and Allowances” account, such
sums as may be necessary, which shall be available for
obligation through September 30, 2020.

PROGRAM ADMINISTRATION
For expenses of administering employment and train-

ing programs, $108,674,000, together with not to exceed
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$49,982,000 which may be expended from the Employ-

ment Security Administration Account in the Unemploy-
ment Trust Fund.

SALARIES AND EXPENSES

For necessary expenses for the Employee Benefits
Security Administration, $180,600,000, of which up to
$3,000,000 shall be made available through September 30,
2020, for the procurement of expert witnesses for enforce-
ment litigation.

PENSION BENEFIT GUARANTY CORPORATION
PENSION BENEFIT GUARANTY CORPORATION FUND

The Pension Benefit Guaranty Corporation (“Cor-
poration’) is authorized to make such expenditures, in-
cluding financial assistance authorized by subtitle E of
title IV of the Employee Retirement Income Security Act
of 1974, within limits of funds and borrowing authority
available to the Corporation, and in accord with law, and
to make such contracts and commitments without regard
to fiscal year limitations, as provided by 31 U.S.C. 9104,
as may be necessary in carrying out the program, includ-
ing associated administrative expenses, through Sep-
tember 30, 2019, for the Corporation: Provided, That
none of the funds available to the Corporation for fiscal

pants in plans terminated by the Corporation exceeds
100,000 in fiscal year 2019, an amount not to exceed an
additional $9,200,000 shall be available through Sep-
tember 30, 2020, for oblication for administrative ex-
penses for every 20,000 additional terminated partici-
pants: Provided further, That obligations in excess of the

SALARIES AND EXPENSES
For necessary expenses for the Office of Labor-Man-

agement Standards, $42,187,000.
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OFFICE OF FEDERAL CONTRACT COMPLIANCE
PROGRAMS
SALARIES AND EXPENSES

For necessary expenses for the Office of Federal Con-
tract Compliance Programs, $99,476,000.

OFFICE OF WORKERS' COMPENSATION PROGRAMS
SALARIES AND EXPENSES

For necessary expenses for the Office of Workers’
Compensation Programs, $115,424,000, together with
$2,177,000 which may be expended from the Special Fund
in accordance with sections 39(c¢), 44(d), and 44(j) of the
Longshore and Harbor Workers” Compensation Act.

SPECIAL BENEFITS
(INCLUDING TRANSFER OF FUNDS)

For the payment of compensation, benefits, and ex-
penses (except administrative expenses) accruing during
the current or any prior fiscal year authorized by 5 U.S.C.
81; continuation of benefits as provided for under the
heading “Civilian War Benefits” in the Federal Security
Agency Appropriation Act, 1947; the Employees’ Com-
pensation Commission Appropriation Act, 1944; section
5(f) of the War Claims Act (50 U.S.C. App. 2012); obliga-
tions incurred under the War Hazards Compensation Act
(42 U.S.C. 1701 et seq.); and 50 percent of the additional

compensation and benefits required by section 10(h) of the
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Longshore and Harbor Workers” Compensation Act,
$230,000,000, together with such amounts as may be nee-
essary to be charged to the subsequent year appropriation
for the payment of compensation and other benefits for
any period subsequent to August 15 of the current year,
for deposit into and to assume the attributes of the Em-
ployees” Compensation Fund established under 5 U.S.C.
8147(a): Provided, That amounts appropriated may be
used under 5 U.S.C. 8104 by the Secretary to reimburse
an employer, who is not the employer at the time of injury,
for portions of the salary of a re-employed, disabled bene-
ficiary: Provided further, That balances of reimbursements
unobligated on September 30, 2018, shall remain available
until expended for the payment of compensation, benefits,
and expenses: Provided further, That in addition there
shall be transferred to this appropriation from the Postal
Service and from any other corporation or instrumentality
required under 5 U.S.C. 8147(¢) to pay an amount for
its fair share of the cost of administration, such sums as
the Secretary determines to be the cost of administration
for employees of such fair share entities through Sep-
tember 30, 2019: Provided further, That of those funds
transferred to this account from the fair share entities to

pay the cost of administration of the Federal Employees’
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Compensation Act, $74,777,000 shall be made available

to the Secretary as follows:
(1) For enhancement and maintenance of auto-
mated data processing systems operations and tele-
communications systems, $24,540,000;
(2) For automated workload processing oper-
ations, including document imaging, centralized mail
intake, and medical bill processing, $22,968,000;
(3) For periodic roll disability management and
medical review, $25,535,000;
(4) For program integrity, $1,734,000; and
(5) The remaining funds shall be paid into the
Treasury as miscellaneous receipts:
Provided further, That the Secretary may require that any
person filing a notice of injury or a claim for benefits
under 5 U.S.C. 81, or the Longshore and Harbor Work-
ers’ Compensation Act, provide as part of such notice and
claim, such identifying information (including Social Secu-
rity account number) as such regulations may prescribe.

SPECIAL BENEFITS FOR DISABLED COAL: MINERS

For carrying out title IV of the Federal Mine Safety
and Health Act of 1977, as amended by Public Liaw 107—
275, $10,319,000, to remain available until expended.

For making after July 31 of the current fiscal year,

benefit payments to individuals under title IV of such Act,
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for costs incurred in the current fiscal year, such amounts
as may be necessary.

For making benefit payments under title IV for the
first quarter of fiscal year 2020, $14,000,000, to remain
available until expended.

ADMINISTRATIVE EXPENSES, ENERGY EMPLOYEES

OCCUPATIONAL ILLNESS COMPENSATION FUND

For necessary expenses to administer the Energy
Employees Occupational Illness Compensation Program
Act, $59,098,000, to remain available until expended: Pro-
vided, That the Secretary may require that any person fil-
ing a claim for benefits under the Act provide as part of
such claim such identifying information (including Social
Security account number) as may be prescribed.

