PACIFIC COASTAL SALMON RECOVERY 4

may issue grants to the States of Washington, Oregon, 9

Idaho, Nevada, California, and Alaska, and to the Feder-10

ally recognized tribes of the Columbia River and Pacific 11

Coast (including Alaska), for projects necessary for con-12

servation of salmon and steelhead populations that are 13

listed as threatened or endangered, or that are identified 14

by a State as at-risk to be so listed, for maintaining popu-15

lations necessary for exercise of tribal treaty fishing rights 16

or native subsistence fishing, or for conservation of Pacific 17

coastal salmon and steelhead habitat, based on guidelines 18

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FISHERMEN’S CONTINGENCY FUND 1

For carrying out the provisions of title IV of Public 2

Law 95–372, not to exceed $349,000, to be derived from 3

receipts collected pursuant to that Act, to remain available 4

until expended. 5

FISHERY DISASTER ASSISTANCE 6

$2,000,000) (reduced by $914,000): Provided, That of the 2

funds provided under this heading, $15,000,000 shall be 3

withheld from obligation until the Secretary updates and 4

resubmits to the Committees on Appropriations of the 5

House of Representatives and the Senate the plan for ex-6

penditure described in the third proviso under the heading 7

‘‘Bureau of the Census—Periodic Census and Programs’’ 8

in division C of Public Law 116–6. 9

creased by $914,000): Provided, That notwithstanding 18

section 6413(b) of the Middle Class Tax Relief and Job 19

Creation Act of 2012 (Public Law 112–96), $2,000,000, 20

to remain available until expended, from the amounts pro-21

vided under this heading, shall be derived from the Public 22

Safety Trust Fund for activities associated with carrying 23

out investigations and audits related to the First Re-24

sponder Network Authority (FirstNet). 25
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GENERAL PROVISIONS—DEPARTMENT OF COMMERCE 1

SEC. 101. During the current fiscal year, applicable 2

appropriations and funds made available to the Depart-3

ment of Commerce by this Act shall be available for the 4

activities specified in the Act of October 26, 1949 (15 5

U.S.C. 1514), to the extent and in the manner prescribed 6

by the Act, and, notwithstanding 31 U.S.C. 3324, may 7

be used for advanced payments not otherwise authorized 8

only upon the certification of officials designated by the 9

Secretary of Commerce that such payments are in the 10

public interest. 11

SEC. 102. During the current fiscal year, appropria-12

tions made available to the Department of Commerce by 13

this Act for salaries and expenses shall be available for 14

hire of passenger motor vehicles as authorized by 31 15

U.S.C. 1343 and 1344; services as authorized by 5 U.S.C. 16

3109; and uniforms or allowances therefor, as authorized 17

by law (5 U.S.C. 5901–5902). 18

SEC. 103. The Secretary of Commerce shall notify 19

the Committees on Appropriations at least 15 days in ad-20

vance of the acquisition or disposal of any capital asset 21

(including land, structures, and equipment) not specifi-22

cally provided for in this Act or any other law appro-23

priating funds to the Department of Commerce. 24
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SEC. 104. The requirements set forth by section 105 1

of the Commerce, Justice, Science, and Related Agencies 2

Appropriations Act, 2012 (Public Law 112–55), as 3

SEC. 518. If at any time during any quarter, the pro-23

gram manager of a project within the jurisdiction of the 24

Departments of Commerce or Justice, the National Aero-25
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nautics and Space Administration, or the National Science 1

