HISTORY OF THE ECONOMIC CENSUS

Economic censuses were conducted in Puerto Rico
beginning with a census of manufactures for 1909
and continuing at 10-year intervals through 1949,
excepting 1929. Wholesale and retail trades and ser-
vice industries were included as part of the economic
censuses for 1939. Starting with 1949 through 1997,
the censuses of wholesale and retail trades and ser-
vice industries have been conducted concurrently with
the census of manufactures. The census of construc-
tion industries has been included since 1967. Con-
gress has authorized the economic censuses to be
taken at 5-year intervals covering years ending in 2
and 7.

USES OF THE CENSUS

The economic census provides essential informa-
tion for government, business, industry, and the gen-
eral public and is the primary source of facts about
the structure and function of the economy. The cen-
sus furnishes an important part of the framework for
such composite measures as the net income and gross
product of Puerto Rico. In forecasting and planning,
censuses are especially useful in analyzing the gross
product in terms of the transactions that determine
its size and composition. The economic census also
provides weights and a benchmark for indices of indus-
trial production, productivity, and price, all of which
are essential for understanding current economic devel-
opments.

Commonwealth and municipal governments use
census data to assess business activities within their
jurisdictions. The private sector uses the data to fore-
cast general economic conditions; analyze sales per-
formance; lay out sales territories; allocate funds for
advertising; decide on locations for new plants, ware-
houses, or stores; and measure potential markets
in terms of size, geographic areas, kinds of business,
and kinds of products made or sold.
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HISTORIA DEL CENSO ECONOMICO

El censo de manufactura de 1909 marcé el comienzo del censo
economico en Puerto Rico, que hasta 1949 se realiz6 a intervalos
de 10 afos exceptuando el afio 1929. Las actividades del comercio
al por mayor y al por menor, al igual que las de las industrias de servicios
fueron incluidas como parte del censo econédmico de 1939. Por primera
vez en 1949 hasta 1997, los censos de comercio al por mayor, comercio
al por menor e industrias de servicios fueron tomados al mismo tiempo
que el censo de manufactura. El censo de las industrias de construccion
ha estado incluido desde 1967. El Congreso ha dado su autorizacién
para que los censos econémicos se realicen cada 5 afios, cubriendo
los afos que terminanen 2y 7.

USOS DEL CENSO

El censo econdmico provee informacion esencial para el gobierno,
el comercio, la industria y el publico en general y es la fuente prin-
cipal de datos acerca de la estructura y funciéon de la economia. El
censo proporciona una parte importante del sistema mediante el cual
se preparan estimados compuestos, tales como el ingreso neto y el
producto bruto de Puerto Rico. Los censos son particularmente Utiles
en las etapas de proyeccioén y planificacion, durante las cuales se
analiza el producto bruto en términos de las transacciones que
determinan su volumen y composicion. El censo econdémico provee
ademas las ponderaciones y las cifras de referencia que se utilizan
en la elaboracién de indices de precios, productividad y produccion
industrial, los cuales son esenciales para comprender el desarrollo
econdmico actual.

Tanto el gobierno del Estado Libre Asociado como los gobiernos
municipales utilizan los datos censales para evaluar las actividades
comerciales que tienen lugar dentro de sus respectivas jurisdicciones.
El sector privado emplea dichos datos para pronosticar la situacién
econdmica en general; analizar el volumen de ventas; determinar las
regiones donde llevaran a cabo sus actividades comerciales; asignar
fondos con fines publicitarios; determinar la localizacion de nuevas
tiendas, plantas o almacenes; y medir mercados potenciales en lo
que respecta a tamafo, areas geogréficas, clases de actividades
comerciales y clases de productos vendidos o manufacturados.
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AUTHORITY

The 1997 Economic Census is authorized by an
act of the U.S. Congress, Title 13, U.S. Code, sec-
tions 131, 191, and 224, and by an act of the Leg-
islature of the Commonwealth of Puerto Rico, Law
No. 11, approved March 27, 1950. The census of 1997
covered manufacturing, construction industries, whole-
sale trade, retail trade, and service industries. The
next economic census of Puerto Rico is scheduled
to be taken in 2003 covering the year 2002.

CENSUS DISCLOSURE RULES

In accordance with Federal law governing census
reports, no data are published that would disclose
the operations of an individual establishment or busi-
ness. However, the number of establishments in a
kind-of-business classification is not considered a dis-
closure, so this information may be released even
though other information is withheld.

COMPARABILITY OF DATA

The 1992 and 1997 Economic Censuses data were
collected under similar conditions and procedures.
In 1997, the method used to account for nonresponse
to commodity and merchandise line inquiries was to
expand the total of reported data to represent 100
percent of the universe. Data presented for commod-
ity and merchandise lines were expanded in direct
relationship to total sales of all establishments included
in the category. In 1992, missing commodity and mer-
chandise lines data were imputed for individual records
based on responses from similar establishments.