BLACK LUNG DISABILITY TRUST FUND
(INCLUDING TRANSFER OF FUNDS)

Such sums as may be necessary from the Black Lung
Disability Trust Fund (the “Fund”), to remain available
until expended, for payment of all benefits authorized by
section 9501(d)(1), (2), (6), and (7) of the Internal Rev-
enue Code of 1986; and repayment of, and payment of
interest on advances, as authorized by section 9501(d)(4)
of that Act. In addition, the following amounts may be
expended from the Fund for fiscal year 2019 for expenses

of operation and administration of the Black Lung Bene-
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fits program, as authorized by section 9501(d)(5): not to
exceed $38,246,000 for transfer to the Office of Workers’
Compensation Programs, ‘“Salaries and Expenses’; not to
exceed $31,994,000 for transfer to Departmental Manage-
ment, “Salaries and Expenses’”; not to exceed $330,000
for transfer to Departmental Management, “Office of In-
spector General”; and not to exceed $356,000 for pay-
ments into miscellaneous receipts for the expenses of the
Department of the Treasury.
OCCUPATIONAL SAFETY AND HEALTIH ADMINISTRATION
SALARIES AND EXPENSES

For necessary expenses for the Occupational Safety
and Health Administration, $545,250,000, including not
to exceed $100,850,000 which shall be the maximum
amount available for grants to States under section 23(g)
of the Occupational Safety and Health Act (the “Act”),
which grants shall be no less than 50 percent of the costs
of State occupational safety and health programs required

3302, the Secretary is authorized, during the fiscal year
ending September 30, 2019, to collect and retain fees for
services provided to Nationally Recognized Testing Lab-
oratories, and may utilize such sums, in accordance with
the provisions of 29 U.S.C. 9a, to administer national and
international laboratory recognition programs that ensure
the safety of equipment and products used by workers in
the workplace: Provided further, That none of the funds
appropriated under this paragraph shall be obligated or
expended to prescribe, issue, administer, or enforce any
standard, rule, regulation, or order under the Act which
1s applicable to any person who is engaged in a farming
operation which does not maintain a temporary labor
camp and employs 10 or fewer employees: Provided fur-
ther, That no funds appropriated under this paragraph
shall be oblicated or expended to administer or enforce
any standard, rule, regulation, or order under the Act with
respect to any employer of 10 or fewer employees who 1is
included within a category having a Days Away, Re-
stricted, or Transferred (“DART”) occupational injury
and illness rate, at the most precise industrial classifica-
tion code for which such data are published, less than the
national average rate as such rates are most recently pub-

lished by the Secretary, acting through the Bureau of
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1 Labor Statistics, in accordance with section 24 of the Act,

2 except —
3 (1) to provide, as authorized by the Act, con-
4 sultation, technical assistance, educational and train-
5 ing services, and to conduct surveys and studies;
6 (2) to econduct an inspection or investigation in

amounts available for State assistance grants may be used

$750,000 may be collected by the National Mine Health
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and Safety Academy for room, board, tuition, and the sale
of training materials, otherwise authorized by law to be
collected, to be available for mine safety and health edu-
cation and training activities: Provided further, That not-
withstanding 31 U.S.C. 3302, the Mine Safety and Health
Administration is authorized to collect and retain up to
$2,499,000 from fees collected for the approval and cer-
tification of equipment, materials, and explosives for use
in mines, and may utilize such sums for such activities:
Provided further, That the Secretary is authorized to ac-
cept lands, buildings, equipment, and other contributions
from public and private sources and to prosecute projects
in cooperation with other agencies, Federal, State, or pri-
vate: Provided further, That the Mine Safety and Health
Administration is authorized to promote health and safety
education and training in the mining community through
cooperative programs with States, industry, and safety as-
sociations: Provided further, That the Secretary is author-
ized to recognize the Joseph A. Holmes Safety Association
as a principal safety association and, notwithstanding any
other provision of law, may provide funds and, with or
without reimbursement, personnel, including service of
Mine Safety and Health Administration officials as offi-
cers in local chapters or in the national organization: Pro-

vided further, That any funds available to the Department
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of Liabor may be used, with the approval of the Secretary,
to provide for the costs of mine rescue and survival oper-
ations in the event of a major disaster.

standing sections 2021(e)(2) and 2021A(f)(2) of title 38,
United States Code, such funds shall be available for ex-
penditure pursuant to 31 U.S.C. § 1553.

SEC. 101. None of the funds appropriated by this Act
for the Job Corps shall be used to pay the salary and bo-
nuses of an individual, either as direct costs or any prora-
tion as an indirect cost, at a rate in excess of Executive
Level II.

(TRANSFER OF FUNDS)

SEC. 102. Not to exceed 1 percent of any discre-
tionary funds (pursuant to the Balanced Budget and
Emergency Deficit Control Act of 1985) which are appro-
priated for the current fiscal year for the Department of
Labor in this Act may be transferred between a program,
project, or activity, but no such program, project, or activ-
ity shall be increased by more than 3 percent by any such
transfer: Provided, That the transfer authority granted by
this section shall not be used to create any new program
or to fund any project or activity for which no funds are

provided in this Act: Provided further, That the Commit-

tees on Appropriations of the House of Representatives
and the Senate are notified at least 15 days in advance
of any transfer.

SEC. 103. In accordance with Executive Order
13126, none of the funds appropriated or otherwise made
available pursuant to this Act shall be oblicated or ex-
pended for the procurement of goods mined, produced,
manufactured, or harvested or services rendered, in whole
or in part, by forced or indentured child labor in industries
and host countries already identified by the United States
Department of Labor prior to enactment of this Act.