Foundation totaling more than $75,000,000 has reason-2

able cause to believe that the total program cost has in-3

creased by 10 percent or more, the program manager shall 4

immediately inform the respective Secretary, Adminis-5

trator, or Director. The Secretary, Administrator, or Di-6

rector shall notify the House and Senate Committees on 7

Appropriations within 30 days in writing of such increase, 8

and shall include in such notice: the date on which such 9

determination was made; a statement of the reasons for 10

such increases; the action taken and proposed to be taken 11

to control future cost growth of the project; changes made 12

in the performance or schedule milestones and the degree 13

to which such changes have contributed to the increase 14

in total program costs or procurement costs; new esti-15

mates of the total project or procurement costs; and a 16

statement validating that the project’s management struc-17

ture is adequate to control total project or procurement 18

costs. 19

SEC. 519. Funds appropriated by this Act, or made 20

available by the transfer of funds in this Act, for intel-21

ligence or intelligence related activities are deemed to be 22

specifically authorized by the Congress for purposes of sec-23

tion 504 of the National Security Act of 1947 (50 U.S.C. 24
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3094) during fiscal year 2020 until the enactment of the 1

Intelligence Authorization Act for fiscal year 2020. 2

SEC. 520. None of the funds appropriated or other-3

wise made available by this Act may be used to enter into 4

a contract in an amount greater than $5,000,000 or to 5

award a grant in excess of such amount unless the pro-6

spective contractor or grantee certifies in writing to the 7

agency awarding the contract or grant that, to the best 8

of its knowledge and belief, the contractor or grantee has 9

filed all Federal tax returns required during the three 10

years preceding the certification, has not been convicted 11

of a criminal offense under the Internal Revenue Code of 12

1986, and has not, more than 90 days prior to certifi-13

cation, been notified of any unpaid Federal tax assessment 14

for which the liability remains unsatisfied, unless the as-15

sessment is the subject of an installment agreement or 16

offer in compromise that has been approved by the Inter-17

nal Revenue Service and is not in default, or the assess-18

ment is the subject of a non-frivolous administrative or 19

judicial proceeding. 20

(RESCISSIONS) 21

SEC. 522. None of the funds made available in this 19

States unless such conference is a law enforcement train-3

ing or operational conference for law enforcement per-4

sonnel and the majority of Federal employees in attend-5

ance are law enforcement personnel stationed outside the 6

United States. 7

SEC. 524. The Director of the Office of Management 8

and Budget shall instruct any department, agency, or in-9

strumentality of the United States receiving funds appro-10

priated under this Act to track undisbursed balances in 11

expired grant accounts and include in its annual perform-12

ance plan and performance and accountability reports the 13

(1) Details on future action the department, 15

agency, or instrumentality will take to resolve 16

undisbursed balances in expired grant accounts.

(2) The method that the department, agency, or 18

instrumentality uses to track undisbursed balances 19

in expired grant accounts.

(3) Identification of undisbursed balances in ex-21

pired grant accounts that may be returned to the 22

Treasury of the United States. 23

(4) In the preceding 3 fiscal years, details on 24

the total number of expired grant accounts with 25
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undisbursed balances (on the first day of each fiscal 1

year) for the department, agency, or instrumentality 2

and the total finances that have not been obligated 3

to a specific project remaining in the accounts. 4

SEC. 525. To the extent practicable, funds made 5

available in this Act should be used to purchase light bulbs 6

that are ‘‘Energy Star’’ qualified or have the ‘‘Federal En-7

ergy Management Program’’ designation.

System, this section shall be void with respect to such plan 2

and a court of proper jurisdiction may order completion 3

of the plan on an accelerated basis. 4

PROHIBITION WITHIN NATIONAL MONUMENTS 5

underserved populations. 18

(1) The term ‘‘underserved population’’ means 20

a population of individuals, including urban minori-21

ties, who have historically been outside the purview 22

of arts and humanities programs due to factors such 23

as a high incidence of income below the poverty line 24

or to geographic isolation.