SCOPE AND CLASSIFICATION

This report includes data from all employer estab-
lishments (establishments with payroll) primarily engaged
in wholesale trade and retail trade, as defined in the
1987 Standard Industrial Classification (SIC) Manual."
This industrial classification system has been devel-
oped by experts on classification in government and
private industry under the guidance of the Office of
Management and Budget.

Establishments were classified on the basis of their
self-designation, answers to questions on sales by
commodity and merchandise lines, and other inquir-
ies.

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AUTORIZACION

El Censo Econdmico de 1997 es requerido por una ley del Congreso
de los EE.UU.-secciones 131, 191 y 224, titulo 13 del Cddigo de los
EE.UU.-y por la Ley No. 11 de la Legislatura del Estado Libre Asociado
de Puerto Rico, que fuera aprobada el 27 de marzo de 1950. El Censo
Econdémico de 1997 abarcd las industrias de construccion, manufactura,
comercio al por mayor, comercio al por menor y servicios. El proximo
censo econdmico de Puerto Rico se llevara a cabo en 2003 a fin de
cubrir el afno 2002.

REGLAS SOBRE DIVULGACION

De acuerdo con la ley federal que rige los informes censales, los
datos que se publican no divulgan las operaciones de un establecimiento
0 negocio en particular. Sin embargo, el nimero de establecimientos
clasificados bajo un tipo de negocio no constituye una divulgacion,
por lo tanto esta informacion puede ser publicada aunque otra informacion
sea suprimida.

COMPARABILIDAD ENTRE LOS DATOS

Los censos de 1992 y 1997 se realizaron bajo condiciones y
procedimientos similares. En 1997, el método que se utilizé para
representar casos sin respuestas a las preguntas sobre lineas de
producto y mercancia fue la expansién del total de datos reportados
para representar el 100 por ciento del universo. Los datos presentados
para las lineas de producto y mercancia fueron expandidos en relacion
directa al total de ventas de todos los establecimientos incluidos en
la categoria. En 1992, las lineas de producto y mercancia fueron
estimadas para cada récord individual basada en las respuestas de
establecimientos similares.

ALCANCE Y CLASIFICACION

Este informe incluye los datos obtenidos de los establecimientos
que tenian empleados (establecimientos con némina) que se dedican
principalmente al comercio al por mayor y comercio al por menor,
segun estan definidos en la edicion del Standard Industrial Classi-
fication Manual: 1987 (SIC). ' Este sistema de clasificacién indus-
trial uniforme (CIU) ha sido desarrollado durante un periodo de afios
por expertos en clasificacion en el gobierno y en la empresa privada,
bajo la direccion de la Oficina de Administracion y Presupuesto.

Los establecimientos fueron clasificados a base de su auto-
designacion, respuestas a preguntas sobre ventas segun las lineas
de producto y mercancia y otras preguntas.

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Wholesale trade (SIC’s 50 and 51). Includes estab-
lishments primarily engaged in selling merchandise
to retailers; industrial, commercial, institutional, farm,
professional business users, or to other wholesal-
ers; or in acting as agents or brokers in buying mer-
chandise for or selling merchandise to such persons
or companies. As in the past, wholesale firms with-
out employees are excluded from the scope of the
census.

Retail trade (SIC’s 52 to 59). Includes establish-
ments primarily engaged in selling merchandise for
personal or household consumption, and rendering
services incidental to the sale of the goods. Data for
post exchanges, ship stores, and similar establish-
ments operated on military posts by agencies of the
Federal Government are not included. Retail estab-
lishments without employees are excluded from the
scope of the census.

Establishments identified by multiestablishment firms
as “Central administrative offices” or “auxiliaries,”
whose primary functions were to manage, adminis-
ter, service, or support the activities of other estab-
lishments of the company, were not within the scope
of the 1997 Economic Census of Puerto Rico. Con-
sequently, no data are published for them.

ESTABLISHMENT BASIS OF REPORTING

The economic census is conducted on an estab-
lishment basis. An establishment is generally a single
physical location where business is conducted or where
services or industrial operations are performed. A com-
pany operating establishments at more than one loca-
tion is required to submit separate reports for each
location. Companies engaged in distinctly different
lines of activity at one location are required to sub-
mit separate reports, if records permit such a sepa-
ration and if the activities are substantial in size. Each
census report was tabulated according to the physi-
cal location at which the activity was conducted. All
establishments employing one person or more at any
time during the census year are included.