SEC. 104. Except as otherwise provided in this sec-
tion, none of the funds made available to the Department
of Labor for grants under section 414(¢) of the American
Competitiveness and Workforce Improvement Act of 1998
(29 U.S.C. 2916a) may be used for any purpose other
than competitive grants for training individuals who are
older than 16 years of age and are not currently enrolled
in school within a local educational agency in the occupa-
tions and industries for which employers are using H-1B
visas to hire foreign workers, and the related activities
necessary to support such training.

SEC. 105. None of the funds made available by this
Act under the heading “Employment and Training Ad-

ministration” shall be used by a recipient or subrecipient
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of such funds to pay the salary and bonuses of an indi-
vidual, either as direct costs or indirect costs, at a rate
in excess of Executive Lievel II. This limitation shall not
apply to vendors providing goods and services as defined
in Office of Management and Budget Circular A-133.
Where States are recipients of such funds, States may es-
tablish a lower limit for salaries and bonuses of those re-
ceiving salaries and bonuses from subrecipients of such
funds, taking into account factors including the relative
cost-of-living in the State, the compensation levels for
comparable State or local government employees, and the
size of the organizations that administer Federal pro-
erams involved including Employment and Training Ad-
ministration programs.
(TRANSFER OF FUNDS)

SEC. 106. (a) Notwithstanding section 102, the Sec-
retary may transfer funds made available to the Employ-
ment and Training Administration by this Act, either di-
rectly or through a set-aside, for technical assistance serv-
ices to grantees to “Program Administration” when it is
determined that those services will be more efficiently per-
formed by Federal employees: Provided, That this section
shall not apply to section 171 of the WIOA.

(b) Notwithstanding section 102, the Secretary may

transfer not more than 0.5 percent of each discretionary
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appropriation made available to the Employment and
Training Administration by this Act to “‘Program Admin-
istration” in order to carry out program integrity activities
relating to any of the programs or activities that are fund-
ed under any such discretionary appropriations: Provided,
That notwithstanding section 102 and the preceding pro-
viso, the Secretary may transfer not more than 0.5 percent
of funds made available in paragraphs (1) and (2) of the
“Office of Job Corps” account to paragraph (3) of such
account to carry out program integrity activities related
to the Job Corps program: Provided further, That funds
transferred under the authority provided by this sub-
section shall be available for obligation through September
30, 2020.
(TRANSFER OF FUNDS)

SEC. 107. (a) The Secretary may reserve not more
than 0.75 percent from each appropriation made available
in this Act identified in subsection (b) in order to carry
out evaluations of any of the programs or activities that
are funded under such accounts. Any funds reserved under
this section shall be transferred to ‘“Departmental Man-
agement”” for use by the Office of the Chief Evaluation
Officer within the Department of Liabor, and shall be
available for obligation through September 30, 2020: Pro-

vided, That such funds shall only be available if the Chief
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Evaluation Officer of the Department of Liabor submits
a plan to the Committees on Appropriations of the House
of Representatives and the Senate describing the evalua-
tions to be carried out 15 days in advance of any transfer.

(b) The accounts referred to in subsection (a) are:
“Training and Employment Services”, “Job Corps”,
“Community Service Employment for Older Americans’,
“State Unemployment Insurance and Employment Service
Operations”, “Employee Benefits Security Administra-
tion”, “Office of Workers’ Compensation Programs”,
“Wage and Hour Division”, “Office of Federal Contract
Compliance Programs”, “Office of Labor Management
Standards”, “Occupational Safety and Health Adminis-
tration”, “Mine Safety and Health Administration”, “Of-
fice of Disability Employment Policy”’, funding made
available to the “Bureau of International Labor Affairs”
and “Women’s Bureau” within the ‘“‘Departmental Man-
agement, Salaries and Expenses’ account, and “Veterans
Employment and Training”.

SEC. 108. (a) Section 7 of the Fair Liabor Standards
Act of 1938 (29 U.S.C. 207) shall be applied as if the
following text is part of such section:

“(s)(1) The provisions of this section shall not apply
for a period of 2 years after the occurrence of a major

disaster to any employee—
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“(A) employed to adjust or evaluate claims re-
sulting from or relating to such major disaster, by
an employer not engaged, directly or through an af-
filiate, in underwriting, selling, or marketing prop-
erty, casualty, or liability insurance policies or con-
tracts;

“(B) who receives from such employer on aver-
age weekly compensation of not less than $591.00
per week or any minimum weekly amount estab-
lished by the Secretary, whichever is greater, for the
number of weeks such employee is engaged in any
of the activities described in subparagraph (C); and

“(C) whose duties include any of the following:

“(1) interviewing insured individuals, indi-
viduals who suffered injuries or other damages
or losses arising from or relating to a disaster,
witnesses, or physicians;

“(11) inspecting property damage or review-
ing factual information to prepare damage esti-
mates;

“(iil) evaluating and making recommenda-
tions regarding coverage or compensability of
claims or determining liability or value aspects
of claims;

“(iv) negotiating settlements; or
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“(v) making recommendations regarding
litigation.

“(2) The exemption in this subsection shall not affect

the exemption provided by section 13(a)(1).

“(3) For purposes of this subsection—

“(A) the term ‘major disaster’ means any dis-
aster or catastrophe declared or designated by any
State or Federal agency or department;

“(B) the term ‘employee employed to adjust or
evaluate claims resulting from or relating to such
major disaster’ means an individual who timely se-
cured or secures a license required by applicable law
to engage in and perform the activities described in
clauses (i) through (v) of paragraph (1)(C) relating
to a major disaster, and is employed by an employer
that maintains worker compensation insurance cov-
erage or protection for its employees, if required by
applicable law, and withholds applicable Federal,
State, and local income and payroll taxes from the
wages, salaries and any benefits of such employees;
and

“(C) the term ‘affiliate’ means a company that,
by reason of ownership or control of 25 percent or
more of the outstanding shares of any class of voting

securities of one or more companies, directly or indi-
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rectly, controls, is controlled by, or is under common

control with, another company.”.