sistance under the National Foundation on the Arts and 8

Act, the Chairperson of the National Endowment for the 10

Arts shall ensure that priority is given to providing serv-11

ices or awarding financial assistance for projects, produc-12

tions, workshops, or programs that will encourage public 13

knowledge, education, understanding, and appreciation of 14

the arts. 15

(d) With funds appropriated by this Act to carry out 16

section 5 of the National Foundation on the Arts and Hu-17

manities Act of 1965— 18

(1) the Chairperson shall establish a grant cat-19

egory for projects, productions, workshops, or pro-20

grams that are of national impact or availability or 21

are able to tour several States; 22

(2) the Chairperson shall not make grants ex-23

ceeding 15 percent, in the aggregate, of such funds 24
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to any single State, excluding grants made under the 1

(3) the Chairperson shall report to the Con-3

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(A) The reallocation of funds from one 1

program, project, or activity, to another within 2

any appropriation funded in this Act. 3

(B) For construction, land acquisition, and 4

forest legacy accounts, the reallocation of funds, 5

including unobligated balances, from one con-6

struction, land acquisition, or forest legacy 7

project to another such project. 8

(C) An operating plan or any later modi-9

fication thereof submitted under subsection (i) 10

of this section. 11

(D) Proposed reorganizations even without 12

a change in funding, including any change to 13

the organization table presented in the budget 14

justification. 15

(2) ‘‘Program’’, ‘‘project’’, and ‘‘activity’’ con-16

stitute the delineation below the appropriation ac-17

count level of any agency funded by this Act, as 18

shown in any table of the report accompanying this 19

Act. 20

(3) ‘‘Funds’’ includes funds provided in this Act 21

or previous appropriations Acts that are available 22

for obligation in the current fiscal year and any 23

amounts available for obligation in the current fiscal 24

year derived from collections, fees or charges. 25
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(4) ‘‘Assessment’’ is any overhead charge, de-1

duction, reserve or holdback, including working cap-2

ital fund and cost pool charges, from any program, 3

project, and activity to support government-wide, de-4

partmental, agency, or bureau administrative func-5

tions or headquarters, regional, or central operations 6

or to provide for contingencies. 7

(b) GENERAL GUIDELINES FOR REPROGRAMMING.— 8

(1) A reprogramming should be made only 9

when an unforeseen situation arises, and then only 10

if postponement of the project or the activity until 11

the next appropriation year would result in actual 12

loss or damage. 13

ferred through reprogramming, shall not later be ac-15

complished by means of further reprogramming, but 16

instead, funds should again be sought for the de-17

ferred project or activity through the regular appro-18

priations process.

reprogramming should not be employed to initiate 21

new programs or increase allocations specifically de-22

nied or limited by the Congress, or to decrease allo-23

cations specifically increased by the Congress.

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(4) New programs requested in the budget 1

should not be initiated before enactment of the bill 2

without notification to, and the approval of, the 3

Committees on Appropriations of the House of Rep-4

resentatives and the Senate (hereinafter ‘‘the Com-5

mittees’’). This restriction applies to all such actions 6

regardless of whether a formal reprogramming of 7

funds is required to begin the program. 8

(c) CRITERIA.— 9

(1) A reprogramming shall be submitted to the 10

(A) it exceeds $1,000,000 individually or 13

cumulatively or results in a cumulative increase 14

or decrease of more than 10 percent of funds 15

annually in any affected program, project, or 16

activity; 17

(B) it is a reorganization; or 18

(C) it is an operating plan or any later 19

modification thereof as submitted under sub-20

section (i) of this section: Provided, That such 21

plan or modification thereof also meets any of 22

the other criteria under subsection (c)(1) of this 23

relating to the physical condition of any property covered 5

under a housing assistance payment contract. 6

(b) The Secretary shall take action under subsection 7

(c) when a multifamily housing project with a section 8 8

contract or contract for similar project-based assistance— 9

(1) receives a Uniform Physical Condition 10

Standards (UPCS) score of 60 or less; or 11

(2) fails to certify in writing to the Secretary 12

within 3 days that all Exigent Health and Safety de-13

ficiencies identified by the inspector at the project 14

have been corrected. 15

Such requirements shall apply to insured and noninsured 16

projects with assistance attached to the units under sec-17

tion 8 of the United States Housing Act of 1937 (42 18

U.S.C. 1437f), but do not apply to such units assisted 19

under section 8(o)(13) (42 U.S.C. 1437f(o)(13)) or to 20

public housing units assisted with capital or operating 21

funds under section 9 of the United States Housing Act 22

of 1937 (42 U.S.C. 1437g).