REPORT FORM

The censuses of wholesale trade and retail trade
were conducted as part of the economic census which
included construction, manufacturing, and service indus-
tries. One form was used to enumerate all in-scope
economic activity. The report form was divided into
sections, and each section contained questions appro-
priate to the trade or industry. Response was required
by law. A facsimile of the report form, which was avail-
able in English, as well as Spanish, is presented in
Appendix B.
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El comercio al por mayor (CIU 50 y 51). Incluye los estable-
cimientos que se dedican principalmente a venderles mercancia a
detallistas, a usuarios del sector industrial, comercial, institucional,
agricola o profesional o a otros mayoristas; o los que se dedican a
servir como agentes comerciales en la compra o venta de mercancia
a tales personas o compafias. Como en afios anteriores, los
establecimientos de comercio al por mayor que no tienen empleados
son exluidos del alcance del censo.

El comercio al por menor (CIU 52 a 59). Incluye los estable-
cimientos que se dedican principalmente a la venta de mercancia
para el consumo personal o familiar y al suministro de servicios
relacionados con la venta de la mercancia. No estan incluidos los
datos que conciemen a los puestos comerciales, las tiendas del servicio
naval y establecimientos similares a éstos que estan localizados en
bases militares y de cuyo funcionamiento se encargan las agencias
del gobierno federal. Los establecimientos de comercio al por menor
que no tienen empleados son excluidos del alcance del censo.

Los establecimientos que fueron identificados por firmas con
establecimientos multiples como “oficinas centrales administrativas”
o0 “auxiliares,” cuyas funciones principales eran las de dirigir, administrar,
servir o apoyar las actividades de los otros estable-
cimientos de la misma compaiia, no formaron parte de la cobertura
del Censo Econdmico de Puerto Rico de 1997. Por consi-
guiente, los datos sobre estos establecimientos no son publicados.

EL ESTABLECIMIENTO COMO BASE INFORMATIVA

El censo econdémico se realiza a base de establecimientos. Un
establecimiento es generalmente una localizacién fisica individual
donde se lleva a cabo una operacion de negocio, o0 donde se prestan
servicios o0 se desempefian operaciones industriales. A toda compahia
que administre establecimientos en mas de una localidad se le pide
gue someta un informe por cada una de las localidades. A las companias
que se dedican a varias actividades completamente distintas en una
misma localidad, se les pide que rindan informes por separado, si
los récords del establecimiento permiten tal separacion y si las actividades
en si son cuantiosas. Cada informe del censo fue tabulado de acuerdo
a la localizacion fisica en que se condujo la actividad. Todos los
establecimientos que emplearon a una o0 mas personas en algun
momento durante el aio censal estan incluidos en el censo.

CUESTIONARIO CENSAL

Los censos de comercio al por mayor y comercio al por menor fueron
realizado como parte del censo econdémico que incluyd las industrias
de construccion, manufactura y servicio. Se utilizé un cuestionario
para enumerar todas las actividades econémicas que estaban dentro
del alcance del censo. El cuestionario se dividié en partes, cada parte
contenia preguntas especificas a un tipo de industria o actividad
comercial. El responder al cuestionario fue requerido por ley. El Apéndice
B, presenta un facsimil del cuestionario que estaba disponible en inglés
y espafol.

GEOGRAPHIC AREAS COVERED

Data from the 1997 Economic Census have been
tabulated and presented in this publication for Puerto
Rico as a whole.

DATA PROCESSING

Forms were mailed to all wholesale trade and retail
trade firms subject to payment of Federal Insurance
Contributions Act (FICA) taxes (i.e., employers of one
person or more) and classified as being within the
scope of the census. The forms and instructions for
completing them were mailed from the U.S. Census
Bureau’s National Processing Center in Jeffersonville,
IN.

The completed report forms were returned by mail
to Jeffersonville. Contact with respondents about over-
due report forms was undertaken by the National Pro-
cessing Center of the U.S. Census Bureau.

The returned reports underwent extensive review
and computer processing. All reports were geographi-
cally coded, data-keyed, and edited. The editing pro-
cess identified records with significant problems and
referred them for correction resolution. Corrections
were performed interactively using standard proce-
dures.

The data were then tabulated by SIC, subjected
to further data analysis, and the resulting corrections
applied to individual computer records. Corrected tabu-
lations were then produced for the final published
reports.

RELIABILITY OF DATA

Census questionnaires were sent to all known whole-
sale trade and retail trade employers and, therefore,
are not subject to sampling variability. However, the
data are subject to nonsampling errors. Nonsampling
errors can be attributed to many sources: inability
to identify all cases in the actual universe; inability
or unwillingness on the part of respondents to pro-
vide correct information; definition and classification
difficulties; response errors and bias; errors in col-
lection or processing; misinterpretation of questions;
and other errors of recording, keying, and estima-
tion for missing or misreported data.

The accuracy of these tabulated data is influenced
by the joint effects of the various nonsampling errors.
Explicit measures of the effects of these nonsampling
errors are not available. However, it is believed that
most of the important operational and response errors
were detected and corrected through systematic cleri-
cal edits, automated data edits, and an analyst review.
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AREAS GEOGRAFICAS CUBIERTAS

Los datos del Censo Econémico de 1997 han sido tabulados y
presentados en esta publicacion para Puerto Rico en su totalidad.