(b) This section shall be effective on the date of en-
actment of this Act.

(RESCISSION)

SEC. 109. Of the funds made available under the
heading “Employment and Training Administration—
Training and Employment Services” in division H of Pub-
lic Law 115-141, $200,000,000 is rescinded, to be derived
from the amount made available in paragraph (2)(A)
under such heading for the period October 1, 2018,
through September 30, 2019.

SEC. 110. (a) FrLexmBiLity Wit RESPECT TO THE
CROSSING OF H-2B NONIMMIGRANTS WORKING IN THE
SEAFOOD INDUSTRY .—

(1) IN GENERAL.—Subject to paragraph (2), if

a petition for H-2B nonimmigrants filed by an em-

ployer in the seafood industry is granted, the em-

ployer may bring the nonimmigrants described in
the petition into the United States at any time dur-
ing the 120-day period beginning on the start date
for which the employer is seeking the services of the
nonimmigrants without filing another petition.

(2) REQUIREMENTS FOR CROSSINGS AFTER

90TH DAY.—An employer in the seafood industry
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may not bring H-2B nonimmigrants into the United
States after the date that is 90 days after the start
date for which the employer is seeking the services
of the nonimmigrants unless the employer—
(A) completes a new assessment of the
local labor market by—
(1) listing job orders in local news-
papers on 2 separate Sundays; and
(ii) posting the job opportunity on the
appropriate Department of Labor Elec-
tronic Job Registry and at the employer’s
place of employment; and
(B) offers the job to an equally or better
qualified United States worker who—
(1) applies for the job; and
(1) will be available at the time and
place of need.
(3) EXEMPTION FROM RULES WITH RESPECT
TO STAGGERING.—The Secretary of Labor shall not
consider an employer in the seafood industry who
brings II-2B nonimmigrants into the United States
during the 120-day period specified in paragraph (1)
to be stageering the date of need in violation of sec-
tion 655.20(d) of title 20, Code of Federal Regula-

tions, or any other applicable provision of law.
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(b) H-2B NONIMMIGRANTS DEFINED.—In this sec-
tion, the term “H-2B nonimmigrants” means aliens ad-
mitted to the United States pursuant to section
101(a)(15)(I)(11)(B) of the Immigration and Nationality
Act (8 U.S.C. 1101(a)(15)(H)(i1)(B)).

SEC. 111 . (a) The Act entitled “An Act to create
a Department of Labor”, approved March 4, 1913 (37
Stat. 736, chapter 141) shall be applied as if the following
text 1s part of such Act:

“SEC. 12. SECURITY DETAIL.

“(a) IN GENERAL.—The Secretary of Labor is au-
thorized to employ law enforcement officers or special
agents to—

“(1) provide protection for the Secretary of
Labor during the workday of the Secretary and dur-
ing any activity that is preliminary or postliminary
to the performance of official duties by the Sec-
retary;

“(2) provide protection, incidental to the protec-
tion provided to the Secretary, to a member of the
immediate family of the Secretary who is partici-
pating in an activity or event relating to the official
duties of the Secretary;

SEC. 205. Not to exceed 1 percent of any disecre-

ceptions, parties, or similar forms of entertainment for
Government officials or employees: Provided further, That
none of the funds made available to CPB by this Act shall
be available or used to aid or support any program or ac-
tivity from which any person is excluded, or is denied ben-
efits, or 1s diseriminated against, on the basis of race,
color, national origin, religion, or sex: Provided further,
That none of the funds made available to CPB by this
Act shall be used to apply any political test or qualification

The Secretaries of Liabor, Health and
Human Services, and Education are authorized to transfer
unexpended balances of prior appropriations to accounts
corresponding to current appropriations provided in this
Act. Such transferred balances shall be used for the same
purpose, and for the same periods of time, for which they
were originally appropriated.

SEC. 502. No part of any appropriation contained in
this Act shall remain available for obligation beyond the

current fiscal year unless expressly so provided herein.
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SEC. 503. (a) No part of any appropriation contained
in this Act or transferred pursuant to section 4002 of
Public Law 111-148 shall be used, other than for normal
and recognized executive-legislative relationships, for pub-
licity or propaganda purposes, for the preparation, dis-
tribution, or use of any kit, pamphlet, booklet, publication,
electronic communication, radio, television, or video pres-
entation designed to support or defeat the enactment of
legislation before the Congress or any State or local legis-
lature or legislative body, except in presentation to the
Congress or any State or local legislature itself, or de-
signed to support or defeat any proposed or pending regu-
lation, administrative action, or order issued by the execu-
tive branch of any State or local government, except in
presentation to the executive branch of any State or local
covernment itself.

(b) No part of any appropriation contained in this
Act or transferred pursuant to section 4002 of Public Law
111-148 shall be used to pay the salary or expenses of
any grant or contract recipient, or agent acting for such
recipient, related to any activity designed to influence the
enactment of legislation, appropriations, regulation, ad-
ministrative action, or Executive order proposed or pend-
ing before the Congress or any State government, State

legislature or local legislature or legislative body, other
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than for normal and recognized executive-legislative rela-
tionships or participation by an agency or officer of a
State, local or tribal government in policymaking and ad-
ministrative processes within the executive branch of that
government.

(¢) The prohibitions in subsections (a) and (b) shall
include any activity to advocate or promote any proposed,
pending or future Federal, State or local tax increase, or
any proposed, pending, or future requirement or restric-
tion on any legal consumer product, including its sale or
marketing, including but not limited to the advocacy or
promotion of gun control.