(c)(1) Within 15 days of the issuance of the REAC 24

inspection, the Secretary must provide the owner with a 25
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Notice of Default with a specified timetable, determined 1

by the Secretary, for correcting all deficiencies. The Sec-2

retary must also provide a copy of the Notice of Default 3

to the tenants, the local government, any mortgagees, and 4

any contract administrator. If the owner’s appeal results 5

in a UPCS score of 60 or above, the Secretary may with-6

draw the Notice of Default. 7

(E) transfer the existing section 8 contract to 3

another project or projects and owner or owners; 4

(F) pursue exclusionary sanctions, including 5

suspensions or debarments from Federal programs; 6

(G) seek judicial appointment of a receiver to 7

manage the property and cure all project deficiencies 8

or seek a judicial order of specific performance re-9

quiring the owner to cure all project deficiencies; 10

(H) work with the owner, lender, or other re-11

lated party to stabilize the property in an attempt 12

to preserve the property through compliance, trans-13

fer of ownership, or an infusion of capital provided 14

by a third-party that requires time to effectuate; or 15

(I) take any other regulatory or contractual 16

remedies available as deemed necessary and appro-17

priate by the Secretary. 18

(d) The Secretary shall also take appropriate steps 19

to ensure that project-based contracts remain in effect, 20

subject to the exercise of contractual abatement remedies 21

to assist relocation of tenants for major threats to health 22

and safety after written notice to the affected tenants. To 23

(e) The Secretary shall report quarterly on all prop-15

erties covered by this section that are assessed through 16

the Real Estate Assessment Center and have UPCS phys-17

ical inspection scores of less than 60 or have received an 18

unsatisfactory management and occupancy review within 19

the past 36 months. The report shall include— 20

(1) the enforcement actions being taken to ad-21

dress such conditions, including imposition of civil 22

money penalties and termination of subsidies, and 23

identify properties that have such conditions mul-24

tiple times; 25

(3) any administrative or legislative rec-4

ommendations to further improve the living condi-5

tions at properties covered under a housing assist-6

ance payment contract.

SECTION 1. SHORT TITLE. 5

This division may be cited as the ‘‘Fair Compensation 6

for Low-Wage Contractor Employees Act of 2019’’. 7

SEC. 2. APPROPRIATION. 8

There is hereby appropriated, out of any money in 9

the Treasury not otherwise appropriated, such sums as 10

may be necessary, to remain available until expended, for 11

each Federal agency subject to the lapse in appropriations 12

that began on or about December 22, 2018, for adjust-13

ments in the price of contracts of such agency under sec-14

tion 3. 15

SEC. 3. BACK COMPENSATION FOR LOW-WAGE EMPLOYEES 16

OF GOVERNMENT CONTRACTORS IN CONNEC-17

TION WITH THE LAPSE IN APPROPRIATIONS. 18

(a) IN GENERAL.—Each Federal agency subject to 19

the lapse in appropriations that began on or about Decem-20

ber 22, 2018, shall adjust the price of any contract of such 21

agency for which the contractor was ordered to suspend, 22

delay, or interrupt all or part of the work of such contract, 23

or stop all or any part of the work called for in such con-24
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tract, as a result of the lapse in appropriations to com-1