ELABORACION DE LOS DATOS

Se le enviaron cuestionarios por correo a todas las companias de
comercio al por mayor y comercia al por menor que estan sujetas
al pago de contribuciones bajo la Ley de Seguro Social Federal (FICA),
(por ejemplo, compafhias que emplean a una 0 mas personas) y las
cuales se clasificaron dentro del alcance del censo. El cuestionario
y las instrucciones para completarlo fueron enviados por correo desde
el Centro Nacional de Procesamiento de Datos en Jeffersonville, IN.
del Negociado del Censo de los EE.UU.

Una vez completados, los cuestionarios se enviaban por correo
a Jeffersonville. La comunicacién con los establecimientos cuyos
cuestionarios estaban retrasados, estuvo a cargo del Centro Nacional
de Procesamiento de Datos del Negociado del Censo de los EE.UU.

Los cuestionarios devueltos fueron sometidos a una revisiéon y
elaboracion extensa. Todos los cuestionarios fueron codificados
geograficamente y sometidos a la digitacion y critica de sus datos.
El proceso de critica sirvié para identificar los récords que tenian
problemas significativos y fueron referidos para correccién y revision.
Las correcciones se llevaron a cabo utilizando procedimientos uniformes.

Los datos fueron tabulados por CIU y sometidos a una revision
analitica, a partir de la cual se hicieron las correcciones necesarias
a cada récord en la computadora. Por ultimo, se produjeron las
’]Eabulaciones ya corregidas para la publicacion de los informes
inales.

CONFIABILIDAD DE LOS DATOS

Los cuestionarios se enviaron a todos los patronos de establecimientos
que se dedicaban al comercio al por mayor y comercio al por menor
y por lo tanto, no estan sujetos a la variabilidad del muestreo. No
obstante, los datos estan sujetos a errores ajenos al muestreo. Los
errores ajenos al muestreo pueden ocurrir por muchas razones: inabilidad
para identificar todos los casos en el universo, inabilidad o renuencia
de parte de los respondedores a proporcionar la informacién correcta,
dificultades con las definiciones y clasificaciones, errores y sesgos
en las respuestas, errores en la recopilacion o procesamiento de los
datos, mala interpretacion de las preguntas y otros errores en el registro
y digitacion de los datos, y estimados que se utilizan para los récords
sin respuestas o respuestas incorrectas.

La exactitud de los datos tabulados esta influenciada por el conjunto
de efectos que tienen los diversos errores ajenos al muestreo. No
existen medidas explicitas de los efectos que tienen dichos errores.
Sin embargo, se estima que la mayoria de los errores importantes
de ejecucion y respuesta fueron hallados y corregidos mediante los
procedimientos sistematicos de la critica manual, critica electrénica
y revisidn de los datos por parte de analistas.
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For total nonresponse cases (report forms not
returned), the establishment’s administrative records
information was used in conjunction with industry aver-
ages to estimate the basic data. For item nonresponse,
missing items were estimated based on response
to other items and/or administrative records and in
direct relationships to sales or receipts. The method
used to account for nonresponse to commodity and
merchandise line inquiries was to expand the total
of reported data to represent 100 percent of the uni-
verse. Data presented for commodity and merchan-
dise lines were expanded in direct relationship to total
sales of all establishments included in the category.
It is assumed that characteristics of establishments
not responding to a particular inquiry are the same
as establishments with equal sales or receipts in the
same category (publication table line) that did respond
to the inquiry.

DOLLAR VALUE

All dollar values are expressed in current dollars
for the year specified. Therefore, when making com-
parisons to prior years, users should take into con-
sideration the inflation that has occurred.

Number of establishments. Includes all establish-
ments in operation at any time during the year. It cov-
ers all full- and part-year operations. An establishment
is not necessarily identical with a company or enter-
prise, which may consist of one or more establish-
ments. Census figures represent a summary of reports
for individual establishments rather than companies.

Sales and receipts. Sales and receipts include sales
of merchandise, receipts for repairs and other ser-
vices to customers, and delivery charges whether
or not payment was received in 1997. Sales and
receipts are net after deductions for refunds and allow-
ances for merchandise retumed by customers. Trade-in
allowances are not deducted from total sales. Sales
and receipts include income from business activities
classified in a major category other than the one
assigned to the establishment; e.g., wholesalers may
have receipts for sales at retail, and, similarly, retail-
ers may have receipts for sales at wholesale.

Sales and receipts do not include carrying or other
credit charges; commissions from vending machine
operations; or nonoperating income from such sources
as investments, rental or sale of real estate.