SEC. 504. The Secretaries of Liabor and Education
are authorized to make available not to exceed $28,000
and $20,000, respectively, from funds available for sala-
ries and expenses under titles I and III, respectively, for
official reception and representation expenses; the Direc-
tor of the Federal Mediation and Conciliation Service is
authorized to make available for official reception and rep-
resentation expenses not to exceed $5,000 from the funds
available for “Federal Mediation and Conciliation Service,
Salaries and Expenses”; and the Chairman of the Na-
tional Mediation Board is authorized to make available for

official reception and representation expenses not to ex-
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ceed $5,000 from funds available for ‘“National Mediation

Board, Salaries and Expenses”.

SEC. 505. When issuing statements, press releases,
requests for proposals, bid solicitations and other docu-
ments describing projects or programs funded in whole or
in part with Federal money, all grantees receiving Federal
funds included in this Act, including but not limited to
State and local governments and recipients of Federal re-
search grants, shall clearly state—

(1) the percentage of the total costs of the pro-
eram or project which will be financed with Federal
money;

(2) the dollar amount of Federal funds for the
project or program; and

(3) percentage and dollar amount of the total
costs of the project or program that will be financed
by non-governmental sources.

SEC. 506. (a) None of the funds appropriated in this
Act, and none of the funds in any trust fund to which
funds are appropriated in this Act, shall be expended for
any abortion.

(b) None of the funds appropriated in this Act, and
none of the funds in any trust fund to which funds are
appropriated in this Act, shall be expended for health ben-

efits coverage that includes coverage of abortion.
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’ means the

(¢) The term ‘“health benefits coverage’
package of services covered by a managed care provider
or organization pursuant to a contract or other arrange-
ment.

SEC. 507. (a) The limitations established in the pre-
ceding section shall not apply to an abortion—

(1) if the pregnancy is the result of an act of
rape or incest; or

(2) 1n the case where a woman suffers from a
physical disorder, physical injury, or physical illness,
including a life-endangering physical  condition
caused by or arising from the pregnancy itself, that
would, as certified by a physician, place the woman
in danger of death unless an abortion is performed.

(b) Nothing in the preceding section shall be con-
strued as prohibiting the expenditure by a State, locality,
entity, or private person of State, local, or private funds
(other than a State’s or locality’s contribution of Medicaid
matching funds).

(¢) Nothing in the preceding section shall be con-
strued as restricting the ability of any managed care pro-
vider from offering abortion coverage or the ability of a
State or locality to contract separately with such a pro-

vider for such coverage with State funds (other than a
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State’s or locality’s contribution of Medicaid matching
funds).

(d)(1) None of the funds made available in this Act
may be made available to a Federal agency or program,
or to a State or local government, if such agency, program,
or government subjects any institutional or individual
health care entity to diserimination on the basis that the
health care entity does not provide, pay for, provide cov-
erage of, or refer for abortions.

(2) In this subsection, the term ‘“health care entity”
includes an individual physician or other health care pro-
fessional, a hospital, a provider-sponsored organization, a
health maintenance organization, a health insurance plan,
or any other kind of health care facility, organization, or
plan.

SEC. 508. (a) None of the funds made available in
this Act may be used for—

(1) the creation of a human embryo or embryos
for research purposes; or

(2) research in which a human embryo or em-
bryos are destroyed, discarded, or knowingly sub-
jected to risk of injury or death greater than that

allowed for research on fetuses in utero under 45

CFR 46.204(b) and section 498(b) of the Public

Health Service Act (42 U.S.C. 289¢(b)).
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(b) For purposes of this section, the term ‘“human
embryo or embryos’ includes any organism, not protected
as a human subject under 45 CFR 46 as of the date of
the enactment of this Act, that is derived by fertilization,
parthenogenesis, cloning, or any other means from one or
more human gametes or human diploid cells.

SEC. 509. (a) None of the funds made available in
this Act may be used for any activity that promotes the
legalization of any drug or other substance included
schedule T of the schedules of controlled substances estab-
lished under section 202 of the Controlled Substances Act
except for normal and recognized executive-congressional
communications.

(b) The limitation in subsection (a) shall not apply
when there 1s significant medical evidence of a therapeutic
advantage to the use of such drug or other substance or
that federally sponsored clinical trials are being conducted
to determine therapeutic advantage.

SEC. 510. None of the funds made available in this
Act may be used to promulgate or adopt any final stand-
ard under section 1173(b) of the Social Security Act pro-
viding for, or providing for the assignment of, a unique
health identifier for an individual (except in an individ-

ual’s capacity as an employer or a health care provider),
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until legislation 1is enacted specifically approving the
standard.
SEC. 511. None of the funds made available in this
Act may be obligated or expended to enter into or renew
a contract with an entity if—

(1) such entity is otherwise a contractor with
the United States and is subject to the requirement
in 38 U.S.C. 4212(d) regarding submission of an
annual report to the Secretary of Labor concerning
employment of certain veterans; and

(2) such entity has not submitted a report as
required by that section for the most recent year for
which such requirement was applicable to such enti-
ty.

SEC. 512. None of the funds made available in this
Act may be transferred to any department, agency, or in-
strumentality of the United States Government, except
pursuant to a transfer made by, or transfer authority pro-
vided in, this Act or any other appropriation Act.