pensate the contractor for reasonable costs incurred— 2

(1) to provide compensation, at an employee’s 3

standard rate of compensation, to any employee who 4

was furloughed or laid off, or who was not working, 5

who experienced a reduction of hours, or who experi-6

enced a reduction in compensation, as a result of the 7

lapse in appropriations (for the period of the lapse); 8

or 9

(2) to restore paid leave taken by any employee 10

during the lapse in appropriations, if the contractor 11

required employees to use paid leave as a result of 12

the lapse in appropriations. 13

(b) LIMITATION ON AMOUNT OF WEEKLY COM-14

PENSATION COVERED BY ADJUSTMENT.—The maximum 15

amount of weekly compensation of an employee for which 16

an adjustment may be made under subsection (a) may not 17

exceed the lesser of— 18

(1) the employee’s actual weekly compensation; 19

or 20

(2) $965. 21

(c) TIMING OF ADJUSTMENTS.—The adjustments re-22

quired by subsection (a) shall be made as soon as prac-23

ticable after the enactment of this Act. 24

(d) DEFINITIONS.—In this section: 25
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(1) The term ‘‘compensation’’ has the meaning 1

given that term in section 6701 of title 41, United 2

States Code. 3

(2) The term ‘‘employee’’ means the following: 4

(A) A ‘‘service employee’’ as that term is 5

defined in section 6701(3) of title 41, United 6

States Code, except that the term also includes 7

service employees described in subparagraph 8

(C) of that section notwithstanding that sub-9

paragraph. 10

(B) A ‘‘laborer or mechanic’’ covered by 11

section 3142 of title 40, United States Code. 12

SEC. 4. EFFECTIVE DATE. 13

This division shall take effect upon the date of enact-14

ment of this Act. 15

SEC. 5. BUDGETARY EFFECTS. 16

(a) CLASSIFICATION OF BUDGETARY EFFECTS.— 17

Notwithstanding Rule 3 of the Budget Scorekeeping 18

Guidelines set forth in the joint explanatory statement of 19

the committee of conference accompanying Conference Re-20

port 105–217 and section 250(c)(8) of the Balanced 21

Budget and Emergency Deficit Control Act of 1985, the 22

budgetary effects of this division shall not be estimated— 23

(1) for purposes of section 251 of such Act; and 24
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(2) for purposes of paragraph (4)(C) of section 1

3 of the Statutory Pay-As-You-Go Act of 2010 as 2

being included in an appropriation Act. 3

(b) DETERMINATION OF BUDGETARY EFFECTS.— 4

The budgetary effects of this division, for the purpose of 5

complying with the Statutory Pay-As-You-Go Act of 2010, 6

shall be determined by reference to the latest statement 7

titled ‘‘Budgetary Effects of PAYGO Legislation’’ for this 8

division, submitted for printing in the Congressional 9

Record by the Chairman of the House Budget Committee, 10

provided that such statement has been submitted prior to 11

the vote on passage. 12

DIVISION G—EMPLOYMENT AUTHORITY 13

SEC. 1. Notwithstanding any other provision of law, 14

an entity may use amounts appropriated or otherwise 15

made available under the Legislative Branch Appropria-16

tions Act, 2020, to pay the compensation of an officer or 17

employee without regard to the officer’s or employee’s im-18

migration status if the officer or employee has been issued 19

an employment authorization document under the De-20

ferred Action for Childhood Arrivals Program of the Sec-21

retary of Homeland Security, established pursuant to the 22

memorandum from the Secretary of Homeland Security 23

entitled ‘‘Exercising Prosecutorial Discretion with Respect 24
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to Individuals Who Came to the United States as Chil-1

dren’’, dated June 15, 2012. 2

SEC. 2. Notwithstanding any other provision of law 3

or regulation, an alien who is authorized to be employed 4

in the United States pursuant to the Deferred Action for 5

Childhood Arrivals program established under the memo-6

randum of the Secretary of Homeland Security dated 7

June 15, 2012, shall be eligible for employment by the 8

Government (including any entity the majority of the 9

stock of which is owned by the Government). 10