PRESENTATION OF DATA

This report represents a recompilation of estab-
lishments and sales data collected in the 1997 Eco-
nomic Census of Puerto Rico according to various
categories of commodity and merchandise lines sold
by wholesale and retail establishments, respectively.
It consists of two chapters, one for each trade area.

Wholesale Trade

Commodity Lines. Tables 1 and 2 present sales
data for commodity lines. In presentation, these data
are similar to merchandise line sales data, but rep-
resent wholesale information. See the explanation
for the merchandise line sales tables which appears
next in this appendix.

Las ventas
e ingresos incluyen los ingresos obtenidos de las actividades comerciales
que estan clasificadas bajo una categoria principal diferente a la que
se le asigna al establecimiento; por ejemplo, los mayoristas pueden
recibir ingresos de ventas al por menor y, en forma similar, los detallistas
pueden recibir ingresos de ventas al por mayor.

Las ventas e ingresos no incluyen los intereses o cargos por concesion
de crédito; comisiones obtenidas de las operaciones relacionadas
con las maquinas que venden cigarrillos, dulces, etc.; ni ingreso no
operativo obtenido de fuentes tales como inversiones, alquiler o venta
de bienes raices.

PRESENTACION DE LOS DATOS

Este informe representa una recopilacion de los datos obtenidos
sobre establecimientos y ventas en el Censo Econdmico de Puerto
Rico de 1997 de acuerdo a las categorias de las lineas de producto
y mercancia vendidas por establecimientos que se dedican al comercio
al por mayor y comercio al por menor, respectivamente. Este informe
consiste de dos capitulos, uno por cada sector comercial.

Comercio al por Mayor

Lineas de Productos. Las Tablas 1y 2 proporcionan datos sobre
las ventas de las lineas de productos. Aunque estos datos tienden
a parecerse a los datos sobre las ventas de las lineas de mercancia
por la manera en que estan presentados, la informacién que brindan
corresponde al comercio al por mayor. Véase la explicacion de las
tablas sobre las ventas de las lineas de mercancia que aparece a
continuacion en este apéndice.
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Retail Trade

Merchandise Lines. Tables 1 and 2 present sales
data for merchandise lines. An individual establish-
ment is the unit assigned to a single kind-of-business
classification for which data are summarized in most
retail census tabulations. Prior to their recompilation
by merchandise line category, kind-of-business sta-
tistics do not provide the merchandise line compo-
sition of retail sales. To meet expanded needs, sales
by merchandise lines are collected in the census and
are presented in this report in terms of merchandise
line groupings.

In planning merchandise line inquiries for the 1997
Economic Census of Puerto Rico, the Bureau of the
Census consulted extensively with local government
and trade associations, both for advice on the infor-
mation to be provided by the census, and on
reportability which was the major limiting factor. Fifty
merchandise lines were devised to account for all
the sales and receipts of retail establishments, regard-
less of kind-of-business classification.

Limitations in reporting sales by merchandise
lines. Even with a limited breakdown of 50 major
lines, there may be a tendency on the part of respon-
dents to fail to identify minor lines for a particular busi-
ness. This has the effect of understating the number
of outlets for individual merchandise lines, and to a
lesser extent, it affects the measurement of the vol-
ume of sales of individual lines.

Merchandise line categories by which individual
retailers group their sales are not uniform and will
not always correspond to categories established in
a reporting system designed for general use. In addi-
tion, because some retailers may have had little if
any recorded information on sales by line of merchan-
dise, a substantial amount of estimation may be
involved in the reporting of merchandise lines. Fur-
thermore, there is, of course, no assurance that the
pattern for the establishments reporting sales by mer-
chandise lines is representative of those which did
not report. Figures for merchandise line sales should
constitute useful approximations to serve many impor-
tant current requirements and should be helpful in
measuring important changes occurring over fairly
long intervals, such as between successive censuses.

A related problem for large retail firms may be the
absence of merchandise line records on an individual
establishment basis. Some firms may have informa-
tion available only for a group of stores within a ware-
house district or some other grouping used by the
firm. In such cases it was necessary for the firm to
estimate sales for individual stores by using the pat-
tern of sales shown by the entire group of stores.
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Comercio al por Menor

Lineas de mercancia. Las tablas 1y 2 proporcionan datos sobre
las ventas de las lineas de mercancia. Un establecimiento individual
es la unidad a la que se asigna una sola clasificacion de tipo de negocio,
para la cual se hace un resumen de los datos en la mayoria de las
tabulaciones censales de comercio al por menor. Antes de ser recopiladas
conforme a categorias correspondientes de las lineas de mercancia,
las estadisticas de tipo de negocio no suministran las lineas de mercancia
que componen las ventas al por menor. Para poder cumplir requisitos
especificos, se recopilaron datos en el censo que indican las ventas
segun las lineas de mercancia y se presentan dichos datos a base
de grupos de estas lineas.