SEC. 513. None of the funds made available by this
Act to carry out the Library Services and Technology Act
may be made available to any library covered by para-
oraph (1) of section 224(f) of such Act, as amended by

the Children’s Internet Protection Act, unless such library
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has made the certifications required by paragraph (4) of
such section.
SEC. 514. (a) None of the funds provided under this
Act, or provided under previous appropriations Acts to the
agencies funded by this Act that remain available for obli-
cation or expenditure in fiscal year 2019, or provided from
any accounts in the Treasury of the United States derived
by the collection of fees available to the agencies funded
by this Act, shall be available for obligation or expenditure
through a reprogramming of funds that—
(1) ereates new programs;
(2) eliminates a program, project, or activity;
(3) increases funds or personnel by any means
for any project or activity for which funds have been
denied or restricted;
(4) relocates an office or employees;
(5) reorganizes or renames offices;
(6) reorganizes programs or activities; or
(7) contracts out or privatizes any functions or
activities presently performed by Federal employees;
unless the Committees on Appropriations of the House of
Representatives and the Senate are consulted 15 days in
advance of such reprogramming or of an announcement

of intent relating to such reprogramming, whichever oc-
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curs earlier, and are notified in writing 10 days in advance
of such reprogramming.

(b) None of the funds provided under this Act, or
provided under previous appropriations Acts to the agen-
cies funded by this Act that remain available for obligation
or expenditure in fiscal year 2019, or provided from any
accounts in the Treasury of the United States derived by
the collection of fees available to the agencies funded by
this Act, shall be available for obligation or expenditure
through a reprogramming of funds in excess of $500,000
or 10 percent, whichever is less, that—

(1) augments existing programs, projects (in-
cluding construction projects), or activities;
(2) reduces by 10 percent funding for any exist-

Ing program, project, or activity, or numbers of per-

sonnel by 10 percent as approved by Congress; or

(3) results from any general savings from a re-
duction in personnel which would result in a change

In existing programs, activities, or projects as ap-

proved by Congress;
unless the Committees on Appropriations of the House of
Representatives and the Senate are consulted 15 days in
advance of such reprogramming or of an announcement

of intent relating to such reprogramming, whichever oc-
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curs earlier, and are notified in writing 10 days in advance
of such reprogramming.

SEC. 515. (a) None of the funds made available in
this Act may be used to request that a candidate for ap-
pointment to a Federal scientific advisory committee dis-
close the political affiliation or voting history of the can-
didate or the position that the candidate holds with re-
spect to political issues not directly related to and nec-
essary for the work of the committee involved.

(b) None of the funds made available in this Act may
be used to disseminate information that is deliberately
false or misleading.

SEC. 516. Within 45 days of enactment of this Act,
each department and related agency funded through this
Act shall submit an operating plan that details at the pro-
oram, project, and activity level any funding allocations
for fiscal year 2019 that are different than those specified
in this Act, the accompanying detailed table in the Com-
mittee report accompanying this Act, or the fiscal year
2019 budget request.

SEC. 517. The Secretaries of Labor, Health and
Human Services, and Education shall each prepare and
submit to the Committees on Appropriations of the House
of Representatives and the Senate a report on the number

and amount of contracts, grants, and cooperative agree-
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ments exceeding $500,000 in value and awarded by the
Department on a non-competitive basis during each quar-
ter of fiscal year 2019, but not to include grants awarded
on a formula basis or directed by law. Such report shall
include the name of the contractor or grantee, the amount
of funding, the governmental purpose, including a jus-
tification for issuing the award on a non-competitive basis.
Such report shall be transmitted to the Committees within
30 days after the end of the quarter for which the report
1s submitted.

SEC. 518. None of the funds appropriated in this Act
shall be expended or obligated by the Commissioner of So-
cial Security, for purposes of administering Social Security
benefit payments under title I of the Social Security Act,
to process any claim for credit for a quarter of coverage
based on work performed under a social security account
number that is not the claimant’s number and the per-
formance of such work under such number has formed the
basis for a conviction of the claimant of a violation of sec-
tion 208(a)(6) or (7) of the Social Security Act.

SEC. 519. None of the funds appropriated by this Act
may be used by the Commissioner of Social Security or
the Social Security Administration to pay the compensa-
tion of employees of the Social Security Administration

to administer Social Security benefit payments, under any
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agreement between the United States and Mexico estab-
lishing totalization arrangements between the social secu-
rity system established by title II of the Social Security
Act and the social security system of Mexico, which would
not otherwise be payable but for such agreement.

SEC. 520. Notwithstanding any other provision of
this Act, no funds appropriated in this Act shall be used
to purchase sterile needles or syringes for the hypodermic
injection of any illegal drug: Provided, That such limita-
tion does not apply to the use of funds for elements of
a program other than making such purchases if the rel-
evant State or local health department, in consultation
with the Centers for Disease Control and Prevention, de-
termines that the State or local jurisdiction, as applicable,
18 experiencing, or is at risk for, a significant increase in
hepatitis infections or an HIV outbreak due to injection
drug use, and such program is operating in accordance
with State and local law: Provided further, That none of
the funds appropriated in this Act may be used for the
operation of a supervised drug consumption facility that
permits the consumption onsite of any substance listed in
the schedule I of section 202 of the Controlled Substances
Act (21 U.S.C. 812).

SEC. 521. (a) None of the funds made available in

this Act may be used to maintain or establish a computer
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network unless such network blocks the viewing,
downloading, and exchanging of pornography.

(b) Nothing in subsection (a) shall limit the use of
funds necessary for any Federal, State, tribal, or local law
enforcement agency or any other entity carrying out erimi-
nal investigations, prosecution, or adjudication activities.

SEC. 522. None of the funds made available under
this or any other Act, or any prior Appropriations Act,
may be provided to the Association of Community Organi-
zations for Reform Now (ACORN), or any of its affiliates,
subsidiaries, allied organizations, or successors.

SEC. 523. For purposes of carrying out Executive
Order 13589, Office of Management and Budget Memo-
randum M-12-12 dated May 11, 2012, and requirements
contained in the annual appropriations bills relating to
conference attendance and expenditures:

(1) the operating divisions of HHS shall be con-
sidered independent agencies; and

(2) attendance at and support for scientific con-
ferences shall be tabulated separately from and not
included in agency totals.