Con el proposito de preparar las preguntas del Censo Econémico
de Puerto Rico de 1997 que se relacionan con las lineas de mercancia,
el Negociado del Censo decidié consultar la opinién de gobiernos
locales y asociaciones mercantiles con respecto a la informacion que
el censo debia proporcionar y también con respecto a la viabilidad
de facilitar los datos, la cual constituye el factor limitante. Se formularon
cincuenta lineas de mercancia generales para dar cuenta de todas
las ventas e ingresos de los establecimientos de comercio al por menor,
sin considerar la clasificacion de tipo de negocio.

Limitaciones al declarar las ventas segun las lineas de
mercancia. Aun con un desglose tan limitado de 50 lineas principales,
puede haber la tendencia de parte de los respondedores a dejar de
identificar las lineas menos importantes de un negocio en particu-
lar. Esto resulta en una subestimacion del numero de tiendas que
hay para las lineas individuales de ventas de mercancia y, en menor
grado, afecta la medida del volumen de ventas de las lineas individuales.

Las categorias de las lineas de mercancia que los minoristas
individuales utilizan para agrupar sus ventas no son uniformes y no
siempre corresponden a las categorias establecidas en un sistema
informativo que ha sido disefado para uso general. También, puesto
que algunos minoristas podrian tener poca (si alguna) informacién
registrada con respecto a las ventas por lineas de mercancia, el declarar
informacion acerca de las lineas de mercancia requiere un sinnimero
de estimaciones. Ademas, no hay ninguna seguridad de que el patrén
establecido por los establecimientos que declaran las ventas de acuerdo
a las lineas de mercancia pueda representar a aquéllos que no
respondieron. Las cifras correspondientes a las ventas de lineas de
mercancia deberian constituir aproximaciones utiles que satisfagan
un gran ndmero de los requerimientos mas importantes que existen
en la actualidad y deberian ayudar a medir los cambios importantes
que ocurren durante intervalos relativamente largos, tal como el intervalo
entre un censo y otro.

La falta de registros (sobre lineas de mercancia) que estuvieran
basados en establecimientos individuales pudo haber significado un
problema para las grandes empresas minoristas. Algunas empresas
s6lo tenian informacion disponible para un grupo de tiendas que
estuvieran localizadas dentro de un distrito de almacenamiento o para
algun otro grupo o clasificacion utilizada por la empresa. En estos
casos fue necesario que la empresa estimara las ventas de las tiendas
individuales utilizando el patron de ventas establecido por el grupo
entero de tiendas.
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Treatment of nonresponse. When reporting was
incomplete or inadequate, merchandise line data were
expanded on the premise that the merchandise line
data for those establishments not reporting this infor-
mation are similar to merchandise line data for those
establishments in the same kind of business that
reported this information. In 1997, the method used
to account for nonresponse to merchandise line inquir-
ies was to expand the total of reported data to rep-
resent 100 percent of the universe. Data presented
for merchandise lines were expanded in direct rela-
tionship to total sales of all establishments included
in the category.

Coverage. Table 1 presents coverage ranges for
each kind of business shown. Coverage ranges for
each kind of business indicate the degree to which
sales were acceptably reported by merchandise lines.
Coverage was determined by dividing total sales of
establishments reporting acceptable data by lines by
total sales of all establishments classified in that par-
ticular kind of business.

Except when precluded by the census disclosure
rules (see Confidentiality of Data in Introduction), data
have been shown for individual kinds of business when
the dollar volume of reporting coverage was suffi-
cient to account for 60 percent or more of sales (ranges
t through w). (See Introduction for meaning of cov-
erage symbols.)

As noted above, the fact that an establishment
reported its sales by merchandise lines does not always
mean that all lines handled by the establishment are
reported separately.

Description of the tables. In addition to a cover-
age indicator, Table 1 provides data for each kind of
business and for each merchandise line reports:

¢ The number of establishments and total sales
of establishments handling the specified line;

¢ Sales of specified line;

* The percentage of total sales of the specific kind
of business accounted for by each of the lines
carried;

* The degree of specialization in that line. Spe-
cialization is derived by computing sales of a
line as a percentage of total sales of establish-
ments that handled that particular line.

Table 2 provides summary data by merchandise
line, including counts of establishments handling the
line and total sales of the line. Provided within each
merchandise line are counts of establishments car-
rying the line and the amount and percent of the line
sold by various kinds of retail businesses.