SEC. 524. Federal agencies funded under this Aect
shall clearly state within the text, audio, or video used for
advertising or educational purposes, including emails or

Internet postings, that the communication is printed, pub-
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lished, or produced and disseminated at U.S. taxpayer ex-
pense. The funds used by a Federal agency to carry out
this requirement shall be derived from amounts made
available to the agency for advertising or other commu-
nications regarding the programs and activities of the
agency.

SEC. 525. (a) Federal agencies may use Federal dis-
cretionary funds that are made available in this Act to
carry out up to 10 Performance Partnership Pilots. Such
Pilots shall be governed by the provisions of section 526
of division H of Public Law 113-76, except that in car-
rying out such Pilots section 526 shall be applied by sub-
stituting “FISCAL YEAR 2019” for “FISCAL YEAR 2014” in
the title of subsection (b) and by substituting “September
30, 2023”7 for “September 30, 2018”7 each place it ap-
pears: Provided, That such pilots shall include commu-
nities that have experienced civil unrest.

(b) In addition, Federal agencies may use KFederal
discretionary funds that are made available in this Act to
participate in Performance Partnership Pilots that are
being carried out pursuant to the authority provided by
section 526 of division H of Public Law 113-76, section
524 of division G of Public Law 113-235, section 525 of

division I of Public Law 114-113, section 525 of division
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I of Public Law 115-31, and section 525 of division I
of Public Law 115-141.

(¢) Pilot sites selected under authorities in this Act
and prior appropriations Acts may be granted by relevant
agencies up to an additional 5 years to operate under such
authorities.

SEC. 526. Not later than 30 days after the end of
each calendar quarter, beginning with the first quarter of
fiscal year 2013, the Departments of Liabor, Health and
Human Services, and Education shall provide the Com-
mittees on Appropriations of the House of Representatives
and Senate a quarterly report on the status of balances
of appropriations: Provided, That for balances that are un-
oblicated and uncommitted, committed, and oblicated but
unexpended, the quarterly reports shall separately identify
the amounts attributable to each source year of appropria-
tion (beginning with fiscal year 2012, or, to the extent
feasible, earlier fiscal years) from which balances were de-
rived.

SEC. 527. None of the funds made available in this
Act may be used to implement, administer, enforce, or fur-
ther any provision of Public Law 111-148 or title I or
subtitle B of title II of Public Law 111-152 and the
amendment made by such provision: Provided, That funds

in this Act may be used to implement, administer, enforce,
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or further the rate setting process for calendar year 2019
and fiscal year 2020 for Medicare under title XVIII of
the Social Security Act: Provided further, That funds in
this Act may be used to implement, administer, enforce,
or further the final rules for the provisions of (and amend-
ments made by) sections 2501(e), 2501(d), and 2503 of
Public Law 111-148, as amended by sections 1206(a) and
1101(¢) of Public Law 111-152, insofar as each respective
rule relates to calendar year 2019.

SEC. 528. None of the funds appropriated in this Act
may be used to implement, further, enforce, or advance
the Navigators program as provided under section 1311(i)
of Public Law 111-148 and title I and subtitle B of title
IT of Public Law 111-152.

(RESCISSION)

SEC. 529. Of any available amounts appropriated
under section 2104(a)(22) of the Social Security Act (42
U.S.C. 1397dd) that are unobligated as of September 25,
2019, $3,345,000,000 are hereby rescinded as of such
date.

(RESCISSION)

SEC. 530. Of the funds unoblicated balances in the
“Nonrecurring expenses fund’” established by section 223
of division G of Public Law 110-161 $400,000,000 is re-

scinded.
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(RESCISSION)

SEC. 531. Of the amounts deposited in the Child En-
rollment Contingency Fund prior to the beginning of fiscal
year 2019 under section 2104(n)(2) of the Social Security
Act, $3,378,613,000 are permanently rescinded.

SEC. 532. None of the funds made available by this
Act may be used to conduct or support research using
human fetal tissue if such tissue is obtained pursuant to
an induced abortion.

SEC. 533. (a) IN GENERAL.—Notwithstanding any
other provision of law, none of the funds made available
by this Act may be made available either directly, through
a State (including through managed care contracts with
a State), or through any other means, to a prohibited enti-
ty.

(b) PROHIBITED ENTITY.—The term “prohibited

entity” means an entity, including its affiliates, subsidi-

aries, successors, and clinies
(1) that, as of the date of enactment of this
Act—
(A) is an organization described in section
501(¢)(3) of the Internal Revenue Code of 1986
and exempt from taxation under section 501(a)

of such Code;
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1 (B) 1s an essential community provider de-
2 seribed in section 156.235 of title 45, Code of
3 Federal Regulations (as in effect on the date of
4 enactment of this Act), that is primarily en-
5 cgaged in family planning services, reproductive
6 health, and related medical care; and

7 (C) performs, or provides any funds to any
8 other entity that performs abortions, other than
9 an abortion performed—

10 (1) in the case of a pregnancy that is
11 the result of an act of rape or incest; or

12 (i1) in the case where a woman suffers
13 from a physical disorder, physical injury,
14 or physical illness that would, as certified
15 by a physician, place the woman in danger
16 of death unless an abortion is performed,
17 including a life endangering physical condi-
18 tion caused by, or arising from, the preg-
19 nancy itself; and
20 (2) for which the total amount of KFederal
21 orants to such entity, including grants to any affili-

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(¢)(1) END OF PROHIBITION.—The definition in

subsection (b) shall cease to apply to an entity if such enti-
ty certifies that it, including its affiliates, subsidiaries,
successors, and clinies, will not perform, and will not pro-
vide any funds to any other entity that performs, an abor-

tion as described in subsection (b)(1)(C).