To avoid disclosure, data for merchandise lines and
kinds of businesses may not add to the total because
some merchandise lines and kinds of businesses are
not shown.
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Interpretacion de la falta de respuestas. Los datos por lineas de
mercancia fueron expandidos utilizando la premisa de que los datos
por lineas de mercancia para aquellos establecimientos que no reportaron
esta informacién son similares a los datos por lineas de mercancia
para los establecimientos en el mismo tipo de negocio que si reportaron
esta informacion. En 1997, el método que se utilizé para representar
casos sin respuestas a las preguntas sobre lineas de mercancia fue
la expansion del total de datos reportados para representar el 100
por ciento del universo. Los datos presentados para las lineas de
mercancia fueron expandidos en relacion directa al total de ventas
de todos los establecimientos incluidos en la categoria.

Cobertura. La Tabla 1 indica el rango de la cobertura para cada
tipo de negocio incluido. El rango de la cobertura de cada tipo de
negocio indica cuan aceptable resultd ser la informacion declarada
acerca de las ventas de las lineas de mercancia generales. Se calculd
la cobertura dividiendo el total de ventas de los establecimentos que
proporcionaron datos aceptables (por lineas de mercancia generales),
entre el total de ventas de todos los establecimientos clasificados
bajo ese tipo de negocio en particular.

Excepto cuando lo impidieron los reglamentos que controlan la divulgacion
censal (véase la Confidencialidad de los Datos en la Introduccion),
se proporcionaron datos para tipos de negocio individuales en aquellos
casos en que el volumen en ddlares de la cobertura era suficiente
para dar cuenta de un 60 por ciento 0 mas de las ventas (del indicador
t hasta w). (Vea la Introduccidn para el significado de los simbolos
de cobertura.)

Segun se indicd anteriormente, el hecho de que un establecimiento
haya declarado sus ventas segun las lineas de mercancia generales
no siempre significa que todas las lineas administradas por el
establecimiento hayan sido declaradas por separado.

Descripcion de las tablas. Ademas de proporcionar indicadores
de cobertura, la Tabla 1 proporciona datos para cada tipo de negocio,
y lo siguiente para cada linea de mercancia:

¢ El numero de establecimientos y el total de las ventas de los
establecimientos que administran la linea especificada;

* Ventas de cada linea en particular;

* El porcentaje total de ventas realizadas por el tipo de negocio
especifico que es representado por cada una de las lineas que
estos tienen a la venta;

* El grado de especializacion en esa linea. La especializacion se
obtiene calculando las ventas de una linea como un porcentaje
del total de ventas de los establecimientos que vendian esa linea
en particular.

La Tabla 2 proporciona datos sumarios segun la linea general de
mercancia, incluyendo el nimero de establecimientos que administran
esa linea y el total de ventas para esa linea. Dentro de cada linea
general de mercancia se proporcionan el nimero de establecimientos
gue venden la linea y se indica qué cantidad y por ciento de la linea
han sido vendidos por varios tipos de negocios detallistas.

La sumas de los datos para las lineas de mercancias vy tipos de
negocios pueden no ser exactas debido a que, para evitar la divulgacion,
algunas lineas de mercancias y tipos de negocios no se presentan.
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KIND-OF-BUSINESS CLASSIFICATIONS—
WHOLESALE TRADE

Wholesale trade, major groups 50 and 51 in the
1987 SIC Manual, includes establishments prima-
rily engaged in selling merchandise to retailers; to
industrial, commercial, institutional, farm, or profes-
sional business users; or to other wholesalers; or act-
ing as agents or brokers in buying merchandise for
or selling merchandise to such persons or compa-
nies. Establishments primarily engaged in the whole-
sale distribution of used products are classified on
the basis of the products sold.

Establishments primarily engaged in selling mer-
chandise to contractors are included in wholesale trade,
with the exception of lumber yards and paint, glass,
and wallpaper stores. These exceptions are classi-
fied in retail trade if they sell to the general public
and are known as “retail” in the trade, even if a higher
proportion of their sales is made to contractors.

Establishments covered by the census were assigned
to a kind-of-business classification in accordance with
the industry classifications defined in the 1987 SIC
Manual. However, because of the low number of estab-
lishments in some industry groups, the kinds of busi-
nesses shown in this report are limited to the three-
digit SIC codes.

KIND-OF-BUSINESS CLASSIFICATIONS—
RETAIL TRADE

Retail trade, major groups 52 through 59 in the 1987
SIC Manual, includes establishments engaged in sell-
ing merchandise for personal or household consump-
tion and in rendering services incidental to the sale
of the goods. Exceptions are necessitated by trade
practices. For example, lumber yards and paint, glass,
and wallpaper stores are included in retail trade if
they sell to the general public, even if a higher pro-
portion of their sales is made to contractors. Estab-
lishments engaged in selling products to the general
public from displayed merchandise, such as type-
writers, stationery, or gasoline, are classified in retail
trade even though such products may not be used
for personal or household consumption. However,
establishments that sell exclusively to business estab-
lishments, institutional and industrial users, or con-
tractors are classified in wholesale trade.