(2) REPAYMENT.—The Secretary of Health
and Human Services shall seek repayment of any
Federal assistance received by any entity that had
made a certification described in paragraph (1) and
subsequently violated the terms of such certification.

SEC. 534. (a) This section may be cited as the “Con-

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(b) Congress finds as follows:

(1) Thomas Jefferson stated a conviction com-
mon to our Nation’s founders when he declared in
1809 that “[nJo provision in our Constitution ought
to be dearer to man than that which protects the
richts of conscience against the enterprises of the
civil authority”.

(2) In 1973, the Supreme Court concluded that
the government must leave the abortion decision “‘to
the medical judgment of the pregnant woman’s at-
tending physician”, recognizing that a physician may

choose not to participate in abortion. Roe v. Wade,
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410 U.S. 113, 164 (1973). The Court cited with ap-

proval a policy that “neither physician, hospital, nor
hospital personnel shall be required to perform any
act violative of personally-held moral principles”,
410 U.S. at 143 n. 38, and cited State laws uphold-
ing this principle. Doe v. Bolton, 410 U.S. 179,
197-8 (1973).

(3) Congress’s enactments to protect this right
of conscience in health care include the Church
amendment of 1973 (42 U.S.C. 300a-7), the Coats/
Snowe amendment of 1996 (42 U.S.C. 238n), and
the Weldon amendment approved by Congresses and
Presidents of both parties every year since 2004.

(4) None of these laws explicitly provides a
“private right of action” so victims of diserimination
can defend their conscience rights in court, and ad-
ministrative enforcement by the Department of
Health and Human Services Office for Civil Rights
has been lax, at times allowing cases to languish for
years without resolution.

(5) Defying the Federal Weldon amendment,
California’s Department of Managed Health Care
has mandated coverage for all elective abortions in
all health plans under its jurisdiction. Other States

such as New York and Washington have taken or
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considered similar action, and some States may go
farther to require all physicians and hospitals to pro-
vide or facilitate abortions. On June 21, 2016, the
Obama Administration concluded a nearly two-year
investigation of this matter by determining that
California’s decision to require insurance plans
under the California Department for Managed
Health Care authority to cover all legal abortion
services did not violate the Weldon amendment.
Until the new Administration is able to reverse this
finding, individuals will have to choose between ig-
noring their conscience or forgoing health care cov-
erage.

(6) The vast majority of medical professionals
do not perform abortions, with 86 percent of ob/eyns
unwilling to provide them in a recent study (Obstet-
rics & Gynecology, Sept. 2011) and the great major-
ity of hospitals choosing to do so in rare cases or not
at all.

(7) A health care provider’s decision not to par-
ticipate in an abortion, like Congress’s decision not
to fund most abortions, erects no new barrier to
those seeking to perform or undergo abortions but

leaves each party free to act as he or she wishes.
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(8) Such protection poses no conflict with other
Federal laws, such as the law requiring emergency
stabilizing treatment for a pregnant woman and her
unborn child when either is in distress (Emergency
Medical Treatment and Active Liabor Act). As the
previous Administration has said, these areas of law
have operated side by side for many years and both
should be fully enforced (76 Ked. Reg. 9968-77
(2011) at 9973).

(9) Reaffirming longstanding Federal policy on
conscience rights and providing a right of action in
cases where 1t 1s violated allows longstanding and
widely supported Federal laws to work as intended.
(¢) Title II of the Public Health Service Act (42

U.S.C. 202 et seq.) is amended by inserting after section
245 the following:

“SEc. 245A. Prohibiting Governmental Diserimina-
tion Against Providers of Health Services That Are Not
Involved in Abortion.—

“(a) IN GENERAL.—Notwithstanding any other law,
the Federal Government, and any State or local govern-
ment that receives Federal financial assistance, may not
penalize, retaliate against, or otherwise discriminate
against a health care provider on the basis that the pro-

vider does not—
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“(1) perform, refer for, pay for, or otherwise
participate in abortion;
“(2) provide or sponsor abortion coverage; or
“(3) facilitate or make arrangements for any of
the activities specified in this subsection.

“(1) to prevent any health care provider from
voluntarily electing to participate in abortions or
abortion referrals;

“(2) to prevent any health care provider from
voluntarily electing to provide or sponsor abortion
coverage or health benefits coverage that includes
abortion;

“(3) to prevent an accrediting agency, the Fed-
eral Government, or a State or local government
from establishing standards of medical competency
applicable only to those who have knowingly, volun-
tarily, and specifically elected to perform abortions,
or from enforcing contractual obligations applicable
only to those who, as part of such contract, know-
ingly, voluntarily, and specifically elect to provide
abortions;

“(4) to affect, or be affected by, section 1867
of the Social Security Act (42 U.S.C. 1395dd, com-
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monly referred to as the ‘Emergency Medical Treat-
ment and Active Labor Act’); or

“(5) to supersede any law enacted by any State
for the purpose of regulating insurance, except as
specified in subsection (a).

“(¢) ADMINISTRATION.—The Secretary shall des-

ignate the Director of the Office for Civil Rights of the

Department of Health and Human Services—

“(1) to receive complaints alleging a violation of
this section, section 245 of this Act, or any of sub-
sections (b) through (e) of section 401 of the Health
Programs Extension Act of 1973; and

“(2) to pursue the investigation of such com-
plaints in coordination with the Attorney General.

“(d) DEFINITIONS.—For purposes of this section:

“(1) FEDERAL FINANCIAL ASSISTANCE.—The
term ‘Federal financial assistance’ means Federal
payments to cover the cost of health care services or
benefits, or other Federal payments, grants, or loans
to promote or otherwise facilitate health-related ac-
tivities.