Other important characteristics of retail trade estab-
lishments are that they are usually fixed places of
business; they are engaged in activities to attract the
general public to buy; they buy or receive as well as
sell merchandise; they may process their products,
although processing is incidental or subordinate to
selling; and they are considered as “retail” in the trade.
Not all of these characteristics need to be present
and some are modified by trade practice.
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CLASIFICACIONES DE TIPO DE NEGOCIO—
COMERCIO AL POR MAYOR

El comercio al por mayor, segun los grupos principales 50 y 51 del
Manual de CIU de 1987, incluye establecimientos que se dedican
principalmente a la venta de mercancia a comerciantes detallistas;
usuarios del sector industrial, comercial, institucional, agricola o profesional;
0 a otros mayoristas; a la vez que incluye establecimientos que hacen
las veces de agentes o corredores en la compra o venta de mercancia
de tales personas o compaiiias. Los establecimientos que se dedican
principalmente a la distribucién al por mayor de productos usados
son clasificados en base a los productos vendidos.

Los establecimientos que se dedican principalmente a vender
mercancia a contratistas son considerados como establecimientos
de comercio al por mayor, exceptuando las madererias y las tiendas
de pintura, cristal y papel para empapelar paredes. Estas excepciones
son clasificadas como establecimientos de comercio al por menor
si venden sus productos al publico en general y si se conocen como
detallistas dentro de la profesién, aun cuando las ventas a contratistas
representen la mayor parte del total de sus ventas.

A los establecimientos abarcados por el censo se les clasifico segun
el tipo de negocio, conforme a las clasificaciones industriales definidas
en el Manual de CIU de 1987. Sin embargo, debido a que algunos
grupos industriales tienen muy pocos establecimientos, los tipos de
negocios que aparecen en este informe estan limitados a cédigos
de CIU de sdlo tres digitos.

CLASIFICACIONES DE TIPO DE NEGOCIO—
COMERCIO AL POR MENOR

El comercio al por menor, los grupos principales del 52 al 59 del
Manual de CIU de 1987, incluye los establecimientos que se dedican
a vender mercancia para consumo personal o familiar y a prestar
los servicios relacionados con la venta de los articulos. Las excepciones
a esta regla general se hacen necesarias debido a las practicas en
la industria. Por ejemplo, se incluyen en el comercio al por menor
las tiendas que venden madera, pintura, cristal y papel para empapelar
paredes, si las ventas estan dirigidas al publico en general, aun cuando
las ventas a contratistas representen la mayor parte del total de ventas.
Los establecimientos que se dedican a vender al publico en general
los productos de la mercancia en exhibicion, tales como maquinillas
de escribir, papel y sobres para correspondencia o gasolina, se clasifican
como de comercio al por menor aun cuando tales productos no se
usen para consumo personal o familiar. Sin embargo, los establecimientos
gue venden mercancia exclusivamente a establecimientos comerciales,
a usuarios institucionales e industriales, o a contratistas, se clasifican
como de comercio al por mayor.

Otras caracteristicas importantes de los establecimientos de comercio
al por menor son las siguientes: tienen por lo general un lugar de
negocio fijo; se dedican a actividades que incitan al publico en gen-
eral a comprar; compran o reciben y también venden mercancia; pueden
elaborar sus productos; sin embargo, la elaboracion es incidental y
menos importante que la venta de los mismos y son considerados
en la industria como establecimientos de comercio al por menor. No
todas estas caracteristicas tienen que estar presentes necesariamente
y algunas son modificadas por las practicas en la industria.
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Establishments covered by the census were assigned
kind-of-business classifications in accordance with
the industry classifications defined in the 1987 SIC
Manual. However, because of the low number of estab-
lishments in some industry groups, the kinds of busi-
nesses shown in this report are limited to the 3-digit
SIC codes. Retail establishments were generally clas-
sified according to the principal lines of merchandise
sold (groceries, hardware, etc.), or the usual trade
designation (drug store, cigar store, etc.)
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Se le asignaron categorias de tipo de negocio a los establecimientos
incluidos en el censo de acuerdo a las clasificaciones industriales
definidas en el Manual de CIU de 1987. Sin embargo, debido al escaso
numero de establecimientos que tenian algunos tipos de negocios
industriales, los tipos de negocios que se indican en este informe estan
limitados al codigo de CIU de sélo tres digitos. Los establecimientos
que se dedican al comercio al por menor generalmente fueron
clasificados de acuerdo a las principales lineas de mercancias vendidas
(comestibles, ferreteria, etc.) o a la designacion comercial usual (farmacia,
tabaqueria, etc.).

It includes varied kind-of-business detail
on number of establishments, sales or receipts, payroll,
employment, proprietors and partners working, and legal
form of organization. Data are presented for Puerto Rico,
commercial regions, and municipios. Retail trade data
include total and selling floor space, franchise holders,
and class of customer for selected kinds of business.
